If we reflect on forner ages, and consid,er how few there were
of such that ernpl.oyed. themselves in the scrtrt5.ny of the Secret
Arcarrums of Nature, and how d.estitute the Philosophers of those
tj.mes were of those helps and advarrtages that conduce to the right
r.urderstanding of such mysteri"es which we enjoy. That HERMES the
P:rince of Phj.losophers seemed to be alone, and the onJ.y j.nventor

of this most excellent Art, Gbeue:nrs the Abbot, and ou:r Corrntry-
Manr aJter thirty years shrd,y, and ertensive practi.ce and labor:r,
was coryelled to seek in Italy for a Master. F1anel, the Luther-
ian d.id, partake of the sane hard. fortr:ne, together with many others
of the Ancients.

Our Basilius, confesseth that he should never have attained
unto the hrowledge of this Art, if by Godcs special Gracer sorD€
Books of the Ancient Masters had not cotre into his hands.

Have we not then cause to bless God that we are in such an €e,
and in such a Nation al.so wherein we may converse with nany, both
Ancient and Modern Philosophers, such whose works d.o speak them to
be Senrants to the most High, Beloved of Hin, and acquainted. with
the nost occrrlt and Secret Mysteries arrd. Arcarn:ms of Natrrre, that
havi:rg toi.led and spent much of their precious tine in fltritless
labours, to prevent the l.iJce in their successors, have d.iscovered.,
and as it were, chal ked out the way ( so far as was lawfrrl for them
to do) how the ingenious Bay attain to the tnre und.erstand.i.ng of
this noble Art: such is our BasiJ.ius, who fbon his i.nfancy was
dedicated to the Serrri.ce of Gods and di.d so well improve those
Spirihra-l and Natr:ra1 Ia1ents he was entrusted withal, that there
was not anything he atteupted. the hrowled.ge of , that was eoncea'r ed.
lbou hin.

0f so charitable and liberal a spirit was he ofrthat he becaue
useftrl and helpful to his Enethrenr rot onJ.y i:e cr:ri3g their MaI-
adies, but instrrrcting then i:e the heowled,ge of Naturers Secrets:
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A]-so he couJ.d. not go to his eterreal- rest in peace, unless he in-

parted. unto posterity the means and ways how he attained unto so

great Mysteries. Whcih Mysteries, and the several Focesses and

ways of operatj.on you will find in this subsequent Treatise, being

the nost principal, excellent, and plain of all his works t and

I nay justly say, of al]. the Books that are erbant on this subject.

It is one of the greatest r:ntrappinesses that d.oth accompany

Man-kind, that there is such a Babel of LangUages

that every

Language is not r:nderstood in evelXr place, this alone prevents

the d,iscovery and growth of nany profor.nd Mysteries i how ignorant

were our predecessors of the works of Basilius, because they were

wrapt up for the nost part in the Ge:man Language r very 1ittJ.e

thereof being in Latin, r:ntil of late years this part was done

i.:eto Ecg1ishr 8s it i.s pre$lmed by one that und.erstood not the

terus of the Art, by the many gross nistakes committed, as the
rend.ering VITRIIIJI AI.ITIMONII, the Vitriol of Antimooy, and many
othersr so that out of the love that I bear to the authorr and to
propogating so ingenious and Tnre an Art and Science, I have
comected great parts of the forner Translation, and DE N0V0
hranslated the rest, that was so imperfectly d.one that it would
not adnit to arnendnent, more is also added r.mto it, that was not
in the fomer, the meanness and plainness of the style, pleadeth
for itself' that the subject is best understood in that dress,
and that the Author did effect it, being pJ-entifuJ.J.y endowed w'ith
the grace of hunility, offering things more than words, 4s appears
throughout his writings. Read. hin d,iligently and often, for the
oftener you read hin, the plainer d.oth his works appear, it being
usual w'ith the best of Authors in this Art, to discover the Sec-
ret Arczuiluns most p1ainly, Vet so d.ispersedly, and in so 'confused

a Methodr that the envious and unwgrthy shal.J. never be abJ.e to
reduce then into thej.r due order, therefore often reiterate the
read5.ngs of this Book, and compare his Sayings with the sayings
of other Philosophers, and. i.f thou art adepted r:nto this Sacred

Apothecaries-shops, deeply precipitated and buried i.n the earth,
and sunk so deep, that the ri.nging nor sorrnding of bells, and
beating of morters are able to rouse it: Thus thei-r praise and

lhe Glory of the highest is at stand! And who prod.uceth any good
of it? fhus much an I persurded, that if-my.,,rrit ings shaI1 be
produced to l ight after my death, and the judicious posteri-ty,
and Disciples of then do rightly read, meditate, and r.rnderstasd.
then weIl, and do out of a christian intention seek, dive, and
work the seme on]-y to the glory of God, and the love and eharity
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of their fellovi Brethren and Christians, then by roeans of their

actions and works, that depend, from such good and proper fr:nda-
nentals, wil l be d.eserved and laid open to the publick view, all
those Sopperi.es and, forgeries, whicfi these great Mouthtd vain-
glorious fellows, and high concei.ted fools, which proclaim them-

selves to be the sole physicians and Masters of both Medicines,
that is of the inward and outward, and arrogate to themselves
great d,ignities and worths in the world,, when there is no cause
for it.

As an infect.ed man has ful1
the fom and face of a man, though he be infected and infects others
alsor and in case j-t turn aJ.J. to one metal, yet it but an empty one,
and nothing in it. This is a verXr necessarJr observation for mj-ners
and laborors, for if they regard it not, they obstrrrct not only their
work' hrt endanger themselves al.so; because the rnetal is not only
turreed into a volati.J.ity, if any feces or excrements be added thereuluc
and that also which stays, comes to be rrnnallabIe, and suffer"s con-
tinually d.ininutionr ?s long as it is under the hamner. Those that
work theu have cause to look to it, i f they faJ.J. on then with any fire,
their reward srrrely is some nine dj.sease, whi-eh erperimentally is Imowr
how their poison does stick and hang on the top of the furnace and in
their chests r turning to arsenic and such poisonous f\rmes and seeds,
and do hurt everXr w4V, as woefirl eqperience evidenceth.

Again, the things made so hard. and fixt cannot be parted, as may be
seen of goldr how fim and fi lrt is it in the fire? The cause whereof
is the subtetranean heat and cold which it imparts to metals, and
nakes then firm thereby, for it is a stony firrnarnent of the earth, and
giving to netals thei.r stony power, it grows hollow and spong:y, full
of pants' which at last are fi l led up with metals, even as bees so
fill their hives with honey, and in the end. it parts, and is carri.ed
away in the slickr or (scabes). For the Earth-stone is not consumed.
undergror.rnd, because it is a sediment, not suffering anfbhing to come
in or out, hence is the d,ifference betwirb the Earth-stone and the
Terestial-Fimanental-Stone, which is one of the mineral works. Let
no man gain s?Vr that a stone shou]-d have together both heat and cold
at once, to afford the one now, and then to hide the other, for when
it works upon inferior metals rthen it hid.es its eoldness, and so it
helps every walr

fhis is the Tract and instrr:ment, heat and cold of the Subterrarrearr
Fire-Stone.
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fhe modern Chenists which are ignorant, not heowing Nature aright,
and do not take notice of her ways r use strange instruments, and then
they make or cause to be made all manner of vessels, aceording as
every one of them have a fancy to, but in natr.res ways they lmow Iittle
she regards not the variety of for:ns , and instead of these, she thkes
a fit and lasting instrrrnent, which holds in the work, and every form
follows or accompanies the seeds preced.ency. The folly and ignorance
of worlsren is aegravated in that because they d.espise the Imowledge
of ninerals.

Ihe instnrment she uses hereunto, I should make mention of it here,
but wave it at this tiroe, and wilJ. do it in another pIace, where you
may seek for, artd take notice of it. Those which think themselves
to be the wisest do say, that it is a vanity to obserrle mathematically
the stars above, and to order any work after seasonable days and hours,
it is something said, but not so well ground,ed..

Ihere are,for.md and seen al-so in a certain vein and passage in

nixed line-stones, 1ead, iron, and copper ore in union and jun-

ctrrre.

The copper ere in i ts passage is somet imes r ich of  Gold,  and of
Silver, and i-s accomparried with curious Zach-stones, and inclosed
with passable stones, if so be that other metals and minerals

do not intreanch upon thern, which corrode and consume them. And
copper-ore i.s a flat-work al-so, mixed with foliated earth, and the
mercurial copper is hardly brought out of it at or in a.n ordinary
nelting, afford.s store of iron, and r-rnripe copper-food, which rob
very much the copper in roastfug, and make it r.mmalleable: The
riehest copper-ores are fotrrd in HIINGARY, BOI{EMIA, SILESIA, THUR,
INGIA' HOSSIA, and.

i t  comes only f rom hence, because gold breaks so near to i t ,  and
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at the same ores is forrnd, where that earth is impregnated with gr

ish seed, and make use of the same food in many subtile uniti-ngs.
Minerals in their generating qualit ies are better supported among
perfect metals, where they are higher and more effectual, and

are best used. for both such perfect metals, in case nature ie
rightly imitated, the ancient Philosophers have had experience
of , and nade trials of i.t.

There is a renarkable di-fference for.md among minerals, and part-

ly from copper ores; they are mj.nerals and metals, each their
particular nature and being, among which some ores look green,
and bleach at the day, and grow near other metals; but their
stones are most l ike r .mto lead-stones ,  some whereof are grosser,
sof ter  and harder than others,  and some are more obscure,  dark,
muddy, and some are green, and so forth.

Ehe best i ron-stone is black,  or
red-brown, somet i -mes i t  incl i .nes to a yel lowness ,  some is of  a
cherry-brow?1 in the floats and stocks, some are black and sma1l
sPrssrEr sortr€ yel lowish, which gl i t ters anong the rest ,  l ike a
copper stone of  a brown marble,  and of  a fa i r  g lass,  some l i iks
l ike separated f loat-work,  throughout the whole mine, some is
cloddy and hoary in c layish f ie lds,  which only is ca1Ied. the dr iv-
ing,  is  as the sand-stone, most hurt fur-  unto gold,  because i t
af fords most of  the stacks,  and very l i t t l -e of  i ron.

is a food rrnto QUITTER; and loves to stay there,  some there are
which grows in a GI,IMMER or CAT-SILVER, and is iron-mourd.ed,
others also do str ike in a f i re stone or f l int ,  So that f i re must
be appl ied thereunto,  others are in a sof t  stone, and as i t  were
swimmi-ng along.

making for i tsel f  a twofold dominion, in one i t  borders and reache

to s lates and other stones that l ie about i t ;  insomuch that his
dominion increases, in which is not a l i t t le,  but  much, on the

blue stones.

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CHAPIER IX.

In a moist ,  greasie,  s l i rny,  water ish OI- ,ETITY, which is mixed

with a most subt i le,  red sulphureous digested earth,  wi th a most

weak slow binding, l ike an unri-pe pleasing fruit of all particular

metals.

Mercr.ry shows its virtue in many things admirably, and works
effectually upon minerals and metal-Iine sulphur, and upon such

which border upon Ant imonial  stones or ores;  i t  loves to be in
such plaees where the Ti-n-ores l ie higher than si lver passages.
I t  requires many i terat ing ef fectual  operat i -ons unto other ores,
and is multiplied upon other strange stones, and is drawn through
the ju ices of  Mi-nerals and Metals,  which are in af f in i ty one to
another,  ar td produce many strange miscreants,  th is is the reason
why i t  is  so pleasant unto metals,  Goldsmiths amalgame and gi ld
with i t .

It is used. also for metall ine colours, and. is prepared to alr
oi l  and water,  for  mans heal th,  and is subl imed for to corcod.e
i ts worst  of  poisons, and is a t rue robber,  taking along what
ever coils have been bestowed on him; but if he can be caught in
his nature,  then is he in subject ion,  and obedience unto qulck
artd dead. He is very ef fectual  in MEDICINE, especial ly for  out-
ward forces, h€ is nought to nought,  and good to good, and is not
every bodi-es friend, though he is wil l ing to do what you put him
upon. Hi.s metall ine stones are of the saJne nature with pure white
slate earth,  incl ined to a water-blue, in f resh intermingled white
marbles,  in a glassy grayish and porous G],rMMff i  or  (cat-s i lver)
which l ie beneath betwixt  the s lates,  in a f roat  w?v, which are

Wismuth is wrought in its own mine-stone, not quite freed from

a prof , ruding si lverr  or  Tin-stone, of  an imperfect  pure quick-

si. lver with Tin-saLt, and fluid si-lver-sulphur of a britt le im-

miscible earth,  part ly of  a crude f lu id sulphur,  part ly of  a mixed

much exiccated sulphur, accordi.ng as it has gotten a MATRIX, after

i t  was conceived; then i t  turns a bastard of  a br i t t le nature,

easily unites with Mereury, and is vrrought naturally in a twofold

form, the one is f lu id and metal l ine,  is  melted with dry wood,

being mixed with c1ay, y i -e lds much of  whi te ARSENIC. The other is

smal1 streaked, or SPISSIE, remaining an unr ipe substance, y ie lds

a f ixed sulphur instead of  Arsenic;  both these are s i lver Wismuth.

Antimony comes from perfect MercurXr, wrought of l i tt le salt

an,d a waterish fluid sulphur, though it shines black naturally,

and i ts out-s ide is of  an ant imonial  form, Vet i t  graduates and
pur i f ies the nobl-e nature of  gold,  and does much good rrnto men,

being art i f ic ia l ly  prepared in i ts several  ways; notwithstanding
i ts colour,  i t  keeps i ts high and mighty praise and vir tue;  for
meet ing wi th a master,  which can clar i f ie i t ,  and gets i ts natural
gold out of  i t ,  and extracts a blood red oi l  f rom i t ,  that  serves
against  many chronical  d iseases; i - t  must be reduced to a t rass-
parent glass;  th is black evaporated r , rnr ipe metal  represents to us
Gods majest ic glory,  who is not a regarder of  persons, bestowing
upon poor despised men rar i t ies of  v i r tues and lcrowledge.

The red-nine-Sulphurrwhich is found in TYROL, TY-NAMITZ, and
ENGADTN, and grows in a black brue flat stonerihd has singular
innumerable good virtues, wherein ryes hid a mighty purifying
qual i ty,  lyes on with i ts colour r :nto the red goldish s i . lver ore,
or c innabar ore,  and l -ooks almost l ike unto i t ,  whose redness
shj .nes forth most pleasant ly.

Whence should be the decay of metal-s? Sure1y even as the eyes

of the holy Apostles and Disciples were he1d, that they could not

heow the Lord in his clarified spiritual body and essence i oo rnor

can men see the things in metal-s,

Why does Saint John in his Revealation speak of smolce and fume?

SureJ-y he did not mean the fire, smoke, and fume of bakers ovens ,
or kitchen chimneys, but, there was revealed unto him the heaven-l:
f ire, the mi.st, vapour, and fr.me, which j.s exhaled from the mois-
ture of earthrand elevated to the cloudsi so in the subterranean
works the fume and spoilr or outsid.e of the ore are sublimed, and
the f i re of  the f rost  which rouses the ef fectnal  powers,  vapours,
and spirits makes them come to a perfect r,mity in metall ine bodi-er

Now if there were not a fire and vapourous fi.une in the earth,
how could they produce their fmits, which are the minerals and
metals undergror.md?

As the fiery element is covered with the airy, and the heaven
with cloud.sr'and the earth is f iI led by them, and together with
the fire was i.nclosed as one element with the other two.

In l ike manrler , &t the first creation, the subterranean passages
and veins were laden with oresr 4s trees were with fruit, which
the Lord God in Paradise had implanted into them. This effectual
fire, vapour and fume is lj.kened wr.to Mercury, Sulphur, Salt, and
sea-water, wherei.n earth l ies inclosed and hidden, even as the
supreamost throne of God is encompassed by other thrones and hea-
venly habi tat ions.

I t  is  feasable,  that  of  gold may be prepared a s ingular medic-
i -ne for the good of  mahkind.,  because man is created of  God from
LIMUS TERRAE, and the whole earth is a LIMUS, such another medic-
i -ne al l  the Doctors are not able to produce, which is of  a cur i  ous
sweet f ragrartee, stand. ing dist inct  in two l ights,  amd must needs
be in RERUIVI NATITRA, because it was brought on God his Altar, for
an of fer ing by mans art 'prepared, suf fered i t  to be ext inguished.
None ]qxows what i t  is ,  nei ther the l i terated Doctors lcrow the
preparat ion of  i t ,  who when their  eonfect ions,  s)Eups, herbsrand
pot ions wi l l  do no good, and are i -n despair ,  then they might
wi1Iing1y nrn to metals, whj-ch formerly they made conscience to
make use of them in their Olmtments and plasters; of this I make
ment ion in a reverend rememberance for t rue rat ional  miners.  Out
of gold and silver are joined not only gold and silver monies
-ana 

other plates for mans use, but they serve for mans use in many
other th ings; and of fer  the f i rst  metals v i r tue, thdre come othiE..s
also more and more very ef fectual ,  even to the last  of  metals.

Such vir tues there are in minerals alsor 4S in v i t r io l ,  ant i -
mony, al lomr sa1t,  and the l ike.  Al l -  these are a nour ishment
unto metals '  even as Manna was to the ISRALITES in the desert .
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' As they are easy withdrawn and taken from metals r so it happened
to them alsor Heathens and Christians received that Manna, together
with Mines and Kingdoms, they are set and shot at the heap of
rubbish, where they sti l1 worshS-p the Calf ; of this I have spoken
more in that  book where I  t reated of  FOSSII fA.

ies,  growing in several  cut ic les,  a.s we see the ani-mal stones do
grow. The more preci .ous the jewels are,  the fewer there are of
them; and the grosser their  mj.xture is,  the more store there is
found of them, whi.ch i.s apparent in GARNETS; who has hitherto
searched into the quick spir i ts of  such noble creatures,  the Lord
has created for mans benefit?

PYGMTES or HOMrNUcrr, which in former times lived in hollow
ores of  mines, these could not want ski l l  in such ways, having
traversed and travel led up and dovsn, a1r these sl ippery corners
and ways. The places and si tuat ion of  such jewels ly ing somewhat
nearer r,mto heaven, in the Eastern Countri.es, bordering on Para-
diser so there must needs be abounding in Gold and Jewe1s, a1d suc
precious vegetables, which our thoughts hardly may reach r-,rrto.
God requires no more of  man, whom he intrusted with these things,
but to be faithful and just, and is an argument for us to think
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that  for  the same cause pious Kings and Pr incesrartd the o1d wise

Patr i -archs were gi f ted f rom above to bear a love to seareh into

mi.ne-works, and did it with an uprightness and judgement. I,et

honest godly Chr ist ian miners chuse the better part ,  and learn

to lmow the pear l , the Spir i t  of  the Lord.  proceeding out of  Gods

own mouth,  and let  them eonsj .der wel l  their  eternal  f i -xat ion,  to

retr.rrn their love again to him that has loved them first, bringin

al.l things to their subjecti-on, he imparts al-l unto them abund-

antly in grace and mercy, and by the innocence and merit of hi-s

only son, bestows on them temporal and eternal blessings, and
puts more glorious ornaments on them, and better than ever go1d,

si lver,  jewels,  and pear ls were adorned wi. thal .

the same, for  a l l  what is to l ive,  and is to receive a l i fe,  r€-
jo ices in me, and next to God, in none else,  for  to him honour
and glory belongs solely after hi.m, I f ind no higher Lord and

commartder.  But for  my part  I  do not rest ,  nei ther do I  desire
any rest ,  I  do my of f ice readi ly into which my Creator has placed

IIt€ r I let my pliableness be for.md gloriously, l ike a wax i-n stones

which have by reason of  hardness f i re enough, i f  need.
I am hid from r.mwise men, and arn ready to be discerned by men

of rmderstanding. I am predominant abr.rr.da-ntly in a well lcnow:r
mineralras also in MARS and VENUS which are of 1ow degrees; in
them I l ie hid al-so, al. l these have a double spirit, well lcrown
unto LUNA, pleasant to her,  and next r .mto her.

inq' l  rn^- ;+ for  i t  is  that  quickening water,  which ordinary mine- rv lu 
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do not }:row of, is larown only to Philosophers. It works mi-nerals

and metals in several  ways, in form of taps which did skept l  purel
whi te,  compact,  sor:nd l ike pur i f ied sugar,  in a blue slate-work.

An extraordinary pleasant mi.neral for all colours, Salt ores are

at a further d,istance, which by my attractive changing, are f ound

in f loats,  b locks and passages, which in many places, br i .ng the

water unto the day-Iight, so that it often is found a pure and

dry sal.t above ground, of glassie l ight f lamesr or in a great

frost  l ike rmto f locks of  snow, there shoots a br i t t l -e,  g lassie

l ight  stone, wrought in great pieces; i .n the sarne order are al l

other Jewe1s according to mj.ne inlightened heavenly stone, dis-

tributed among their operati.ons, worths , and virtues , and clarif-

argued'  that  a l l  these together wi th good spir i ts serve for mans
good, both for  h is body and spir i t ;  for  nothing is hid f rom my
trartsparent power,  f ,v splendour and lustre over-shadows al l  these,

ground. for to generate thereby. For earth is always ready and
covetous to at t ract  and to retain that  spir i t ,  whi-ch proceeded
from Heavens powers, which it presents in process of t i-me in a
for:nality and perfection. The manner of it has been spoken of
sufficiently in ny former writ ings, which is the reason why r
give only hints of  them in th is place.

Note,  that  a l l  th ings proceed from a heavenly inf luence, el-e-
mental operation, earthly substance, from this mixture ari.se the
four Elements,  Water,  Air ,  Earth,  which engender by the help of
f i re hid therein,  in a warm digest ion,  producing a sour,  spir i t ,
and Body These are the three prime princi.ples, whrch in a coag-
ulat ion come to a Mercury,  sulphur,  and sal- t ,  these three being
in conjr .mct ion,  according to the nature of  the seed prod.uce a
perfect  bodyr be i t  in the Kingdom, ei ther of  Minerals,  Animals,
or vegetables.

be purery separated, and brought to their f irst principles.

Thj-s separation is done in, and by a Mercuri.al spirit, sulphur-
eous soul and white salt. These three in a due ord.ering of a
true manual must be joined again, that they may be brougirt to
the highest and most .perfect purity.
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In which conjr.nctj-on must exactly be observed the quantity;

af ter  th is conjrrnct ion the whole substance is meerly a l iquid

substance and phi losophie water,  in which al . l  the Elements,

first the heavenly, then the elemental, and lastly the earthly

qualit ies are shut up and Iie hid therein.

For the Mercr.r ia l  Spir i t  is  cold and moist ,  the Sulphureous

SouI j.s warm and fuy, and this l iquor is the true PRIMA MATERIA,

and fi.rst seed of Metals and Minerals, which by Vulcans Art is

brought to a PI,USQUAM PERFECTION, into a transcendent fixed med-

ic i -ne r  out  of  which is generated the true Phi losophic Stone, and

must be produced in that way.

which I shall treat in particular of Antimony. Although Antimony
has promised r"mto SATURN a sociabl-e brotherhood, because fu: t imony
qualif ication does rest i.n some sort on the quality of SATURN in

The answer hereunto I delay so long tiIL the

Queri-st learras better to understand the disti.:ection in this book,

and I will perform ny promi.se, and set his anxious and intarr.gled

mind at l iberty, which is so much troubled about this doubt, and

wiJ.J- deal- with him as a good. father may deal with his soni in and
with th is SCOPE, wherein our Mastery lyesrhave been fooled most

of the wits, leading them captive in their erroneous ways, being
Ied about in a desert  of  rn i -sIed waysr 'because in those supposed
deep witsr  they had not conceived so much of  the manner,  how al l
things of the world are generated, and that every Spirit must
have a Soul and every Sou]- a fit Spirit, and that both Spirit and
soul are spirits and spiritual, which must have a body, in which
they may have a dwelli-ng.

GoId. and Si]-verr' but chiefly Gold i.s brought to the hi.ghest
f5.xedrress, by such degrees as nature d.id afford, j.nsomuch its
nature is found very hot and fieryr' freed from all phlegmatj-ck
hurnidity, of which LUNA is not so wholly freed.,though she has
obtained a sulphur-fj.xed d.egree, and. stays for the King, to warm
her cold,  body with his hot seed, which concerns the part iculars,
artd beLongs r-mto them, whi-ch in that place shaII be plainly
demonstrated,

rn Gold there is no waterish humid.ity at all, unless it were
reduced again into Vitriol, which would be but an useless ald
unprofitable work, and would require huge expenses, in case the
Phi losophers Stone should be of  Vi t r io l  of  GoId,  of  which there
must be had great store; indeed in that vitriol there would. be
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found a convenient spir i t ;  which nature would desire,  of  a whi te

qual i ty,  4s also a Soul  and SaJ-t  of  a glor ious essence.

But what Countr ies,  Goods, Lands, have been di lapidated this

wdy, I wave to discourse of on1y, this warning I gi-ve to my Dis-

ciples,  nature having lef t  a nearer way to keep and to imitate

that,  that  they also might take heed to fa l l  into such extream

and inextr icable povert ies.

The Solar Mercury SOI,, being never brought so far unto des-

truct ion,  nei- ther did the ancient Phi losophers ever make use of

that w&X, as being a thing clean contrary unto nature, containing

indeed an hr.rmidity, but it is a meer Elemental waterish humidity

af ter  i ts dissolut ion,  and good for nothirg,  water and other

pr inciples do not stand in the Elements,  but  the Elements rest

in the pr inciples and seeds of  Metals,  of  the which f  have spoker

formerly.  Therefore let  none be so over wi t tyr  4S to make our

stone only of  dry and ful ly digested GoId;  because i ts phleg-

mat ick humidi ty is entered into a dry f ixedness and f ixed coag-

ulat ion,  which is not found so in other Metals,  though they also

are subject  to a hard coagulat ion and passed through the f i re,
yet  are not whol ly digested, nor brought to a fu l l  matur i ty f rom

the natural  or ig inal  root ;  which ought to be taken not ice of ;
and be not of fended at  my forrner wr i t ings,  i f  they seem to run

contrary against  th is.

Though I  have showed, that  the Spir i t ,  Soul ,  and Body come al l
from one Metall-ine essence, a.nd must be prepared thus , among
which I  hold the Gold to be the best,  however I  deal- t  herein as

i t  seemed f i t  for  a Phi losopher,  the l ike the ancient Phi losopher
have done before me, but I  hope you took not ice of  my protest-
rat ion,  that  I  gave speci .a l  cause thereby to your speculatron,
to take the better not ice of  Nature and her pr inciple,  dr .d to
consider the or ig inal ;  because i t  was not meet for  me to inform
al l  men, how the doors are bol ted wi th in,  and espeeialry at  that
t ime, when I  never intended to wr i te thus plainly of  these things
which are hid even from the best of men, but when my heavenl_y
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Prince commanded at the changing of my mind, not to bury the im-
parted talent,  but  to do the l ike to those, whom God think worthy,

to leave i t  to them. One r t r le more must I  put  to thy remembrance,

of  such points,  which formerly I  have set down, of  which I  spoke

now, that  you may the less blame me, as i f  I  d id refuse these

things now, which I  formerly wrote of .

Peruse all such which since the beginning of the world have

wri t ten of  Metals ,  you wi l l  f ind,  that  they were al l  of  one mi-nd,

and that I  make use of  their  sayings; that  the f i rst  and the last
Metal  is  a Metal ,  because the f i rst  Metal-  has already obtained,

and gotten the forth-going seed of  Metals in a Metal l ine qual i ty,

which does nothi-ng else,  but that  i t  goes on ancessant ly in ihe

Metal l - ine generat ions,  as I  spoke of  in the f i rst  and second part

of  Minerals and Metal-s,  and in th is part  a lso I  have snnkcn nf  i  r

in several  p laces.

Many have cal led Gol-d Lead, and Lead they cal l -ed Gold,  because

i t  was found not only of  the same ponderousness, but because ihree
deep gl i t ter ing stones have solely gotten f rom this Planet.  Thei-r
t rar tscendent perfect ion,  and many other causes besides, which to
relate here ,  would fa l l -  to long and needless.  And this is i t
which asks wisdom to dist inguish in th is and other th ings, and
exact ly to search into Gods myster ies,  and natures la id before
us. But man through ADAIVIS fa11 bei.ng brought to a deep blindness,
therefore mens understanding are so ecl ipsed, that  they can hardly
conceive of  th is,  and of  other myst ical  matters in nature.

The obd.uration being so great among the covetous, that for the
most part  they search and dive into such myster ies out of  meer
coverousness, pr ide,  and ambit ion,  made the ancient Phi losophers
upon command and inspiration of the highest aim at that r a.s to
put a certain stay to their  hands, and to wr i te such myster i -es
in such a manner, that unworthy men should not r-md.erstand it, and
but worthy men onJ-y in their i l lumination mi-ght pereeive it; and
wri t ing of ten one thing, have mingled other arnong, understanding
Sti l l  the one and the Same. In -Several  n- l  aee.q therr  shnwed -  thr t
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the Phi losophers Stone i -s,  and comes from an animal,  others f rom

a vegetable seed, and a th i rd sort  says,  i t  comes from a mineral

seed; others wr i te that  stone is made of  an animal,  vegetable,

and mineral  seed together.  Al l  th is is only wrderstood of  the

Mineral  and Metal l ine seed.,  and consi .sts not in any plural i ty of

seeds. Thence this Art  grew ecl ipsed, insomuch that scarce one

among many thousands hardly attai-ned unto the lcrowledge thereof ;
and for that  reason is i t  held for  an Art ,  because not every D-rnc

should br ing i t  into hi-s Beet le-head, ar: .d why should i t? For i f

this Art were as common as brewing beer, and baking bread, then

ar ly one may judge what good could be looked for;  would not al l

manner of vices be practised publicly without any control-l- ing?

Therefore such men, which in their  lof ty mi-nd are meerly f  or
pomp and pr ide,  must be cl ipped in their  wings, and these things

ought not to be put in their  mouths,  th ings are c lear enough for"

thoser ot l  whom God intends the bestowing of  them.

I  return now to the th ing I  intended, which i -s to teach a des-

i rous Schol lar ,  how to proceed further wi th the unr ipened Soul

of  Gold:  I  ru l -e i t  is  much to discover such myster ies,  I  warn

everyone to make good use of  thern;  and note,  that  i f  you have the

Metals '  which are comprehended anong the red, and have a fe l low
dominion with other Minerals,  by reason of  the f iery t inging
Spir i ts,  but  the Magnet ic power and i ts qual i ty rests in i ts whi te
Mercur ia l  Spir i t ,  which binds the Soul ,  and dissolves t l :e body,

But hoping that those, who are fu11y and real ly,  resolved to

incl ine their  hearts unto wisdom, wi l l  g ive more at tent ion there-

unto,  than the other mad. wor ld l ings,  for  whom these my wri t ings

were not intended; for  I  spoke as plainly as ever possibly I  cour C

and thi .s k indled l ight  sha1l  fur ther be pur i f ied,  so that t rue
artd sincere novicies may have a fuI1 l ight without an ecli.pse from
their  beginning to their  ending. To which end I  took these pains

to disclose that,  which aI l  the wor ld was si lent  in,  and concealed
i t  to their  last  end, and bur ied i t  in s i lence to their  very grave

The scope I  a imed at ,  in so doing, was not to hunt af ter  ar ly
vain glory,  but  rather,  that  Gods gracious provident goodness

might be held forth rxrto posterity, that the future ages mighrt
become seeing, and some of the poster i t i -es eyes might be kept
open, and be helpful  rmto their  needy fel low Art ists,  and make
them partakers of Gods graces and gifts, though my rni-nd be might-

there comes in the forrn of a white Spirit of Vitriol in the manrre

of ahorr id fumer or wind, and eomes into the Receiver as long as
it has any such material in it. And now, that in thi-s wind are
invisibly hid all the THREE PRINCIPLES, and come together out of
that  dwel l ing,  therefore i t  is  not  necessary,  to seek and search
always in precious things, b€cause by th is mearrs there is a neare
way open wrto natures myster ies,  and is held for th to al l  such;

th ing of  i t .  Therefore i t  is  just  that  you should be preferred

before them, and 1et them si t  below thee in shame and di-sgrace'

and in their  dar lceess of  misunderstandi .g,  so long t i l l  nature

does enl ighten them also.

That you may bring and lead that new Philosophical Creature

by the means nature af forded, unto the highest perfect ion,  af ter

which your heart with all her endeavours does stri-ve, then remem-

ber that neither man nor beast without a l iving Soul- can neither

st i r  nor move! And as man here in th is l i fe,  through temporal

death loses his SouL, of fer ing the same again to the Almighty

God, f rom whom he had i t  f i rst ,  into his mercy and meri ts of  JESU;

CIIRIST, where after the departure of the Soul the dwelIing, as th'

body of  i t ,  is  lef t  qui te dead, which is bur ied in the ground,

where it rots, and must return unto dust and ashes, being a due

reward' which the fall of our first parents in Paradise have des-
erved, and from themr a 's by an inher i tents is fa lLen upon us:

This sal.t eontains a combustible SUI,PHUR, which is not in other
sa1ts. Therefore in Metall ine affairs touching their transmutat-
ion,  i t  perfor:ns more than others,  because i t  helps not only to
open some, but helps the generat ion of  others,  by neason of  i ts
i rTnate heat.  when vrrRrOr,  is  separated by means of  f i re,  then
its spirit at f irst comes in a white form, after that there comes
from i . ts earth a spir i t  of  a red condi t ion,  staying in the earth,
the sal-t being r,rnited with its expelled Mercury and Sulphur, can
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sharpen them; the remainder that stays behind, is a dead earth,

of  no ef f icacy.  Let th is suf f ice for  your learning and consi .der
well what the Creator holds forth r,mto thee, in nature by this nou

Whosoever thou art that presumes to dive into the fountain of
our work,  and hopes to obtain,  by thy ambit ious enterpr ise,  the
reward of Art, I tell thee by the eterreal creator, for a truth
of all trrrths, that i.f there be a Metall ic Soul, a Metall ic Spirir,
and a Metall ic form of body, that there must al-so be a MetaLlic
Mercury, a Metall- ic Sulphur, and a Metal-l ic Salt, whi.eh of necess-
i ty can produce no other than a perfect  Metal l ic  Body.

If you do not r,mderstartd this that you ought to understand you
are not adepted for Phi l -osophy, or God conceals i t  f rom thee.

Therefore in br ief  thus,  i t  wi lJ-  not  be possible for  t r ree ta
attain this end with profit in a Metall ic way, unless you can
conjoin the said three pr inci-ples into one, wi thout error.  Under-
stand. further, that Ani-mals are composed of f lesh and blood , even

$Ihen the stm sends forth his beams, irradiating them through
the Clouds'  i t  is  commonly said,  that  the Sr-m at t racts water,  a ld
that i t  wi l l  ra in;  and that i f  i t  of ten hennen- the year proves
fruitful.

For the bui ld ing of  a Pr incely Palace, var ious and divers work-
men and Mechanics must be set on work,  before i t  be cal led a
beaut i fu l  and perfect  Palace. Where stones are required, wood
nust not be used.

Through the daily ebbing and flowing of the raging Sea, which
are caused by a eertain syrnpathy from the Ce1estial- influences,
Cor.mtries are enrj.ched with many great riches, for at every returrr
i t  br ings wi th i t  some good to the inhabi tants.
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A Virgin ' that  is  to be marr ied,  is  f i rst  r ighly adorned with

var iety of  precious gar:nents,  that  she may please her Br idegroom,
artd beget him by looki-ng on her a more vehement affection, but
when the Spouse is to take a carnal  cognizance of  her Husbarrd,
al l  these Gar:nents are la id aside, nei ther does she keep anything
on her, but what the Creator granted her at the beginning.

Even so our Bridegroom APOM, with hi-s Bride DIA}{A, is to be
marr ied,  but f i - rst  d iverse Garrnents are to be made for them,
their  heads and bodies must be wel l  washed with water;  which waters
you must learn by the divers ways of  d ist i l l ing,  for  they are
much unl iker some are strong, some are weak, according as their
use for themr &s I  said of  the several  sorts of  dr ink;  and ]mow
that when the humidi ty of  the Earth ascends, and is c lar i f ied
in the c louds, i t  is  there coagulated, and by reason of  i ts  pon-
derosi ty fa11s again,  whereby the abstracted humidi ty is again
restored unto the Ea1' f ,h,  which refreshes, feeds, ar id nour ishes
the Earth '  that  leaves and grass do thence spr ing forth,  therefore
some preparat ions of  your waters ought to be of ten dist i l led;
That that which is drawn from the Earth, may be often returned
unto i t ,  and of ten abstracted; as the SEA EURIPUS does of ten leave
the Earth,  and cover i t  again,  a lways keeping i ts bounds or per iod.

COLD DRAG0N, wh5-ch by its great heat burns the EAGLES f eathers,
and makes a sweating Bath, that the snow on the highest mor.mtains
meIt, and turns i.nto water. whereby the Minerar Bath is werl
prepared, which brings riches and health to the King.

By water f i re may be whol ly ext inguished, i f  much water is cast

i .nto l i t t le f i re,  then the f i re g. ives way to the water,  ar td y ie lds

up the victory r.mto it: So must our fiery Sulphur be conquered,

and overcome by water prepared according to Art .  f f  af ter  the

separat ion of  the water,  the f iery l i fe of  our Sulphureous Vapour

can but agai-n triumph and obtaj-n the victory; but no conquest

cart  be herein obtained, unless the King add force and power to

For the weaker cannot overcome, but the stronger may obtain the

vietory over the weaker,  and the weak must y ie ld to the strong.

Therefore observe for th is diseourse the fol lowing conclusion.

That which is weak cannot succour the weak, nor administer any

help in the operation, and one combustable thing canrtot defend

another combustable thing, lest it also be burned.; that must assist

the eombustable and defend it: Then that defender must have a

greater power then he that needs his defence protection, and.

pri-ncipa1Iy in its substance ought to be incombustible.

So he that would prepare our ineombustible Sulphur of the Philo-

sophers,  let  h im f i rst  consider wi th himsel f '  that  he seek our

Sulphtr in that, . wherei.n it is incombustible, which cannot b€, .
rrnless the SaIt Sea have swallowed up the body, and cast it up

again: Then exalt it in its degree, that it far exceed in bright-

ness a]-]- the other stars in the Heaven.

And in i ts own Essence is so fu l I  of  b loodr 4s is the Pel ] - ican,

when she wounded her own breast, and wi-thout prejudice to her

body; nourished and feeds many young ones with her own blood.

Worlsnen prepare lime of stones by burni-ng them, that it may be

f i t  for  their  use; for  before i ts preparat ion in the f i re,  i t
is  a stone, and cannot be used in work as l ime: The Stone is

maturated in the fire, and receives from the fire a very high
degree of  heat,  and is made so strong, that  there is scarce any-

thing comparable to the fiery Spirit of CAIX VIVE, if i t be brought

to i ts perfect ion.

Everlrthing being burnt to Ashes by Art wilJ- yield a Salt, if
in the anatomi.zing thereof you are able to keep apart its Sul--
phur artd Mercury, and again restore them to their Salt, accord-
ing to the pure method of Art; then may you again by means of
fire r make thereof ag.ai-:n, what it was before its destruction or
artatomy; which the wise men of the World call foo].istueess, arrd
esteem those things t r i f les,  and say, th is is a new creat ion,
which God grants not to sinful men, but they do not understand
that th is was created before,  and that the Art ist  does only show
its increase and Magi.stery by the seed. of Nature.

If the Artist want Ashes, he cannot make Salt for our Art, for
without SaIt our work cannot be made into a bod.y, for Salt only
coagulates al.l things.

For as Salt does sustain all things, and preserves them from
putr i fact ions;  ev€o so the SaIt  of  our Masters preserves Metals,
least  they be reduced to nothing, and be coirupted, which can in
no wise happen, unLess their  Balsom per ish,  and the i rcorporated.
Sal i .ne Spir i t  cease to be; then wouLd their  body be al together
dead, and nothing could be thereof made to any advantage, because
the spir i ts of  the Metals are decayed, and at  their  departure
left a naked and void. habitation, into which no l ife can be asain
restored.
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You that are stud.ents in this Art, laeow further, that Salt out

of Ashes is of very great use, much virtue is contained in them'

yet is that Salt unprofitable, unless its inside be turreed out-

ward.s; and j-ts outsid.e inwards, for it is the Spirit onJ.y that

gives power and li-fe, (for the naked body avoids nothing). If

you hrow how to obtain that, then have you the SaJ.t of the Philo-

sophers, and the t:rre incombustible oil, whereof they have written

many things before me:

The viv i fy ing power of  the Earth,  produces a]1 th ings that pro-
ceed therefrom: And he that says that the Earth is wi thout Li fe,
is in an error.

For that which is dead cannot add to that which has l ife, and
the of f -spr ing of  the dead cease, because the spir i t  of  L i fe i .s
wanting; therefore the Spirit is the Life and Soul of the Earth,
that dwells in it, and operates on Earthly things, from the Coe-
lest ia l  and sideral .  For alr  Herbs,  Trees, and Roots,  and al l
Metals and Mi.nerals,  recei .ve their  powers,  increase, and nour ish-
ment f rom the spir i t  of  the Earth:  For the spir i t  is  the Li fe,
which is nourished by the Stars, and admini-sters of its nourish-
ment to al l  vegetables.  \nd as the Mother preserves the FETUS
in the womb, and feeds i t  there;  so also does the Earth nour ish
in i - ts bosom the Mi-nera1s, by i ts spir i t  recei-ved. f rom above.

wherefore the Earth af fords not those vir tues of  i tsel f ,  but

a Coelest ia l  substance, and are procreated from a Coelest ia l ,

Elementaty, artd Terrestri-al substance which is called the MATERIA
INFORMIS.

And as iron has its magnet, which by its wonderful and invis-

ib le love at t racts i t ;  so also has our Gold a Magnet,  which Magnet

is the PRIMA MATIRIA of the GREAT STONE.

is a most f ixed rnedj.cine for humane and Metall ine bodi-es, which to
larow is rather granted to Angels than men, although some men are

adopted to the same larowledge, who by their earnest prayers ob-

tained the same of God, and are thankful to him therefore, and'

helpful  to the needy.

For God has placed more
efficacy artd wonderfulness in Nature, than many thousands of men
can beli.eve; but I arl sealed upon also that others after me may
write of those wonderful natural things which are granted. by the
Creator, but by fools are cor.mted for Supernatural; for that which
is natural has its f irst original from that which is Supernatural,
and yet are they found together to be only natural.

I t  is  not  of  necessi ty that  the
Srrn d.o corporally touch the Earth, it is sufficient that the Sr.m

does manifest  i ts  power at  a distance by i ts Rays, which by re-
flection against the Earth, are much strengthenedrfor by that

means it has power enough to perform its office, and to maturate
al l  th ings by concoct ion;  for  by the distance of  the AIR the Sun-

bea.ms are temperated, so that by means of the AIR the FIRE oper-
atesr 4s by means of  the FIRE the AIR operates.

The Earth without the Water carr produce nothing, and aga5.n,
the Water without the Earth excites nothing; as the Earth and the
Water need each others assistance in the producti.on of fruits r so
in no wise can the Fire wi thout the Air ,  nor the Air  wi thout the
Fi.re, for the Fire without the Air has no l ife, and the Air with-
out the Fire cannot manifest  i ts  heat a:nd drrrness-

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The vine has more need of the heat and beams of the Sun at the

latter t ime of its maturation, than it had in the beginning of
the spring: And if the Sr.m does strongly operate in the autumn,

the vine does yield a better and stronger JUICE, than if the heat

of the Sun-beams be weak or deficient.

In the winter the common people cor-mt all things dead, because

the cold binds the Earth that nothing can grow; but as soon as

the spr ing appears,  that  the eold lessens by the ascent of  the

Sunr al-l things revive, Trees and Herbs grow, and i.nsects which

hid themselves from the cold winter creep forth out of  their  holes

and caves in the Earth; all vegetables yield a new savour, and

their Excellency i.s discovered by their fair, ami.abIe, and var-

ious colours of  their  b lossoms; and then the surnmer cont i -nues the

operation, and brings forth fruits from these several kinds of

flowers: For which tharr.ks be given to the Creator , who by his

ordinance has set borrnds r,rnto these things by Nature.

So year follows after year, r.rnti l the world be again destroyed

by its Maker, and they that inhabit therein be exalted by the
glory of  God, then shaLl-  a l l  Earthly Nature cease to work,  and

the Eternal-  Coelest ia l  one shal l  be in i ts stead.
When the Sr.m decl ines f rom us in the Winter,  i t  cannot dissolve

the snowy mountains, but when it approaches nearer in the Summer,

the Air  is  hotter,  and more powerful  to dissolve the snow, that
i t  turns i t  into water,  and destroys i t :  For the weak must y ie ld
to the stronger,  and the stronger overrules the weak.

Thus al-so in our Magistery the government of the fire must be
observed, that  the moi-st  l iquor be not too suddenly dr ied up,
and the Phi losophic Earth too suddenly melted and dissolved; else

out of  wholesome f ishes in your water you wi l l  generate scorpions.
But i f  you desire to be a t rue Master of  your work:  Then take

that have not an Earthly, but an Angelj.cal body, and are not ob-

noxious to the pol lut ions of  s i .nful  f Iesh, as man is,  they are

placed in a higher degree, that theV can bear without any pre-
judiee both heat and cold, both in the higher and lower Regi.on:

And when man sha1J. be purif ied, he shal1 be l ike those CoeLestial

But this cannot be done unless the Waters be dried up, and Heaven
and Earth with all Men be judged by Fi.re.

Many insects and worms receive l i - fe,  so that  by meer putr i fact ion
they attain a vivifying power and motion; which ought to be de-
servedly esteemedr 4s a wonder above al l  wonders:  This Nature
has gfanted, for the sarne vivifying increase and inspiratj-on of
l i fo i< rraF! '  much for:nd in the Earth,  and. not by ihe same reasonverJ

is  exci ted in i ts Spir i tual  seed by the other Elements.
This is demonstrable by examples;  the country-wi fe lcnows i t

( rAFlt  r r ra l ' l  f ,vsrJ wsrJ-,  rof  they cannot produce a hen for their  use, but by
the putr i fact ion of  the egg, out of  which the chicken is generated..

r f  bread fal l  into honey, ants are bred there,  which is a s in-
gular mystery i -n Nature above others:  The country-men also r .mder-

-stands, that  worms proceed out of  putr id f lesh of  Men, Horses, and
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other beasts,  ar td also Spidersr worms, etc.  In Nuts,  Applest

Pears, etc. None are able to enumerate the vari.ous ki-nds and

species of  worrns,  which proceed from putr i faet ion.

The same is also observed in vegetables,  that  d. ivers k inds of

Herbsr a 's Nett les and many others grow in those places where such

never grewr oow their  seed fel l ,  only came by putr i fact i .on,  the

cause is,  that  the earth in those places is disposed'  and as i t

were irupregnated for these productions, which has been infused

from above by the Sideral property, then the seed has Spiritually

been formed into them; which seed putr i f ies i tsel f  in the Earthr

and by the operation and co-assistance of the Elements does gen-

erate a corporeal-  matter,  according to i  ts natural  speci-es;  so

this l iving power of resuscj.tation and generation should proceed,

not esteeming it as customary, but of a dil igent searcher i.nto
Natures Mysteries, because in tnrth all l i fe proceeds from and is
caused by putrifaction.

Every Element has in i-tself its corruption and its vicissitude

of generat ion:  Let the desires of  Art  be sure of  th is,  and lcrow
it from a right formdati-on, that in every Element the other three
are hid: For the Ai-r contains the Fire, Water, and Earth i-n itself,
which seems to be incredable,  yet  i t  is  tnre;  so also the Fire

contains the Air, Water, and Eartht and Earth contai.:rs Water,
Air ,  and .Fire,  e lse they couLd not generate,
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And the Water has part  of  the Earth,  Air ,  and Fire,  otherwise no
generat ion could fo l low, Vet notwithstanding every Element is
dist inct ,  a l though they are al l  mixed, which is evident ly found

by dist i l lat ion in the separat ion of  the Elements.

But I  wi l l  more c lear ly demonstrate th is to Vou, lest  you being
ignorart t ,  judge that what I  have said are meer words and not t ruths,
I  te l l  your who earnest ly intend the separat ion of  Nature,  arrd to
understartd the div is ion of  the Elements,  that  in the dist i l l ing

of the Earth,  f i - rst  the Air  comes very easi ly,  then af ter  some
certaj-n t ime the Element of  Water,  the Fire was included in the
Air ,  because both are a Spir i tual  Essence, and do both wonder-
fu11y love each other.  The Earth remains in the bottom, wherein

is the most precious Sal t .
In the Oist : - f fat ions of  the Water,  the Air  and Fire f i rst  come

^rraF *hon +he Water and the body of  the Earth remains 1n thet  v l tvt t  v l ,

bottom.

The Element of  Fire,  i f  i t  be extracted by f i re into a v is ib le
substance, the water and the Earth may be taken apart ,  so then
the Air  remains in the other three Elements,  for  none of  them can
want Aj-r :  The Earth is nothing, nei ther can i t  produce anything
without Air ;  the Fire burns not,  nor has any r i fe wi thout Air ;
the Water cannot bring forth any fruit without Air, neither carl
the Air consume anybhing, nor dry up any moisture, but by natural
heat, be-eause fervour and heat is for.rrd in the Air, therefore the
Element of  Fire must needs be in the Air ;  for  whatsoever is hot
and dry is of  the substance of  Fire;  whereof any Elernent cannot
want the other,  but  the commi-xi t ion of  the four Elements always
fruct i f ie generat ion of  a l l  th ings:  And he that d.enies th is does
not understand the Myster ies of  Nature,  nei ther has he searched
into their  propert ies.

For you ought to Imow, i f  anythi-ng proceed by putr i fact i -on i t
must of  necessi ty be af ter  th is maru:Ier:  The Earth by i ts secret
and hidden moisture is redueed into corrupt ion,  or  a certain des-
truct ion,  which is the beginning of  putr i fact ion;  for  wi thout



moisture,  as the Element of  Water,  there can be no true putr i fact-

ion:  For i f  any generat ion do proceed from putr i fact ion,  i t  must

needs be kindl-ed and produced by the property of  heat or Element
af  El ino'  r^-  wi thout natural  heat no product ion can be made, andv- 55!vt  rv!

i f  that  product ion do assume a l iv ing breath and mot ion,  that

cannot be without Air ;  for  i f  the Air  d id not co-operate therewith,

and lend i ts aid,  then the f i rst  composure and substance from

whence the generat ing proceeded, woul-d of  i tsel f  be suf focated

and die for  want of  Air ;  wherefore i t  is  c lear ly seen, and fun-

damental ly demonstrated, that  no perfect  creature can be generat-

ed without the ministrat ion of  the four Elements,  and that always

one Element shows i ts operat ion and l i fe in another,  which is

manifested by putr i fact ion.

For wi thout that  ( i .  €. ,  Air)  nothing could be brought to l ight ,
f rom this t ime and forever,  and that al1 four Elements are nec-
essary for  a perfect  generat ion,  and resusci tat i -on.

Know that when ADAM the FIRST man was forrned by the great Creator
out of  a lurnp of  Earth,  there did not as yet  appear any percept-
ib le mot ion of  l i fe,  unt i r  God breathed a spir i t  into hi-n,  then
was this lurnp of  Earth endowed with power.  In the Earth was the
q^1+ i  ^  +DarL; a.e 1,  'uhe body, the inspired Air ;  wi th the NlercurV, the
spir i t .  The Air  by th is inspirat ion did give a genuine and tem-
perate heat;  which was sulphur,  i .e. ,  Fire,  then i t  moved i tserf ,
and ADAIVI manif ested by this motion, that a l iving Soul- was inspired
into him, for  Fire cannot be without Air ,  and so no Air  wi thout
Fire:  The Water was incorporated with.  the Earth,  for  of  necessi ty
they must be together in arr  equal  commixture i f  you expect l i fe
to fo l low.

So ADAIVI was first brought forth, generated arrd compounded of
Earth,  Water,  Air ,  and Fire;  of  Soul ,  Spir i t ,  and Body; and of
Mercury,  Sulphur,  arrd Sal t .

Af ter  the same manner E\rE the f i rst  woman and Mother of  us al l ,
partook of  the sarne composi t ion,  being taken from ADAM; so EVE
was produced and bui lded from ADAM; which note wel l .



And that I  may again return to putrefact ion,  let  the seeker

of  our Magistery,  ar :d inquiror into Phi losophy lcrow that for  the

same reason no Metal l ine seed can operate,  or  augment i tsel f ,

unless th is Metal l ic  seed, bV i tsel f  on1y, wi thout arry strange

add. i t ion or mixture,  be brought to a perfeet putr i fact ion:  As no

seed.s of  vegetables or animals can produce any increase without

putrefact ionr 4s is already declared; so also understand of  Metals,

which putrefact ion must at ta in i ts perfect  ooerat ion by the bene-
f i t  of  the Elements;  not  that  the El-ements are the seed, &S be-
fore is suf f ic ient ly manifested, but that  Metal l ic  seed, which

is begotten by a Coelest ia l ,  Sideral ,  and Elernentary Essence,

and is brought into a Corpor iety,  must be further reduced, bV
the Elements into such a putrefact ion and corrupt i -on.

Note th is also,  that  wine contains a volat i le Spir i t , for  in i ts
dlst i l lat ion the Spir i t  f i rst  comes over,  and then the phlegm:

But i f  i t  be f i rst  by cont inual  heat turreed into Vinegar,  i ts
Spir i t  is  not  so volat i le as before;  for  in the dist i l lat ion of
the v inegar,  i - ts water or phlegm comes f i rst  ,  and the Spir i t  last  ;
and al though i t  be the same matter that  was beiore in the vessel ,
yet  has i t  by far  another property,  being no more wine, but by
the putrefact ion of  cont inual  heat is t ransmuted and maie Vinegar:
And everything that is extracted and circulated with winer or i ts
Spir i t ,  has a far  d i f ferent property and operat ion,  then that
which is extracted with Vinegar.

For i f  the Vi t r iurn of  Ant imony be extracted with winer or Spir i t
of  wj-ne, i t  provokes many stools and vomits;  because i ts poison
and venom is not yet  destroyed or ext inct :  But i f  the Vi t r ium of
Ant imony be extracted with good dist i l led Vinegar,  i t  g ives a fa i r
extract j -on of  a high colour:  Then extract  the Vinegar per M.8. ,
and the yel luw remai-nj-ng powder being wel l  edulcorated by'of ten
washi-ng with common water;  that  a l - l  acetosi ty be done away, then is
i t  a sweet powder which does not exci te any more stools,  but  is
very excel lent  medicine for use, which exceeds even to admirat ion,
and may be deservedly cal led the wonder of  medi_cine.
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This wonderful  powder in a moist  p lace resolves into a l iquor,
which is of excellent use in Chi.rurgery, curing without any pain.
Whereof enough.

And this is principally to be noted for a conclusion of this

discourse, that  there is a Coelest ia l  creature generated, whose

l i fe is preserved by the Stars,  and fed by the four Elements,

which ought to be ki l Ied,  and then putr i f ied,  which done, the

Stars by neans of  the Elements wi l l  again infuse l i fe into those
putr id.  bodies,  that  i t  may again be made that heavenly substance,

which had its habitation in the highest region of the firmament,

if that be done r Vou shall perceive that the Terrestri.al body is

reduced into a Coelest ia l  substance.
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THE NINTH KEY.

Saturn the highest of  the Coelest ia l  Planets has the meanest
author i ty in our Magistery,  Vet is he the chiefest  key in the
whole Art ;  but  p laced in the lowest degreer 'and is of  very l i t t le
estirnation in our Art, although by his swift f l ight he has e1e-
vated himsel f  into the highest pi tch above al l  the luminar ies,
yet  at  the c l ipping of  h is wings, h€ must be reduced to the low-
est l ight  of  a l l ,  and by corrupt ion must be brought to a mel ior-
at ion,  whereby the bl-ack must be changed into whi te,  and the
white into red; and the other Planets must pass through al l  the
colours in the wor ld,  unt i l  they come to the proper superabounding
tincture of the triumpant King.

And so I tell Vou, that although SAIURN be esteemed the mean-
est in the whole wor ld,  yet  has he in him that power and ef f ic-
?.a!  t  that  i f  h is pure Essence, which is beyond measure insensibly
cold,  be added to a eurrant f iery Metal l ic  body, i - ts running qual-
ity may be taken away, and may be made a marleable body, &s SATURN



i tself is, but of far greater f ixity, which transmutation has its

origi-nal beginning and end from Mereury, Sulphur and Salt. This

seems di f f icul t  to be r .mderstood by manyr 3s indeed i t  is ;  but

because the matter is v i le,  therefore must the inteJ. leet  be acute

and high, for there must be r-rnequal states in this world to dis-

cern Masters from Servents.

VA],ENTINUS.

The Monk of  the Order of  St ,  Berrnet,  to his book of  the Great

Stone of  the Ancients,

I Basil ius Valentinus, Monk of the 0rder of Saint Bennet, have
written a sma1l Treatise, and. as the Arrcients, have revealed in
a PhilosophS-c manner, how that most exceJ.J.ent treasure may be
attained., bV which the tnre Philosophers did exceedingly prolong

their  I i .ves.

And althoughr ?s my consci.ence bears me witness before the High-
est in the Heavens, to whom all secrets are manifest, r have
wri.tten no r.mtruths r but have made the tnrth itself so plain that
understandlng men need no more l ight. (For my Theory written for
them, whi.ch was confirmed and made plain by the practice of the
twelve keysr.  is  suf f ic ient . )  Nevertheless the r .mquietness of  my
mind so wrought with me, through my various cogitations, that r
undertook to add this smal-l Tract, to demonstrate by a shorter
wavr and as it were by this means to purifie that burning light,
whereby every lover of tnre wisdom t frly- have his desire the more
fulfilled by that splendor and elearrress. And arthough many
esteem it clear enough al.readyr' and so heap upon me the burd.en of
many evils, Iet every one Inow, that to these that are d.u1l of
understanding, they wiJ.I. find that whi.ch they seek to be diffic-
ult enough, but to the adepted plain and, easy; therefore my search-
ers of truth attend to my instnrctions, and you sha1l find. the
true way to Art. For I have written nothing but what I shalL
bear witness unto after my deathr'and at the Resurrection of my
body.

You shaLl faithfully and truly find the shorter w&v, in the
fol lowing diseor. l rse,  for  my sayings are forrnd.ed in s jmnl in i t r r ,
and not in sophist ica1. erpressions.
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I have mentioned and d.emonstrated, that all things are mad.e and
compottnded of  three Essences, v iz. ,  of  Mercury,  Sulphur,  and Sa]- t ;
and it is tnre what f have sai.d.

But ]ceow thi.s , that the Stone is made of one, two, three, four,
and, f ive:  Of f i .ve,  that  is i ' the quintessence of  i ts  matter,  of  four,
are und.erstood the four elements r of three, they are the three prin-
cipals of all thingst of twor for that is the danble mercurial sub-
stance r of one r that is the ENS PRIMIIM of al-l things , which flowed
from the FIAT of the first Creation.

Many well rnind.ed Artists may be doubtful by al-l these sayings, to
attain the for.mdation and r.mderstanding of the following discover-
ies,  therefore I  shaI1 f i rst  very br ief ly speak, of  Mercuryi  sec-
ondly, of Su].phtr; thirdly, of Sa1t, for these are Essences of our
matter of  the Stone.

First heow, that no common Argent vive is f it for our use; but our
Argent vive is made of the best metal by the spaglpic kt, pure, sub-
ti le, clear, splendent, as a fowrtainr' transparent as Christalr ' with-
out any irnpurity; of this make a water or incombustible oi].; For
Mercury was at the first waterr 4s al. l Philosophers agree to this
my saying and doctrine.

In this Mercurial 0i1, dissolve its proper Mercr:ryr ou.t of which the
water was mad.e, and precipitate that Mercury with its proper oiI,
then have you a double Mercurial substance; and lorow that your Gold.
must f irst be dissolved in a certai.n water, expressed. in my second.
keyr after its purif icati.onr 4s in the first key, and must be red-
uced into a subtj.le Calxr a's is mentioned. in the fourth key; and
then the said ca].x must be sublimed by spirit of saIt, and pre-
cipitated againr and by reverberation reduced. into a subtile pow-
der: Then its own proper Sulphur wil l the more readily and easi-Iy
into its own substance, and be in arnity with it, for they wonder-
fulIy love each other. So have you two substances in one, and. is
called the Mercury of the Philosophers, and yet is but one substance,
that is , the fi-rst ferrnent.
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Now fol lows what is to be said of  Sulphur.

Your Sulphur you must seek in the l ike metal ,  then you must krow

how to extract  i t  out  of  the body of  the metal-  by pur i f i -cat ion,

and destruct ion of  i ts  for :n and reverberat ion,  wi thout any corros-
j-ves , whereof I gave you a hint, and minded you of it al-so in the

third key:  Then dissolve the Sulphur in i ts own proper bIood,
whereof i t  was made before i ts f ixat ion,according to i ts due weight

shown in the s i .xth key;  then have you nour ished and dissolved the

true Li-on, wi th the blood of  the green Lion; for  the f ix t  b lood
of the red T, ion,  is  made out of  the vol_at i le blood of  the green
l ion;  therefore are they of  one nature.  And the volat i le blood
makes the f ixed blood vo1at i1e,  and the f ixed l ikewise makes the
volat i le blood f ixedr 3s i . t  was before i ts solut ion.  Then set
them together in a gent le heat,  unt i l  the whole Sulphur be dis-
solved; then have you the second ferrnent,  nour ishing the f ixed
Sulphur wi th the volat i ler  3s al- l  Phi losophers agree with me herein.
This af terwards is dr iven over wi th Spir i t  of  wine, red as blood,
and is cal led AURUM POTABLE, whereof there is no reduct ion to a
' laar l r r
vvsJ .

I  wi l l  a lso give you my opini .on of  the Sal t  of  the Phi losophers.

sal t  makes f ixt  and volat i le,  according as in i ts degree i t  is
ordered and prepared: For the spir i t  of  sal t  of  far tar ,  i f  i t  be
drawn PER SE, and without addition, makes all- netals volati le by
resolut ion and putrefact iont  and resolves them into a t rue v ive,
or current Mereuryr 4s my pract ical_ doctr ine holds for th.

sal t  of  rar tar  PER sE f ixes most f i rmly,  espegial ly i f  the heat
of  CALX VfVE be incorporated with i t ,  for  both these have a s ing-
ular degree of f i-xing.

So also the vegetable Sal t  of  wine both f ixes and makes volat i le
according to the divers preparat ion thereof,  as i ts use requires,



which certainly is a great mystery of  Nature,  and a wonder of  the

Phi losophic Art .

I f  a man dr ink wine, and out of  h is ur ine a c lear Sal t  be made,

that is volat i le,  and makes other f ixed things volat i - le,  and carr ies

i t  over the heln wi th i t ,  but  f ixes not;  and al though the man

drink nothing but wine, out of  whose ur ine the Sal t  was made,

yet i t  has another property,  than the Sal t  of  tar tarr  or  of  the

feces of  wine: For there is made a t ransmutat ion in the body of

man, so that out of  a vegetable,  that  is ,  out  of  Spir i t  of  wine,

an ani .mal-  Spir i t  of  Sal t  is  made, horses by the corroborat ion of

their  natural  v i r tue,  do t ransmute, oats,  hay,  arrd such l ike,  and

convert  i t  into fat  f lesh; so does the bees make honey out of  the

best of  f lowers of  herbs.

So r .mderstand of  other th ings: This key and cause consists only

in putrefact ion,  f rom whence such a separat ion and transmutat ion

takes i ts or ig inal .

The Spir i t  of  conmon Sal t ,  which is drawn af ter  a pecul iar  manner

makes Gold and Si lver volat i1e,  i f  a smal l  quant i ty of  the Spir i t

of  the DRAGON be added to i t ,  i t  d i .ssolves i t ,  and carr ies i t

over wi th i t  PER ALEMBICUTVI,  as also does the EAGLE with the DRAGONS

and as our matter is comnonr so is our Glass l ikened to the Globe
of the earth:  You need no frrr ther instruct ions concernins the
f i re,  i ts  Regiment,  or  furnace.

For he that has the matter wi l l  soon f ind a furnace, he that
has meal- can soon find an oven, and needs take no further care
for baking of the bread.

There is no further need to wr i te pecul iar  books of  th is sub-
ject ,  only observe the Regiment of  the f i re,  to lcrow how to dis-
tinguish between eold and hot, if you attain this you have done
the work,  and brought the Art  to a conelusion: For which let  the
Creator of  Nature be praised forever AMEN.

There are several  sorts of  MERCURY, Mereury of  Animal and Veg-

etables is meerly a fume of  an incomprehensible being, unless i t '

be caught,  and reduced to an oi l ,  then is 1t  for  use. But Mer-

cury of  Metals is of  another condi t ion,  as that  a lso of  Minerals:

Though the fume also may be compared with a fume, yet  is  i t  com-

prehensible and rwrning. One Mercury is better and nobler than

the other:  For the SO1AR Mercury is the best of  them ar 1;  next

unto that is the I,UNAR Mercury, artd so forth. There is a differ-

ence also among Sal-ts and Sulphurs: Among the Mj-neral Sal-ts , that

carr ies away the bel l ,  which is made of  Ant imony: And that Sul-

phur,  which is drawn from Vitr io l ,  is  preferred before al l  others.

Mercr-ry of  Metals is hot and dry,  cold and moist ,  i t  contains

the four qual i t ies.

There are Medicaments prepared of  i t ,  of  a wonderful  ef f icacy,

of  several  sorts and forms, whi .ch is the reason, why there is

such a var iety of  v i r tues therein:  In Mereury l ies hid the high-

est  ARCAT{UM for mans heal- th,  but  is  not to be used crude, but

must f i rst  be prepared into i ts essence. I t  is  subl imed with

Copper-Water,  and is fur ther reduced into an 0i1.  There is an

oi l  made of  i t  PER SE, wi thout any corrosiveness, which is pleasant

and fragrant:  Several  sorts of  o i ls  wi th addi t ionals can be made

of i t ,  good for many things. I t  is  prepared also wi th GoId;  being
first made into an AIVIALGAIVTE; there is made a precipitate of it in
water ,  wherei-n i t  d issolves green, l ike r .mto a smaraged r  or  cry-
sol i th:  The volat i le Mercury serves for outward use, i f  a separat-

ion is made by some means, and is brought into subt i le,  c lear

LIQUOR, and then to a red-brown powderu and i ts received corros-

i .veness is separated, then i t  may do wel l  for  other uses.
The mixed Mercury serves for inward use.
Mercury being purged, is precipi tated with the blood of  VENUS,

is wel-1 digested with dist i l l -ed v inegar,  and thus his corroding
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quality is taken off: Have a care what quantity you minister, if
i t  being given in a t rue dose, then i t  does i ts part  very wel l :
But for  i ts  operat ion,  i t  is  not  equal ly subl j -med unto the f ixed,

In like
nanner the Gold, being d.estroyed in the Spirit of conmon saIt,
and. made spiritual by distiJ.lingr' and its sulphur taken fbom it,
and joined with a red spirit in a due d.ose r" then it may be d.is-
solvedr arrd then for a tj.ne putrif ied in spirit of wine, to be
further digested, and often abstracted, that nothing remain in
the bottom, then you have made ATJRUM POTABLE, of which great vol-
umes have been vrritten, but very few of their processes were right.
Note' that the red Spirit must be rectif ied. from its acidity, and
be brought into a sweettress, subti l ly penetrating of a pleasa4t
taste and sweet fragraney.

f have told you now great mattersr'whi.ch slipped f}om me against
my intention, the sweet spirit i .s mad.e of sulphur of vitriol,

242.



which is combustible, l ike other Sulphtr, before it is destroyed.:
For the Sulphur of  Phi losophers,  (note i t  wel l )  is  not  combust i .b le;
its preparati.on needs not to be set down, being easy, requiring
no great pains nor great expense, to get a combustible Su].phlr out
of Vif,riol.

This sweet 0i1 is the essence of  VITRIOL, and is such a Medicine,

which is worthy the name of the third Pi1lar of the Universal
Medicine. The SaJ-t is drawn from COLCHOTAR, and is distit led
again, if i t be ferrnented with \[ENUS, it performs its office very
well: For it afford.s such a Med.icine, which at the melting tinges
pure iron into pure coppero

COICHOTAR of Sulphtr affords true fr.mdamentals unto healing of
perished wor,mds, which otherwise are hardly brought to any heal-
ing: And sueh sores, which by reason of a long continued white

redness wil l adnit of no healing; COLCH0TAR affords, arl i.ngress
therer.mto, setting a new for.urdation; that quality and virtue is
not in the COICHOTAR, but the Spirit together with the Salt are
the Masters which dwell therein.

There is nade of  Copper and Verdigreece a Vi t r io l  of  a high
degree, and is far  spread in i ts t incture:  There is a Vi t r io l

made of  i . ron also,  which is of  a strange qual i ty:  For i ron and
eopper are very nigh kind one to another,  belong together,  3s
man and wife, this mystery should have been concealed, but being
i t  is  of  great coneernment,  I  could not forbear but to speak of
i t .

Vi t r io l  is  corroded with Sal-arrnoniac,  i .n i ts subl imat ion there
ar ises a combust i .b le Sulphur,  together wi th i ts Mercury,  of  which
there is but l i t t1e,  because i t  has most of  Sufphur.  I f  the same
Sulphur be set at l iberty again by the EAGT,E, with Spirit of wine,
there can be made a Medicine of  i t r  &s r  te ld you formerly of  i t .
Though there be a nearer way to nake a combustible Sulphur out of
Vi t r ioLr 2s of  i ts  precipi tat ion upon a preced.ent dissolut i -on,
by the Sal-t r or l iquor of Tartar r a's also by a common T,IXIVIuM
made of  BEECH-ASI{ES; yet  th is is the best reason, because the
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body of  Vi t r io l  is  bet ter,  and more opened with the key of  the

EAGLE. There are other mysteri.es hidden in Vitriol, which in

your operati.ve qual-ity are excellent, and are lcrown apparently,

as VENUS and MARS bear real record in their Spirits, the same

does lmowled.ge SOI and LIINA: But I d.o not intend at this time

to wr i te a perfect  book of  CHIRURGERYT And to make relat ions of

part icuLars,  in commendat ion of  Vi t r io l :  I  have already wri t ten

too much of it, Vou are to learn and search also t you wil i- f ind

that Vi t r io l  needs no Proctor to speak for i t ,  and i t  wi l - I  suf f -

iciently i.nforrn you of an absolute Chirurgick book, contained in

its nature as a third part of the iINIVERSAI,, against al1 manner

of di .seases.

In the c losing hereof I  teI1 you this nuch, that  there is not

for.md in i ts nature,  nei ther cold or moist  qual i ty,  but  is  of  a

hot and dry substant ia l  qual i ty,  and is the reason, why by i ts

superabounding cal id i ty i t  hdats other th ings, digest ing them,

and at last it brings them to a full maturity, the fire being

continued for a certain time.

The things I  wr i te of  Vi t r io l ,  I  have not begged or boryowed
from other mens writ ings, but for-rnd them so in my long continued
pract ice,  whereby nature enabLed me to become a SOOTHSAYER, by
permission of the highest Creator, that that nobly implanted qual-
ity might be avouched by a faithful- and true evid.ence of one of
her devoted. d5-sci .p1es.

And I speak thus much for a IVIEMORAI{DUM, that if PARIS can keep
safely HELENA without troubles, that the noble City of TROJA in
GREECE be no more nrined and destroyed, and PRIAIVIUS together with
MH\ILAUS be no more affl icted and d.istracted thereby, then I{ECTOR
and ACHITT,IES wil l agree well enough, to obtain that royar race,
without going to war for it, and be POSSESSORS of that Monarchy
in their childrens chifdren, and their off-spring and posterity
for the enlargi-ng of their Dominions, by increasing their riches
infinitely, against whi-ch no enemy d.ares sti.r.
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OF COMMON SULPHUR.

The usuar conmon sulphur is not so perfectry exalted in its
degreer and. brought r.mto maturityr 4s it is for.rnd ir:r Antimony
and vitriol, there is nade of it PER sE, an oiI against putrid.
stinking wound.s, destroying and killing such worms, which grow
in theni especail ly if that I itt le Sa]-t i.:e it be dissolved. from
the Sulphur.

There is mad.e of it a Balsom with Sall-et 0 j.1, or Oif of Jr-miper,
in l ike manner with the white spirit of rerpentine, and is of a
red colour, is mad.e thus: Take flowers of suIphr.r, mad.e with the
CO],CHOTAR of vitriol, digest them for a time in horse-dungr or
any other way, this Balsom may safely be used. for such, that a-re
in a consunption of the Lrngs, espeeially if rectif ied. several
times with spirit of wine, drawn-overi 'and separated., that it be
blood red. This Balsom i.s a preservative against cornrption and.
rottenrr€ss.

The Quintessence of Sulphur i.s in a Minera].r 'where a sulphur-
eous fl int is generated; these beaten pebbles being put in a grass,
and on it be poured a strong Aquafort, mad.e of Vitriol and Salt-
peter' artd let dissolve what may be d.issolved., abstract that water,
the remainder but be weJ-l dulcif iedr' 'and reverberated. to a red-
ness, pour on that spir i t  of  winer 'erbract  i ts  t incture,  af ter-
wards eirculate for a time in the Pell ican, let all the essence
of sufphul' 5s separated, it stays below the spirit of winer l ike
fat  Sa11et 0i1;  by reason of  i ts  ponderousness: I ts d.ose of  s i .x
grains is for.rnd to work suffieientry. rf you d.igest in this
essence of  Sulphur,  My:rhe, Aloesr '  and other spices,  i t  extracts
thei"r virtues, and. makes it into a Balsom, wh!.ch suffers no flesh,
or other parts that are subject r.nto putrifaction, to fall- into
rottenness, for which cause the Ancients have put the name to it:
BALSAJVIUS MORTUORUM "

Thus I close to speak any further of combustible Sulphur. There
may be made art 0i1 of it, which is for-md very useful, the Su.rphur
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must be sublimed in a high instnrment wj.th a good. heat, whi.ch

subli.nati.on in a long time changes into a Liquor or 0i1, standing

in a hr.mid. place; but being I do not intend to use any proluxity

of  word.s,  I  let  i t  rest  so.  There may be cocted a Liver out of

common Sulphur, which is turned into milk: Arad it may also be

changed into a red oi1,  wi th Lin-seed 0i1;  many other Medicinals

may be made out of  Sulphur:  I ts f lowers,  essencer and 0i1r are

preferred before the rest, together wi.th the white and red fixed

Cir:nabar, whieh are made of it, because in them is found a mighty

vi-rtue.

OF CAIX VIVE.

The secrets of Quick-Iirne is lceown to few men, and f ew there

are, whi.ch attained to a perfect lcrowledge of its qualit ies: But

I teII you a rea3- tmth, that though Lime is contemptible, Vet
there l ies great matters therein, and requires an understanding
Master,  to take out of  i t  what l ies bur ied in i t :  I  mean to ex-
pe1l its pure Spirit, whi ch collateralIy stands in affinity with
Minerals:  For i t  is  of  a f iery essence, heats,  c-oncocts,  and br ings
unto naturity in short ti-me, when in mariy years they could not be
brought to i t :  The gross earthly body of  i t  does not do the feat,
but its Spirit does it, which is drawn out of it: This Spirit
is of that abil ity, that he binds and fj.xes other volatiJ-e Spirits.
For noter the Spir i t  d issolves OCUlf  CAI{CRORUM, dissolves crystals
into a liquor: These two being brought into an r.mite PER MODUIVI
DISTf LLATIONIS ( I wiJ'l say nothing at this time of Diarnonds and
such like stones ) t irat water dissolves and breaks the stone of
the bladder, and the Gouly Tartar settled into the joints of hands
and feet, suffer not any gout to take root in these parts, this
rare seeret I taught one of my faithful Disciplest and the great
Chancellor of the i.nvincible CEASAR, i s still thankful r.mto me
for i t ,  and many great persons besid.es.
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Quick-lime is strengthened, and mad.e more fiery, and hot, by
a pure unsophistcated Spir i t  of  wine, which is of ten poured. on i t ,
and abstracted again, then the white SaJ-t of Iartar must be gror,md
with 5-tr together with its add.it ionals, which must be d.ead., and
contain nothing, then you wil l draw a very herlish spirit, j-n

whieh great mysteries lye hid.. How this spirit is gotten, r told
your observe i t ,  take i t  for  a fare-welI .

OF ARSENIC .

Arsenic is in the kindred of Mercury and Antinonyr &s a bastard.
in a fami ly may be: I ts whole substance is poisonous and vo1at i le,
even as the former two, in its exterreal colour to the €V€ r it is
white, yeIlow, and red, but inwardly it is ad.orned. with al-l manner
of colours r  l ike to i ts Metals,  which i t  was faj .n to forsake,
bei.ng foreed therer.mto by fire. rt is sublimed pER sE, without
addition, and also in its subliming there are ad.d.ed. several other
mattersr 4s occasion requires.  I f  i t  be subl i rned. wi th Sal t  and
Mars then it looks l ike a transparent crystal, but its poison
stays st i I l  wi th 5. t ,  unf i t  to be jo ined.r  or .  ad.ded to Metals,  has
very Iitt le eff5.cacy to transmute any metal.

The subterranean serpent binds it in the union of f ire, but
canrtot qu5.te foree it, that it might serve for a Med.icine for man
artd beast, if i t be further mixed., with the salt of a vegetable
stone, which is with Tartar, and is nad.e l ike r.mto an oil, i t is
of great efficacy in wor.mds, which are of a hard healing, it can
make a Coat for deceitful VENUS to trim her hand.somely, _that the
inconstancy of her false heart may be dj.sclosed by her wavering
servant, without gain, with her prejudiee and d.amage.

When ANTIMONY and MARS are mad.e my companions, and am exalted
by them to the top of ol,rMpus, then r afford a Ruby in tra.spar-
enee and coLour to that, which comes fron ORIENT, and am not to be
esteemed less than i t :  r f  r  am proved by af f l ic t ion,  then r  far l
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off l ike a flower, which is cut off and withers: Therefore nothi.ng

can be made of mel to fix any Meta-lr or t inge it to any profit '

because I forsook ny body totaIIy, and distributed my coat, to

play,  and lots to be cast for  i t :  Therefore 1et no man nei ther

praS.se or dispise me, i.mless he have for very hunger taken a por.md

of me into the body; through it he gets an antidote to save hj.s

life; however, he shal.J- get nothing out of Metals by it: In other

things he may have a Treasure in it, unto whj.ch few are comparable

to i - t .

I ,  Arsenic say of  mysel f  at  the c losing hereof,  that  i t  is  a

very difficult thing, to find my right artd due preparation, ilV

operation is feJ.t exceedingJ-y, if made trya1 of, and is a great

danger, if ignorant men make use of me: He that can be without me'

1et hirn go to my kindred: And if you carl equalize me with them,

that I may share wi.th them in the i-nheritance, then aJ-J- the world

shal1 aclcrowledge, that my descent is from thej-r blood: But it

is a very hard task for any man, to set a sheperd. into a royal

seat to make hin King. But Patriarchs being descended from shep-

herdsn and were preferred to royal  d igpi t ies,  I  wi l l  therefore

prescribe no l imitsr ror pass any judgement: For wrong and right

may be found in this leaf.
However, take you notice, that I arn a poisonous voJ.atiJ-e bird,

have forsaken my dearest, and most confiding friend, and separated

myself as a Leperr' which must l ive aloof of from other men.
Cure me first of nry infirmity, then I sha1l be able to heal-

those, which have need of me, that my praise may be confirrned by
poison, and my name for a.n everlasting renembrance, to the honour

of my Cor.mtry, j"s nothing inferior unto MARCUS CURTIUS, and it wiJ.L
be found. in the end, in what manner HANNIBAI and SCIPIO were re-
conci led.
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OF SAITPETER .

Two ELements are pred.omS.nant in me r zs fire and air, the lesser
quantity is water and earth: I am fi.ery, burreingr'and vo1atiJ-e.
There is in me a subtile Spirit,' I arn altogether l.ike rmto Mer-

curyr hot jn the in-sid.e, and coJ-d in the out-sid.e, am slippery

and very nimble at the erpeJ-J.ing of my enemies. My greatest

enemy is connon Sulphur, and yet is my best friend a1so, for being
purged by himr'and clarif ied i.:r the fire, then am f able to a1Iay

aJ.J. heats of the body, within and wlthout, and arn one of the best

Medicanents, to expell, and to keep off the poi.sonous plague.

I an a greater cooler outwardly than SATIIRNT' but my Spirit is

more hot than any, I  cool i 'and burnr 'according as men wi. I1 make

use of me r' and accord.ing as I am prepared.

When Metals are to be broken-, I must be a helpi else no victory

can be obtainedr Be the r.md.erstand.ings great or smalJ.. Before I

arn destroyed I am a meer ice, but when I am anatomized, then arn

I a hellish fire. If PT,UTO can master CERBERUS, to make him take

his d.welling again in the isJ-e of TliULE, then he may snatch a
p5.ece of love fbom VU'{US, then MARS must submit,. and may live

richly with LUNA, which may equalJ-y be exalted to the Crovun of the

honourable King r. and be placed with hin in equal honour and dignity.
If I shal.I happly enjoy ruy endr'then ny Soul must be driven

out cunningly, then I do aLL what J-ies in my powerr'of myself
alone I arn able to effect nothi-ng. But my love is to a jolly

woman; if I am ma.rried unto her r' and- our copulati-on be kept in
Hel1r- that  we both do sweat wel l r ' then that whi .ch is subt i le,
flings away a].]- filthiness, then we leave behind us rich children,
and in or:r dead. bodies i"s for"md the best treasure, which we be-
queathed in our l-ast wfll and testarnent.
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OF SAI-ARMONfAC.

Sal-ar:noniac i -s none of  the meanest Keyst to open Iv ietals thereby:
Therefore the Ancients have compared i t  wi th a volat i le Bird,  i t
must be prepared ,  e lse you can d.o no feats wi th i t ;  for  i f  i t
be not prepared, i t  does more hurt  than good i .mto Metals,  carr ies
them away out at the chimney-hole t it can elevate and sublime

with i ts swif t  wings the t incture of  Minerais,  and of  some Metals,

to the very mountaS-ns, where store of  snow is found, usual ly even

at the greatest heat of suilImer, if i t be sublimed, with common
Sa1t,  then i t  purges and cl-ears,  and may be used safely.

He that supposes to t ransmute Metals wi th th is Sal t ,  which is

so vo1at i1e,  surely he does not hi t  the nai l  on the head, for  i t

has no such power:  But to destroy Metals,  and make them f i t  for
t ransmutat i .on,  in that  respect i t  has suff ic ient  power:  For no
metal  cart  be t ransmuted, nnless i t  be f i rst  prepared thereunto.
My greater strength which l ies in me, may. be drawn from me by
subl iming and cement ing.  The greatest  secret  in me you wi l l  f ind,
when I am united with IIYDRA, which is to devour and swallow me,
that I  a lso may turrr  wi th her to be a water serpent,  then have I
prepared a bath for the Nll lvlPHAr and have gotten power to make
ready a crown for the King, that the saJue may be adorned with
jewels, and nay with honour and glory be set on his head.

OF TARTAR.

This sal t  i .s  not set  down in the book of  Minerals,  but  is  gen-
erated of  a vegetable seed, but i ts creator has put such vir tue
into it, that it bears a wonderful love and friendship unto,*Metals ,
making them nalleable; it purges LUNA unto a whiteness, and in-
corporates into her such addj- t ionals,  which are convenient for
her,  being d. igested for a t ime with Minerals,  or  Metals,  and then
subl imed and vi l i f ied (v i t r i f ied?),  they arI  come unto quick
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Mercur;r, which to do, there is not any vegetable Salt beslde it:

Is not this a wonderful thingt That Oratour is yet to be bon:,

which shall be of that abil ity and eloquence as to express suffic-

ient ly al . l  the myster ies hid in i t .  .
But to make out of  i t  the Phi losophers Stone, is no such matter:

Being it is a vegetable, and that power is not given to a:ey of the

vegetables.  I t  is  in IVIEDICINA a very good remedy, to be used

inwardly and outward'ly; its Salt being made Spi-ritual and sweet,

it dissolves and breaks the stone i.:r the bladdar, and dissolves

the coagulated Tartar of the Gout, settled in the joi.:etsr or any-

where besides, Its ord.i.nary Spirit, whieh is used for opening

of Metals being used and applied outwardly, also lays a for,rrdation

for healing of such ulcers, which admit hardly any hearing, 3s

there are f is tu las ,  cancers,  wolves,  and such l ike,

I lceow nothing more to write of Tartar, for having separated

i tsel f ,  and Left  i ts  noblest  part  in the wine.

OF VINEGAR

In AICIIEIVIY and MEDICINA, nothing a'Imost can be prepared, but
Vinegar must set a helping hand to it. Therefore I thought it
convenient to let it have its due praise and commendation, espec-
ialIy to insert it here in this treatise. In AI,CHEMY it is used.
to set Metals and Minerals into putrefaction. It is used al-so
to extract their essences and tinctr.res, being first prepared
thereunto, even as the spirit of wine i-s usual to extract the
t inctr , res f rom vegetables.

In Physick ' i t  deserves i ts praise also,  for  i t  takes the pure
from impure, and is a SEPARATffi, and takes from the'Mineral Medica-
ments their  sharpness and corosiveness, f ixes that,  which is
volati le and is a great defendant agaS.nst poi.son r 4s I told vou r
when I spoke of the Antimoni.al glass.

Vi.negar is used inwardly a1so, and both men and beast are benefited
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thereby: 0utwardly it is applied to hot inflammations and swelJ-ings,
for a cooler.  Spir i t  of  wi .ne and Vinegar are of  great use, both
in Alchemy and Physiek, both have descent from the wi-ne , are of
one substance; but differ in the quality, bV reason of putrifact-

ion, the Vinegar got there, of the which I told you formerly.

f must acquaint you wi.th one thing, whj"ch is this, that this
j.s not the Ptri losophers Vinegari our Vinegarr or ACETIIM is.another

l iquor,  narnely a matter i tsel f :  For the Stone of  Phi losophers is

made out of AZ0T of Philosophers, whi-.ch must be prepared with

ordinary disti l led AZ0T, with Spirit of wine, and with other
waters besj .des,  and must be reduced into a certain order.

Note this for a MEMORAI{DIIM, if disti l led pure Vinegar be poured

upon destroyed SATURN, and is kept wa:rn in MARIES-BATH, it loses
its acidity altogether, is as sweet as any Sugar, then abstract
two, or three parts of  that  Vinegar,  set  i t  in a Cel lar ,  then
you wil l f ind white transparent stones, l ike unto Crystals, these
axe arL excellent cooler and healer of aII adust and inflamed syrn-
ptoms. I f  these Crystals are reduced into a red Oi1,  and. poured
upon Mercury,  precipi tated by VENUS, and proceeded in fur ther as
i t  ought;  i f  that  be his r ight ly,  then nei ther SOL nor LUNA wi l l
h inder thee from gett ing r iches.

OF W]NE.

The trrre Vegetable Stone is for,md j.n wine, which is the noblest
of  a l l  Vegetables:  I t  contains three sorts of  Sal t ,  three sorts of
Mercurlr, and three sorts of Sqlplsp.

The first Sal-t sticks in the wood of the wine, which if burrrt
to ashes, and a l ixivium made of it to have its Salt drawn foith,
which must be eoagulated..  This is the f i rst  Sal t .

The second SaJ.t is for.md in Tartar, if that be incinerated, then
draw i ts SaIt  for th,  d issolve and coagulate i t  several  t imes,
and .let it be sufficiently clarif ied.
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The third. Sa]-t is thi-s, when the wine is disti]-]-ed it leaves
FECES behind, which are made to powder, its Salt can be drawn

out with warlur water. Each of these Salts has a special property:

In their Center they stand in a harnony, because they descend

from one root.

It has three sorts of Mercury, and three sorts of Sulphur. The

f i rst  0 i1 is made of  the Sten, the second 0i1 is made out of  crude

Tartarr the third is the 0i1 of wine. There is a strange property

in the Spirit of wj.:re: For without it there cannot be extracted

any trtre tinctr.re of S01,, nor can there be made without it any
true AURiIM POTA3I,E: But few men lcrow how a tnre Spirit of wine is

made, much J.ess can its property be for.md out whoIly.
Several ways have been tried to draw, and to get the Spirit of

wine without sophisticationr ?s by several instruments and dis-

ti l l ings with Metall ine Serpents, and o ther strange inventions,

of  spong€sr papers,  and the 1ike.  Some caused a rect i f ied AQUA-

VITA be frozen in the greatest fr:ost, eqgecting the phlegm thereof

should turn to ice,  the Spir i t  thereof to keep l iquid,  but  nothing
was done to any purpose.

The tnre way for the getting of it, I told you at the end of
my manuals: For it must be 'subti le, penetrating, without any
phlegmr pur€,  aer ia l ,  and volat i le,  so that  a i r  in a magnet ic
quality rnay attract it, therefore it had heed to be kept close

in: It is of a penetrating and effectual operation, and i-ts use
is several .

There are three, whieh are the noblest Creatures in the world,
these three bear a wonderful affection one to arr.other, Among
Animals it is manr out of whose MUME is made an AITIIMAL STONE, in
which MICROCOSME is contained. Among Minerals Gold is the noblest,
whose fixedness is a suffieient testi-mony of its noble off.,spring
and kindred. Among vegetables there l ies hid a Vegetable Stone.
Man loves Gold and wine above aIr other cbeatures, which may be
beheld wi th eyes. Gold loves Man and wine, because i t  lets go
i ts noblest  parts,  i f  spir i t  of  wlne be put to i t ,  being mad.e
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potable, whj.ch gives strength to man, and prolongs his l i fe in

health.

Wine bears af fect ion to man also,  and to Gold,  b€cause i t  easi ly

r . rn i - tes wi th the t incture of  SOL, expel ls melancholy and sadness,

refreshes and. rejoices marrs heart .  He that has these three Stones

rnay bo1d1y say, that he has the Stones of the UNIVERSAI, much of

it is talked and written: But what eye has seen it.e Not one

amongst many hundred of Mill ions,

These Stones renew men arrd beasts,  eure leprous Metals,  cause

barrenness to become fert i le,  wi th a new bir th,  humane reason is

not abJ.e to comprehend i t ror  conceive of  i t .

If a rectif ied AQUIVITE be lighted, then Mercury and the veget-
able Sulphur separates, that Sulphur burrrs bright, being a meer

fire, the tender Mercury betakes himself to his wings and flys
to his chaos. He that can shut up and catch this f iery Spir i t ,

he may boast '  that  he has gotten a great v ictroy in the Chemical
battle; for this vegetable fiery sulphur is the only key to draw
the Sulphur from Mineral and Metall ine bodies.

Thus I close my book, the things contained therein are not
grounded on opinionr 4s most physic ians rely on the Authors,  that
such and such herbs are cold and moist, fuy, and warm, i_n the
f i rst ,  second, and third d.egree: Because they heard their  Authors
affir:n it '  themselves neither saw it, nor made trial of it: Making
meer collections from other mens rarrit ings, patching up volumes.
The things r wrote of, r lmow by J.ong experimental iceowledge, to
be true: This my exper ience r  hope wi l l  take place, and get the
victory as the Amazons did in their p:rudence,

The eterrral heavenly Spirit refresh our Souls, that we may walk
in heavenly streets, forsaking all false and. erroneous by-ways.

your work,  and this is the Purple Mant ler  or  Phi losophic Go1d,
keep it safely in a glass for your conjunction.

Philosophers MERCURY?

Therefore,  i f  you have calc ined the natter,  then extract  i ts

Sa1t,  rect i f ie i t  wel l ,  let  i t  shoot into Vi t r io l ,  whi ,ch must be

sweetr' without any corrosj-venessr or sharpness of Satt. Thus

into that vaporous, and yet dry fire,' govern it, to the appeararrce

of a bLack, whi te,  and red col-ourr ' then you get the Phi losophers
Stone, and you enjoy th is nobler 'dear i 'and blessed Medicine and

tincture , and you may work rniracles with it.

SECTION ITI .

OF THE PHIIOSOPHERS I{AGNET .

Hermes the Father of Phj.losophers had this kt, and was the
first that wrote of itr.and prepared. the Stone out of Mercuryr

SoI.r and Lr.rra, of the Philosophers: Whom many thousand laborators
have init iated, nyself al.so d.id the l ike: And I speak rea1ly, that

the Philosophers Stone i-s composed of two bodies, the beginning
and ending of it must be with Philosophic Mercrlry.

And this is now PRIMA MATERIA, AIIAS PREDA: IVIATERIA PRIMA belongs
only to God, and is coagulated in the entrals of the Earth, f irst
into Mercury, then i;cto lead, then into tin, and copper, then into
iron, etc. Thus the coagulated Mercury nust by Art be turreed into
its PRIIVIA IVIATERIAT or water, that is, Mercuri.al water.

a crystal l ine Sal t ,  which is dist i l l -ed wi th Spir i t  of  wine unto
a red oi l .  This oi1 cures melanchol ly,  f iery pox, o1d ulcers,
and many other infirrnit ies besides.

This oiI coagulates and fixes Mercury, being first precipitated
with oil of Vi-triolr for all powders and medicaments, which are
to make SOtr and IUNA, must be nade fix, holding in aIl f iery
tr ia ls.

Out of this oil is made a glori.ous tincture, if you take three
parts of Mercury of Mars, and one part of this red oiJ. of Saturn,
joining, coagulating, and fixing them: This work may be accomplish-
ed in s. rronths timer or sorirewhat longer. This Tincture may be
augmented. with Mercury of MARS, USQUE rN rNFrNrruM: projecting

one part of it upon three parts of s0L, to make thereby an rN-
GRESSE for the tincture; one part of this tincture transmutes
thirty parts (if so be it be well prepared) of MERCURY and of
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LIINA into good SOL. Remember thy Creator, and be mindful of the

This has been my f i rst  p iece to make LUNA and 50L withal .  Note,

these si.x mark and a haLf of LUNA afford thirteen drachmes of SOL,

this SOL, and LIINA amounts to 2OB Cildors or 20 por.md L6 shil l i-ngs.

rn the name of the Holy Tr in i ty,  the 19th.  of  october,  furno L605.
I  took ten por.rnds of  Vi t r io l ,  d issolved i t  in dist i l led Rain-water,
being war:ned, let  i t  s tand for a day and a night,  at  that  t ime marly
FECES were settred, r  f i l tered the matter,  evaporated. i t  gent ly,
AD CUTICAI UN USQUE, I  set  i t  on a cool  p lace to crystal l ize,  th is
onshot Vi t r io l  I  exieeated, dissolved i t  again i -n dist i l led Rain-
water,  let  i t  shoot again,  which work r  i terated so long t i l l  the
vi t r io l  got  a coelest iar  green colour,  having no more any FECES
about i t ,  and lost  a l l  i ts  corrosiveness, and was of  a very pleas-
ant taste.

This highly putr i f ied v i t r iof ,  thus crude, and not calc ined
r put into a coated Retort ,  d ist i l led i t  in open f i re,  drove i t
over in twelve hours space by an exact government of f ire in a
whi- te fume, when no more of  these fumes came, and the red corros-
ive 0i1 began to come, then I  let  the f i re go out,  the next morn_
i tg,  a l l  being cold,  r  took of f  the receiver,  poured. the s i f t  in
the recei-ver j -nto a 'body, and some of the lute being fal len into,
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I  f i l tered i t ,  and had a fa i r  menstrual  water,  which had some
phlegm because I  took that Vi t r io l  uncalc ined, which I  abstracted

in a Balneo, not leaving one drop of  water in i t .
I found my CHAOS in the bottom of a dark redness, very ponderou.s,

which I  poured into a Viol ,  sealed i t  HERMETICE, set  i t  on a

or Phi losophic Goldrand was t inged of  a red yel low, I  canted i t
of f  f rom the matter,  and in a body I  abstracted the Spir i t  f rom
the Sulphur, that Sulphur stayed behind in form of an 0j-1, very
very f i -ery,  nothing l ike unto i ts heatr  BS red as a Ruby; th is
abstracted white spirit r poured on the earth again, extracted

-further i.n Sulphur, and put it to the forrner. After this that
CORPUS TERRAE l-ooked of  a paler colour,  which I  calc ined for some
hours under a muffle, Fut it into a body, on it I poured my white
Spir i t ,  extracted i ts pure whi te f ixed Sa1t,  the remai-ning earth
was very porous, good for nothirg,  which I  fh.mg away, thus these
three pr inciples were ful1y and perfect ly separated.

After al l  th is I  took my astral  c lar i f ied SaIt ,  which weighed
hal f  an ounce, af ter  the weight of  STRASBERG: And of  the whi te
spir i t ,  which weighed four ounces, of  Mercury one ounce, and a
quarter of  an ounce, these r  d iv ided into two parts,  whose q.uan-
tity was half an ounce and one dram, I put this Salt to one part
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of the water in the v io l ;  and nipped i t ,  set  i t  in di .gest ion,  there
I  saw perfect ly how the Sal t  d issolved i tsel f  again in th is Spir i t ,

therefore I poured to it the other part, which was hal-f an ounce
artd one dramr oo sooner this was put to it, then presently the

body together wi th the Spir i t  turned as black as a coalr  ascended

to the end of the glass: And having no room to go further, it
moved to and fro,  somet imes i t  set t led to the bottom, by and by
i t  rose to the middle,  then i t  rose higher,  thus i t  moved from

to be of  rare qual i tS-es,  which ignorant,  and unexpert  men wi l l
hardly give gredi t  unto,  nei ther can they conceive of  i t  in their
dul l -  reason and r . rnderstanding: The same I  wi l l  demonstrate wi th
the example of  cAlx vrvE, which in mans judgement is held of  no

MICROSOSME,oT the great wor ld contains three things, 4s the

most pr inciple,  the rest ,  whi-ch carne from these, are meerly accid-

ental .  In the f i rst  p lace is to be considered the matter and form

of th is wor1d, which matter is made formal out of  a non-shape,

or a nothing, and the great Creator present ly prescr ibed an order

for th is matter,  what government i t  shoul-d keepr 4s soon as i t

came to a l i fer  or  mot ion.  Thj-s matter and form is water and

earth.  For at  the Creat ion,  bV a separat ion of  the water f rom

the earth,  there was f in ished the matter and form, dS two things

belongi-ng one to another,  f rom these al l  Ani-nals and Vegetables

have their  beginning, and other two things, ?s air  and f i re,  which

belong, one to another,  have wrought l i fe therein.  The matter and

for:n is earth,  the Sal t  in that  earth,  the body: Even so is i t

wi th mans body, which is MICROCOSMUS.

The second principle part of the MICROCOSME is INABIIITY, for

the matter in i tsel f  was without l i fe,  which by heat was st j - r red

trp, then the vital Spirit beeame to be sensi-ble, which is i.n man
a Sulphureous Spir i t ,  k indl ing the body by a heat,  exiccates the

superf lu i ty of  the earth by the subt i l i ty  of  i ts  substance, and
governs the body in a constant mot ion.  For af ter  the heat is
gone r  r ro sensibleness fel t  in the pulse and arter ies,  and a dead
body is for.md instead of l i fe , 4t the departing of the warm Spirit
of  Sulphur;  rat ional  men ought to take this mystery into consider-
ati-on.

The two f i rst  e lements,  the matter and form, being apparent,
and having gotten a mobil ity by the two last elements by l ight,
the ITvITCROSOSME was not yet  perfect ,  the Creator alJ.ot ted further
an increase to the seed of  the earthr 8s wel l  as he did to veget-
abLes and animals. God allowed wrto earth an imagination for all
sorts of  seeds, and to br ing them forth af ter  their  several  k inds.

This v i ta l  Spir i t  nour ishes, feeds, and preserves himsel f  by
the Oleity of mans Sulphur, whi.eh is predominate in the blood
and withr or through it does work in the whole body, that the
substance may be perfect .  This v i ta l  Spir i t  is  Mercury,  which
is for . rnd in man, and is preserved by an Olei ty of  i ts  l ikeness:
Besid.es these two Mercury and Sulphur, there is a third thing in
man, namely SaIt ,  which l ies ih the f lesh, body, and bones.

The SaIt  ministrates i ts noblest  Spir i t  for  a nour i  shment wrto
the b1ood. '  which fatness is for .md therein by the taste,  and dis-
perses i tseLf throughout the body, preserves mans body l ike a
Balsome from putrifaction, and is as the hand and copulation,
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whereby MERCURY' or the Vital Spirit continues the longer *itfr
the Barsome in the f lesh, a 'd dwel ls together in one.

As this union, Dominion, and Government is in man, the l ike
are in Metals,  Minerals ,  and vegetabl-es,  which make up their
perfect  body, do 1ive,  keep, and are preserved. in the l ike marjr : ]er ,
as man is.

As the one fol lows upon the other in man, accord. i_ng to order
in the l ike condition are other AnimaLs after their kind and pro-
perty.  As a cow is arr  animal,  her food.r  BS grass,  is  vegetable,
th is vegetable by the heat of  the cows body is putr i f ied. ,  in that
putr i fact ion is made a separat ion,  which is the key of  a l l  6 issol-
ut ions and separat ions.  separat ion .being mad.e,  then goes the
subt i le Spir i t ,  the subt i le Sulphur,  and the subt i l -e Sal t  of  the
vegetables substartce of  the grass into al l  members of  the whole
body of  the cow' the Spir i t  ru les the beast,  the Sulphur nour ishes
i t ,  and the sal t  preserves i t .

This being done, then nature d. istr ibutes her gi f ts fur ther,
making a new separat ion;  as of  the superf luousness, which the
cow does not assume by way of  assimi lat ion,  and must part  wi th i t ,
and distributes the same further, and that is mil_k, thi-s mil_k is
an ani-mal substance, transmuted. from the vegetable. In this milk
is made another separat ion by f i re,  whi .ch nust be kept gent ly.
For the subt i l l iest  spir i t  of  the niLk together wi th the sulphur
subl imes, is taken of f  ,  and turned. into a coagulated. fatness, which
is butter.  The rest  is  separated by other means, srd .precipi tated,
and thereby is made another separat ion,  th is is a second. coagulat-
ion,  out of  which men make their  food.:  of  the overplus,  is  mad.e
another separat ion by f i re,  not  so fat  as the former two: At rast
there remains an aquosi ty,  and is of  no great usefulness, because

After this nature makes to a further putrifaction another and

gross excretion of a Sulphureous and Salt substance, whieh gen-

erates afresh a l iv ing Spir i t ,  which is the excrement,  th is serves

for the earth to be manured withaIl, making the earth ferti l  by

its Sulphur and Saltr a.s being of a gross and fat substance whereby

new fruits are produced, here is another nutriture from an animal

into a vegetable. This makes wheat, and other frui-ts , and grains

to grow, producing again a nutriment from the vegetables unto

animals.

Thus one nature doth fol.Iow after the other' bV nrlgar not so

much comprehendedr or searched into, not cari.ng to learn natures

qualS.ties so much, which makes such natural things seem to be in-

creadible.
To return again to the structure of Man, the noblest Spirit of

l i fe has its dominion ar:,d seat for the'most part, and most strongly

in the heart of mans bodyr 4s in the noblest part: And the Sufphur

of man gives rmto thai Spirit a nutriment, and spiritual access

for i ts preservat ion by the air .
For if air be taken away from m?n, then -the Spirit of l i fe is

choaked up, departs invisibly, and death is at hand. The noblest
Salt Spirit is a conserver of both, j.ts noblest Spirit penetrates
throughout, the grossest matter of its Salt is cast into the

bladdarr dtrd that has a Spirit of a special operation. That

which goes fbom the SaJ.t through the bladdar, is wrought upon by
a heat,  ministrates a new accessi  or  increaser so that th is in-
crease of Salt in nan is i.nexaustible, nnless it die qui-te, and
the body be burned to ashes, and the remainder be extracted. As
f 'or  example;  take the Sal ts f rom Minerals,  Iet  these grow again,
coagulate,  and extract  the Sal t  again by water,  the l ike is seen
in ni t rous earths aIso,  and other common Sal ts,  a.nd there needs
not quote any fi,rther examples.

The Spir i t  of  l i fe has i . ts process into other members' f rom the
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heartr  into bones, arms, and the rest  of  the bod.y that  are st i r i -ng;

in diseases and symptoms he is weak, and man by reason of such
slnnptoms

carnot perforrn his business in that fuJ-l strength as at

other t imes, when he is in heal th,  feeds and cher ishes his bod.y

with vegetable Spirits, which come from feeding bread, meats, and

drinking of wines, then his body g:rows stronger, and his vital-

Spirit grows potent by such nutriments, in his superfluity disper-
ces himsel f  into al- l  members,  and shows his operat ion.  I f  the

heart  grows faint ,  then is i t  a s ign that the Vi ta l  Spir i t  is  not

nour ished, upon whieh there ensue speedi ly deadly diseases; because

that f ire is not at l iberty, and falls into an exti-nction, or
choaking.

The fire in the heart, and the natural heat is preserved, and

supported by the air, of that air the l:ngs stand most in need

of: The li.ver al-so must have air, else it eannot laugh: The spleen
must have air, else it wil l be oppressed, with stichings and great
pains;  The true seat for  the most part  of  the ai-r  is  neeessary
for the hurgs,  i f  these faI l  into any wealcress,  the cause thereof
is,  because the Sal t  does not show i ts tnre,  and meet he1p, and

rnust go into rot tenness, cast ing up blood and matter:  Then there
is at hand a corrupti-on of the air, from which the Vital Spirit
cannot find any true nourishrnent, but must be starved, because
the Sal t  does not ef fect  i ts  conserving qual i ty,  the Sulphur,  and
the increase of  the nor.r j -shnent is obstructed, and is not perfect ,
whereby are caused consumptions, wi.therings of the body, consuming
of the f lesh, and exiccat ion of  the bIood, and of  the mamow.
The substance of  Sal t ,  or  the Sal t  Spir i t ,  whi-ch preserves the
body, has its seat for the most part in the bladder, where all
humidities have thei-r issue, the remaining gross SaJ-t is separated,
and excerrred by urine, as you heard already. I repeat it here
again for  that  end, because the most noble Spir i t ,  which does
preserve man, does copulate,  and make fr i -endship wi th the v i ta l
spirit and its nutriment, whi.ch is sulphur, and so they make the
body perfect ,  and i f  any informity be incident,  e i - ther f rom the
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operat ionror defect ive qual i ty of  the Starsr or f rom a di-sorder ly

Iife in eating and drinking, and many other inconveniences, and
any coruption be present, then nature i-s not in her perfect con-

di t ion.  .
Here the lcrowing doctors must enquire into the cause, from which

of these three the slrmptom does arj.se, and cure the same with

convenient remedies, and not with any contrary medicj.nes: As heat
must be cr,red with heat, coJ.d with cold, prickling with prickling.
For cne heat draws the otherr ort€ cold draws another, even as iron
is dravrn by a magnet; and so prickling simples may cure stiching

d.iseases, and poisonous Minerals can heal, and br5.ng to right
poisonous slrmptomsri f  they be duly and wel l  prepared.

And al though sometimes external ly a cooler be suppl ied,  however
I  speak as a Phi . losopher,  and one that is exper ienced in nature,
that l ike must be cured and expelled frrndamentally with the 1ike,
otherwise true medicaments are not appl ied,  and the physic ians
deal not really in their profession. He that is not fundamentally

learned hereinr or does not observe these things, he is not a
true physician, neither can he rea11y say that he has learned
any truth in Physic,  because he is not able to discern cold and
heat, dry and wet, for lcrowledge and e>qperience , and a fi.rndamental-
inquiry into natures mysteries make a good physician next the
lccowledge of the creator, from whom alI and every wisdom does
descend'  and is the Author of  the beginn5-ng, middle,  and end thereof.

Next the i.nvocation of the Creator, there follows natural mea.ns
and medicaments r 3s they are for.md in themselves in their highest
degree: I make no fr.r.rther mention here of other anima]-s : Metal-s
and Minerals foJ- low.next,  for  in Gold,  s i lver,  and. other metals,
even to the seventh and last  p lanet,  are hid excel lent  th ings,
Mercr.uiy being predominant in all, in some more than in others,
and Minerals also are not without their virtuous medicines, and
the former seven planets were in their beginning only Minerals.

The t incture of  SOL together wi th the potable Gold and Si . lver
are of great efficacy, Mercury ruJ.es MICROCOSME; that, which is
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for .md in the best metals,  and most precious stones may be drawn

al-so,  i f  need be from Mi-nerals.  For perfect  Metals are grown,

or have their  descent f rom Minerals,  as f rom Vitr iot ,  Ant i -mony,

and from the l ike. Vitriol is Sulphur, Antimony is Mercury, the

Salt  which is the Copular or binder,  is  for .md in both,  i f  these

are made fix, are l ike unto the best Metals, for they are gen-

erated by them: Minerals come from the three pr inciples,  as wel l

as Metals: The three principles come from their PRIMA MATERIA,

called PRIMUM ENS, which is nothing else but a watery substance

found fuyri-s not l ikened to any matter whieh is grown, and i.s
preserved by the four Elenents,  and these are cher ished, or nour-

ished by Astrals.  The Creator had ordained al l  these out of  a

nought, because man should not gaze onJ-y upon earthly matters, but

consider heavenly ones also and ought to lmow things supernatural,
that  fa i th may over- top the rest ,  and here the perogat ive in th ings

seen and fel t ,  and be preserved therein.

I f  physic ians do not understand these things, they ought not
to be held for  physi-c ians,  for  the lceowledge of  God and Nature

that restituti.on be nade i.rrto for^mer health.

Thirdly, it is requisite, that he read frequently the writ ings

of Ancient Phi losophers,  and read them over and over,  and take

notice in what they do concur and agreet and where they aim aJ-J-

at one mark, then he that has r.mderstanding wil l discern the good

from the bad, sophi.stry from tnrth: The Ancients lcrew many good

things, for  mine own part  I  must confess,  that  I  borrowed the

Thus you see' that Gods blessing must be obtained by fervent
and frequent praying r:nto Goci, the causes of ctiseases must be
hrown'  their  cure must be ordered according to the direct ion of
Philosophic writ ings, ad joini-ng an erperimental lcrowledge there-
rrnto. He that does, and lcrows these four things may grory in his
ways r confi.rming thi-ngs i-n deeds, and not to exercise a trade upon

If Artists or Mechanics would imagine
to work suchr or such things, be it Watchesr or other curious
Metall-ine works, but does not invent f it instrrrments, whereby
to make that work they have in their fancy, what can they produce

by that inagination? An empty opinion, and no Art. So in the
lceowledge of Natltral. things r' their Secrets require a greater exact-
ness to be searched into, which to Lazy r,merpert men seem strange
and imposslble. I teJ-1 you there is requi-red an exact dil igence
to f ind that,  which l ies hid in them, i t  must be done by separat ion.

From these preparat ions are several  qual i t ies fe1t ,
the one is corrosive and. sharp,  the other is pleasal t  and mi1d ,
the one is sour,  the other is sweetr  BCcord. ing as they are pre-

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In the name of the Eternal  Tr in i tyr  God the Father,  God the Son,

and God the Holy Ghost, I BASIL VALENTINE do here set down those
Manual Operat ions,  whereby I  have prepared my fol lowing Medicines,
which by Gods assistance have made me a successful  and scarce
ever fail ing Physician.

.But before I  set  for th those Medicines, I  roust  here remember,
as many authors have done before me, which I  wel l  approve of :
That the Ancient searchers of Nature, who have lived ' l ong ago
much before me, have wri t ten of  a bird,  named by them PHOENIX,
and is st i1 l  at  th is very t i .me cal led so.  Not that  such a Bird
is reaI ly existent,  or  to be for.md in the whole wor1d, that  f l ies
from one place to anoiher,  looking af ter  her meat arrd breeding her
young; for ind.eed there is no such thing. But the PHOENIX is a
f iet i t ious Bird,  whicn i .s never consumed in the f i re,  but  renews
her age therein,  and ner k ind is raised by the f i rer  so that she
lasts to the end of  the wor ld.  Thus l ikewise i t  is  to be under-
stood of  Medicines, which rnust cure,  and by root ing out consume
fixed diseases, that  they must be orepared so as to be f i .xed,
before they can dispel l -  f ixed things. For nothing that is s l ight  ,
or  feeble,  can resist  that  which is strong, but the strong must
be cast out by stronger.  Therefore the Ancients have invented
this Bird,  and compared her wi th our t rue Stone, bei-ng the Uni-
versal  Medicine of  the wor ld.

Besides this Universal  Medici-ne, there are prepared. many other
Medicines, which indeed do not consume diseases universal lyr  zs
our Stone does, but do work particularly every one, curi-ng certain
diseases, whereto they are ordained by the most High from the
begi.r:n5"ng at the creation for the good. of Mankind., which are to
be further prepared and perfected by the physician. For hot d.is-
tempers requi--ce their own Physic; cold distempers, having their
or ig inal  f rom cold,  do l ikewi.se requi . re a proper remedy. The l ike
do mixed distempers,  which are of  a middle nature.  A11 this must
the skilLful physician lceow and wrderstand., if so be he i-ntends

For every physic ian must consi-der '  that

there j .s a great di f ference betwi-xt  those diseases, which have

ful ly possessed, and clear ly overspread the whole body, 4s the

leprosie,  and such l iker and those distempers which have but taken

up their lodging i.n a mans bodyr 4s a traveller does his at arl

I rue;  such are the several  sorts of  fevers,  and other l ike maladies,

Therefore every s ingle medicine must be directed and appl ied to

the disease, to which i t  is  proper and deputed. In l ike mannert

external distempers have their peculiar natures, and a certain

d.ifference must be made betwixt them. For in old, lasting, and

spreading ulcers and sores,  which ar ise f rom within,  another way

of cure must be used, then in heal ing of  s imple,  conmon, green

wounds, outwardly made upon the f lesh, which may be wel l  cured

only by outward. appl icat ion of  certain Ointments,  Plasters,  Sal-

ves,  Herbs,  Balsoms, and Oi ls:  And (  except soine singular accidents

by the inf luence of  the Stars of  Heaven, should require the pre-

parati-on of some healing hinks to be inwardly taken) those afore-

said Medicines may be suff ic ient  a lone to cure any green wormds,
without further addition of any other inward means. But this

cannot be in old ulcers, whi-ch have their original from withi-n.
For their original being internal, there must be internal Physic
l ikewise administered, whereby those hr:mors,  which keep thern open,
may be dri.ed up. And their issuing forth stopped. But may some
physicians say; how can we remember al]. this? This would cost
too much labour, and much tirne wiJ.l be spent in finding it out,
and our l i fe is too short ,  death wi l l  prevent us herei-n.  A Phy-
sic ian ought indeed to lcrow i t ,  i f  so be he wi l l  be perf  ect ,  and
discharge his office and ca1li-ng before God and the world con-
scientiousry, that the account of his stewardship may not f ind
him in Hel l .  For i t  is  not  enough, that  a searcher of  the Secrets
of  Nature says: The earth is adorned with many sweet and del icate
f lowers of  a l l  marrner of  colours,  and that the Birds of  the air
are beaut i f ied wi th several  colours and pleasant feathers.  This
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is  not  enough to make one a Phi losopher,  or  searcher of  Natures
ARCANA; because every c lown may behold the var ie iy of  colours
in f lowers ,  b lue and al l -  sorts of  mi-xtures.  But when the ignor-
ant fe l - low by fur ther enquiry is required to give an account of
the or ig inal  of  a l - I  such colours,  how those colours ar ise,  and
how they are dr iven out by Nature;  he is then as learned a Master
as Doctor coXcOMBE, who was to taste some broth,  whether i t  was
sal ted suff ic ient ly.

Therefore something more is required to rearn to lcrow every
thing, and to search into hidden Secrets.  For a searcher of
Nature must lmow more than a s i l1y country-man, who only beholds
the colours,  which every one may do, s ince they are exposed. to
everyones view, but he must look back, and by ser i -ous speculat i -ons
search and enquire,  how those many corours v is ib ly shining in
Animals and Vegetables,  are l ikewise set for th and do appear in
Metals.  I f  he f inds and discerns th is,  he is then a t rue searcher
of  Nature indeed: tsui  wi thout i t ,  he is no more such a one, than
other un-exper ienced cor.mtry-men. r  wi l l  speak no more of  th is,
but hereafter I  must te l - l  your that  a1l-  Natural  d iseases, external
and internal  are caused by two things, to wi t ,  e i ther by an earthly
artd grosser medium, as by inordinate or superf luous eat ing and
dr inkingr or too much care,  fearr .watching, taking colds,  and the
I ike;  or  e lse by more spir i tual  and heavenly inf luences, as when
Erements bocome infected, po11uted. and poi-soned, whereby they
produce many and manifold distempers in the lesser wor1d. The
f i rst  is  more corporeal ,  the other spir i tual ,  for  i t  is  produced
after a k ind of  spir i tual  manner.

such remedies;  but i f  any desires to be freed of  them, a Magical

cure must be used, nevertheless such Magick must be fol lowed.r  as

is not against Nature, but rather does agree with it, and which

does not dishonour our Saviour,  nor endanger our Souls,  but  works

in a way sui.t ing to Natr.re. There might be much said, and much

written of these things r but I hold i.t needless for some pregnant

reasons, whi .ch I  do keep to mysel f  ,  For herein nei ther the wi t

of  ATHS{S can assist  me, nor the power of  the ROMANS; nei ther

can the riches of CRAESUS or ABASUERUS pay me for what I keep

back in those points of  Magi.ck,  which I  hope is prudent ly done of

me. But if URAI{IUS the Father of SATURN were yet alive, but wourJ-d
perhaps keep his residence in IRON MINES, that  sor besides the

HARUSPEX, li.ke a cr,rnning-man he might give an account, whether
iIALIAETUS the SEA-EAGLE j-s gone, and where AICARMESPAN the little
SAFFRON-WORM nakes his cri.mson.

OF VITRIOI AND ]TS PREPARAT]ON, AS ALSO ITS POWER AND VIRTUES.

Take good l lwr.gar ian Vi t r io l ,  calc ine i t ,  t i l l  i t  be of  a yel low-

ish colour,  and no higher.  Gr ind this calc ined Vrtr io l  smal1,
put i t  into a dist i l l ing vessel  of  g lass,  wi th a long neck, wel l
luted, LUTO SAPIENTIE. Put thereto a large receiver,  and begin
to dist i l l  day and. night wi th a very gent le f i re,  that  g ives not
a stronger heat,  than the Swr.  does on a hot day. Afterwards

increase the f i re by degrees, forc ing at  last  the Spir . i ts  wi th
the strongest f i re,  t i  11 red vis ib le drops do come over,  which
work has taken up three o.ays and nights.  This.  being done ,  take
that whj-ch is lef t  in the dist i l l ing vessel ,  commonry cal led
CAPUT MORTUIJM, and grind it small; pour on it clear rain-water
f i rst  d5-st i l led,  and boi l  therein the CHOI,COTAR, and the Sal- t  of
the Vi t r io l  wi l l  go into the water.  The water being sett led and
elear,  f i l ter  i t ,  that  the faces may be separated. Let the water
vapour away gent ly in some glass vessel ,  t i l I  the Sal t  be dry;
dissolve the Sal t  again in rain-water f i rst  d ist i l led and Iet  i t
vapour away again to dryness. Repeat th is operat ion the thi rd
t ime, and the'Sal t  of  Vi t r io l  wi l l  be very fa i r ,  c lean, and clear.
Put th is dry Sal t  into a CUCURBIT of  g lass,  and pour on i t  the
above made Spir i t  of  Vi t r io l ,  lute the glass LUTE SAPIENTIE, and
set i t  in digest ion for  some days. This being done, open the
glass 

'  
and put the mater ia l -s together into a Retort  of  g1ass, and

dist i l l  them f i rst  gent ly,  a ld when i t  ee2ses tn drnr; ,  increase
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the f i re,  and force i t  over,  t i11 nothing wi lL come more. Let

i t  become col-d,  and then take the Spir i t  out  of  the receiver '

which must be somewhat large and. strong. Put the Spirit into a

glass-body, and reet i f ie i t  by dist i l lat ion'  t111 i t  be f reed

from the phlegm, and the rnatter in the glass-body appear to be of

a red deep brown colour i  Then take the glass-body, and set i t

wi th the said.  rnat ter in a cel lar ,  ar td there wi l t  shoot f rom i t

very fa i r ,  whi te,  c1ear,  t ransparent crystals.  Put these trarts-

parent crystals into a large phioI, wi-th a very large and iong

neck, and pour on them the f i rst  whi te Spir i t  of  Terpent ine,  ar td

it wil l boil up and foam, therefore you must be very careful-, artd

not over-hasty in doing this.  The crystals wi l l  d issolve,  and

the Spir i t  of  Terpent ine wi l l  grow transparent,  as red as bl-ood.

This being done, pour on i t  three t imes the weight of  common

Spir i t  of  wine in BAINEO MARIE, and the t incture of  Vi t r io l  comes

over very pleasant wi th the Spir i t  of  wine, and that which is

corrosi-ve remains behind with the oi ly parts of  the Spir i t  of

Turpent i .ne,  the Spir i t  of  wine being come with the t incture,  put

i t  together into another phiol ,  and pour on i t  some fresh Spir i t

of  wine, and dist i l l  i t  again gent ly in BAl l {80 MARIE, 3s you did

before;  i f  any comosive be come over wi th the f i re,  i t  wi l l  now

stay behind. Repeat th is operat ion the thi rd t ime, and the work

is done and perfect .  Put th is fa i r ,  red,  t ransparent Spir i t  of
Vi t r io l  into a Pel iean, add to i t  at  once hal f  an ounce of  wel l -
pulverised wricorn-horn, and let it stand in circulation in a
gentle heat for a whole month. Then pour it off very elear from
the feces, and the t incture of  v i t r io l  is  prepared for the Med-
ic ine ,  of  a very pleasant taste,  and is to be used af ter  the marueer
fol lowing, to wi t ,  let  h im that is t roubled with the fa l l ing-sick-
ness

take half a dram of it in a spoonful of LILI,IUIVI CONVAIIIUM

WATER, when the fit is coming upon him, thus let him use it t irree
t i -mes, and this Medicine wi l l -  cure him by the help of  God..  He that
is mad and distracted, should take i t  l ikewise in wi-ne for the
space of  e ight days, and he wiLl  have reason to give thanks to
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God for i t ,  Moreover,  i f  i t  be taken in wine, i t  does resolve
any hardness sett led in the nerves; ared i f  i t  be constant ly used
for some t ime, even the Gout i tsel f  is  consumed and cured. thereby.
Likewise it makes those who are melancholy and troubled with sad-.
ness'  i f  i t  be used as before,  very cheerful  and l ighthearted,
dispel ls al l  sadness, and breeds good pure blood. I t  has been
found very excellent in swimmings and giddiness in the head, it
comforts the brain,  and preserves the memory.  I f  i t  be administ-
ered 1n consumptions of the rr.mgs, and any other coughs, in the
manner aforesai .d. ,  i t  wi l l  cure those distempers,  and is very use-
fu1 for many things.

AI\ ADDITION

Take saI-anaonic,  d issolve a consid.erable quant i ty of  i t  in
the strongest v inegar,  and add to i t  f i l ings of  copper,  let  i t
putr i f le in heat,  t i I l  the f i l ings are al l  grolvn f r iable,  so that
they may be ground into oowder,  and you wi l l  have a ye' t fe1ry powder,
which Eduleorate we11.

Having done sor dry the powder,  and pour on i t  the red AeuA
vrrA3 vrrRrOlr ,  which has been dist i l led over wi th i ts proper
sal t r  so that  i t  cover i t  a l l  over;  set  i t  thus in heat,  and the
powder of  the Copper wi l l  be dissolved in the Oi l ,  but  there must
some fair water be mixed with it, then d.raw it off in sand. to
dryness, and the phlegn comes over: The remaind.er force out of
a Retort in an open fire, and you wil l f ind an or,EIlM vffERrs,
greenr transparent, like an Emerald. Pt:t agaJ.n into this or,EuM
some of the powder of  Copper,  and i t  wi l l -  present ly be dissolved
in i t .  Then coagulate i t  to dr lmess, and you have a powder;  hal f
al1 ounce whereof wil l transmute a whol-e nnrrnd nf i nan being in
f lux,  into very good Copper.
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OF THE SWEET ESSENCE OF VITRIOI,.

The sweet essence of Vitriol, whereby many wonderful cures may

be wrought, is only prepared out of its Sulphur, which burns

l ike other br imstone. To obtain th is,  proceed af ter  th is manner.

Take of the best Vitriol you ean get; dissolve it in fair for.m-

tain-water;  af ter  th is take pot-ashes, such as dyers use for their

dying, those dissolve l ikewise in fair for.rntai-n-water, let it

set t le wel1,  and then pour of f  the c lear f rom the dregs, artd add

to i t  the solut ion of  Vi t r io l ,  and one wi l l  inf lame the other '

and cause a separation. For the Sulphur of Vitriol does separate

i tsel f  by precipi tat ion.  Make a considerable quant i ty of  i t ,

and edulcorate it from all impurity. Afterwards dry the sane

Sulphur, which wil l burre l ike other Su1phur, being cast upon glow-

ing coa1s.

Take now of this Sulphur, and sublime it by itself, without any

addi t ion,  and there wi l l  remain some feces, which separate and

put away. Then take the Sulphur, and gfind together with it hal-f
i ts  weight of  common Sal t  of  Tartar,  and dist i l l  them together

through a retort ,  and there wi l l  come over a reddish oi l .  Pour
to th is oi l  some dist i l - Ied Vinegar,  and there wi l - l  precipi tate a

brown powder, and the Spirit of Tartar remai-ns in the water. Edul-
corate the same powder very well, for therein is the treasure to

be looked af ter .

This work being done pour some Spirit of wi-ne on the sai-d pow-

der, and 1et it circu1ate in heat for eight days. fhus the ex-

cel lent  sweet Essence of  the Sulphur of  Vi t r io l  goes into the
Spirit of wine, and swims upon the top in FORMA OLEI r l i-ke oil of
c innamon. Then separate the essence from the Spir i t  of  wine, bV
means of  a separat ing gIass,  and keep i t  very careful ly for  use,
i t  being a great t reasure.

T}TE PREPARATION OF THE STONE IGNIS.

Now I  wi l l  teach you the chiefest  preparat ion of  Ant imory,  and

the use of  i t  in Medicine. In th is Ant inony are hidden, and found

so many wonderful  myster ies,  that  there is none too old to leanr,

and to search to f ind them out.
Therefore I  wi l l  instruct  you here to make only some preparat i -ons,

which also are required to other th ings.

Take pure Mineral Antimony, which is brought from HUNG,IRY, grind

i t  smal l ,  and wash i t  very c lean, that  the earth may be separated
from i t .  Take then a por:nd of  i t ,  mix wi th i t  as much of  f luxing
powder made of  Tartar and Niter,  cover i t  wi th common SaIt ,  and
melt  i t  down in a Crucible wi th a strons f i re:  when i t  is  wel l
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melted t ike water,  1et  i t  coolr  put  again to i t  the l ike quant i ty

of new fluxing powder and melt it once agai.n, and then the REG-
ULUS will be clear and pure, add to this REGUIUS its weight of

NITRE, and melt  i t  down. Pour j . t  out  together,  and beat of f  the

SCORIE, and put again to the REGULUS its weight of NITRE, and

melt  i t .  Repeat th is t i l1 al l  the REGUT,US is gone i -nto SCORIE,

which you must carefull-y keep; They wil l burn upon the tongue like

f i re.  This being done, take the matter so gathered gr ind i t  smaI l ,

and edul-corate the Sal t -peter f rom i t ,  and there remains a brown-
yel Iow powder,  whi .ch dry and keep, i t  looks l ike ground glass.

Take now a common REGULUS of AI{TIMONY, made with Salt-peter and
Tartar,  gr ind i t  smaLl,  and put i t  into a round glass,  which must
not be too high, and fasten a head to it. Sublime your REGULUS

in sand by i tsel f  wi thout any addi- t ion.  Sweep the subl i .mate wi th
a feather again into the gtass,  and subl ime i t  again;  repeat th is
so long, t i1 l  nothing do r ise r  but  remain red and f ixed i -n the
bottom' then take this fixed Antimony, and put it upon a stone in
a cel Iar ,  ar td in t ime i t  wi l - l  be dissolved into water,  which dis-
ti l l  in BALI{EO MARIE, unti l the sixth part only of the water d.o
remain in the glass.  Set th is in a cold placerand there wi l l  shoot
redd.ish erystals', which dissolve i-n rain-water, f i l ter i-t, and
draw off  the f legrne to a th ic lce€ss; set  i t  by as before,  and the
crystals wil l shoot white and very pure, l ike unto salt-peter:
This is the salt of Antimony. -Take these crystals, and pour upon
them pure disti l led Vinegar, and they wil l dissolve in the Vine-
gar.  Then dist i l l  the Vinegar,  the glass being very c lose luted,
forcing at last the Spirits into the Vinegar, and then the Vinegar
is prepared. Take this Vinegar, and pour it on the prepared. brown-
ye1low powder, and set it ir:r some warm place, and the Vinegar wil l
draw out the tincture of Antimony altogether red within half a
quarter of an hour. Pour off this extraction together, ar1d. set
it to digest for eight and twenty days in BALNEO MARTE, after-
wards disti l l  from it the Vinegar through an Alembic in sand.,
forc ing in the end the oi1 into another glass,  which comes over
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with many strange and wonderful  veins.  Rect i f ie th is 0i1 in ashes,

and the rest  of  the Vinegar,  i f  any be lef t ,  wi l l  come of f ,  and

the 0i1 remains very sweet,  and of  a pleasant red colour ] ike a

Ruby. Thus have you joined the Sulphur with the SaIt of Antimooy.,

and brought it over l ike an AQUA VITAE, which keep very carefully.

Furthermore, take agai.n a common REGUIUS of AntimoflV, made with

Salt -peter and Tartar,  and beat i t  to powder.  Then take of  strong

dist i l led Vinegar three measures,  (a1ias,  one measure) ID EST

four quarts and a hal f .  Put into i t  of  Sal-arrnoniac:  0f  Sal t  of

Tartar (wherewith I  wi l l  teach you hereafter at  the end of  my

direct ions where I  intend to wr i te of  the Phi losophers Stone, to

prepare Spir i t  of  wi .ne) l ikewise eight ounces.
Digest th is to the evaporat ion of  the Vinegar,  and mingle wi th

the Sal ts three parts of  VENICE TRIPOLY, and dist i l l  the Spir i t ,

which 1s of a singular nature and property. Pour this Spirit

on the pulverised REGUT,US of Antimohy, and having the glass well

luted, let  i t  s tarr .d in digest ion s ixteen days; then dist i l l  the
Spirit from the matter to a drlrness, and grind four times the
weight of  f i l ings of  steel  wi th the same, put i t  into a retort ,
and putt ing thereto a large receiver fuI l  of  water,  d ist i l l  i t
forcing at last with a s.trong fire, and the Mercury comes over in
fumes, and is quickened in the water,  which is the t rue Mercury
of Antinony.

Take conrmon Spir i t  of  Vi1p1o1, add a I i t t le common water to i t ,
and put your f i l ings of  steel  into i t ,  let  i t  s tand t i l l  the f i l -

ings are dissolved, then pour i t  of f  c lean, and put away the feces.
Afterwards dist i l l  the Spir i t  in ashes to a th ickness, and set
the glass' in a cold p1ace, and there wi l l  shoot good Vi t r io l -  of
I ron,  which take, and having f i rst  vapoured away the phlegm, min-
gIe wi th i t  three parts of  the powder made of  br- l rned potshards of
broken pots:  Put i t  into a retort ,  draw of f  the phlegm f i rst ,
then foree the Spir i t  wi th a strong f i re into a proper glass,
which rect i f ie to the height,  and there wi l l  remain an 0i1 in
the bottom. Pour th is 0i1 upon the Mercury made before,  and draw
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off  the phlegm in hot ashes, and the t incture of  the AQUA VITAE

remains behind, and does precipi tate the Mercury into a fa i r  h igh
coloured powder of  very great v i r tues in cur ing o1d runni-ng sores.

THE CoNJUNCTIoN 0F TIIE THREE PRINCIPIES, SULptruR, SA],T , AND MERCURY

OF AI\TIMONY.

Talce then of  th is precipi tate wel l  edul-corated with conmon
Spir i t  of  wi .ne,  one part ;  and pour on i t  of  the above ment ioned
sweet oi l '  three parts,  in a phiolr  so that  the phi .o l  be not above
half fu11.

Then seal  i t  Hermet ical ly,  and place i t  in a Phi losophi .cal
furnace, and the preeipi tate wi l l  be dissolved in that  cont inual
heat.  0pen then the glass,  and cont inue a strong f i - re,  t i l l -  the
matter become a f j .xed powder,  and do f ixrand then the Stone IGNIS
is prepared, of  which r  have wri t ten.  This stone i -s a pecul iar
Tincture in Mens bodies as wel l  as in those of  Metal .  This may
be used in many hard and dangerous distempers,  as I  have set dovrn
in the direct ions for  the administrat ion and use of  the same in
The Triumphant Chariot of Antimony.

AI\ ADDIT]ON

Take of  th is stone r  or  part icular Tincture,  hal f  an ounce, cast
i t  upon twelve ounces and a hal f  of  pure s i lverr  or  upon as much
pewter or lead'  let  i t  f low very wel l  for  four and twenty hours;
then dr ive i t  of f  c1ean, and Quart  i t ,  as t ryers and ref iners do,
and you wil l f ind in the Silver two ounces and a half of very good
Gold,  and in the Pew-ter or 1ead. one ounee- rr?. \^h ihe Cupel.

Take HUNGARIAI{ Antimony, and sublimed Mercury, and grind them

weJ.l together, and disti l I them through an earthen retort, forcing

them at last with the strongest f ire imagi.nable, and you wil l

obtai.n an 0i1, which separate and keep apart. Put away the quick

Mercury, if i t be there be any, and the Ci.nnabre you wil l f ind

in the neck of the retort.

T}iE PREPARATION OF A MEDICINE OUT OF COMMON SULPHUR.

Take conmon Sulphur, and grind it small. Then grind with it

three parts of  calc ined Vi t r io l ,  put  i t  together into a high

Cucurbit, and sublime it in sand, t it l  nothing wil l sublime more.

Take then these f lowers,  put  them into a glass,  and pour on them

a conunon AQUA VITAE TARTARI' which has been dissolved in a Cellar,

so that i t  swims on the top of  i t  a hands breadth.  Place i t  in

a. convenient heat, and the Sulphur wil l open itself in few hours,
and become transparent red l ike a Ruby. This being done, pour

take of this powder every day five or six t imes every ti 'me as
mueh as wi l l  1ye upon the point  of  a lcr i fe,  twice repeated, and
this Medicine wil l work upon the Stone and break it, and tlrow
it out radi.calIy.

Reduce

the sa.me Si lver into smal l  f i l ings,  and. add to i ts weight of  Sal-
atmoniac, and sublime it in a glass bodl', and the Sal-armoniac

caffj.es with it the Sulphur of Lr:na, of a.very pleasant sky col-our.
Put th is subl imate into a dish of  g1ass, edulcorate i t  wel l  wi th

rain-water f i rst  d ist i l led,  and the Sal-armoniac wi l l  be separated.
Then dry the Sulphur of Lr-ma, put' it into a l ittIe body, and pour
on i t  good rect i f ied Spir i t  of  wine, and set i t  four and twenty
hours irr heat, and the Spirit of wine does imbibe the Sulphur of
Luna fine transparent blue like a Saphire, or UITRA MARIN, and
leaves some few feees behind, whi.ch separate from it.

retort  must have a pioe behind, and put as large a receiver as

you can get to the retort ,  the receiver must l ie in a vessel-  fu l l

of  cold water,  and a wet l inen-cloth must be put ror,md about i t ,
whi-ch you must wet contj.nually with another wet cloth; then put

again so much matter into the retort ,  t i l l -  a l l  is  gone into i t ,
and then your water is prepared.

Take then of  the prepared Calx of  Gold one part ,  put  i t  into
a glass body, and pour three parts of  the abovemade Water upon i t ,
and p. Iace i t  in warm ashes, and the Gold wi l l  d i -ssolve in i t ;  but
i f  i t  should not al together be dissolved, pour more fresh water
upon i t ,  and i t  wi l l  d issolve al l .

Because I  purpose to wr i te of  the f i rst  Ti .ncture,  and Root of

Metals and Minerals, and to g5-ve an account of their Spiritual

essencer how the Meta1s and Minerals are in the beginning Spirit-

ua11y conceivede and corporally brought forth: It is therefore

necessary to premise something, and to infor:n you in few words,

that all things are divided into Natural and Supernaturalr arrd

whatsoever is v is ib le,  comprehensible,  and formal,  the same is

Natural: But that which is Incomprehensible and Spiritual, the

sane is Superrratrral, and must be apprehended and judged of by
fai th i  as there is the Creat ion,  and f i rst  of  a l l  the Eterni ty
of  Godr whieh is inf in i te,  unsearchable,  and unmeasurable,  which
Nature is not capable of, neither can Humane reason comprehend
i t .  This now is Supernatural ,  which t ranscends reason, and is
apprehended by faith, which therefore is a divine thing, and
belongs to Div in i ty,  which judges of  Mens Sou1s.

Secondly, and moreover there belong to Supernatural things the
furgels of God, which have clarif ied. bodies, and do perfor:n such
things by perrnission of their Creator, which otherwise no Creat-
ure i.s abre to do, because their works are hidd.en from the eyes
of all the worldi as l ikewise the works of the heIl i.sh Spirits
and Devils are abstruse, whi-ch they work by the providence of the
most high God. But above aJ-J. the great works of God are for.rnd.
and discovered to be Supernatural, because they cannot be compre-
hended'  nor judged of  by the thoughts of  Meni as there is especial ly
the mercy of  God, and his great benef i ts,  which out of  h is tend.er
love he shows r.mto, and bestows upon Mankind, which ind.eed no Man
is capable to discern and lc:ow comprehensively: And li-kewise other
great miracles wrought at sundry times by Christ our Saviour and
Redeemer,  to the conf i rmat ion of  h is ornnipotency and Majesty:
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As where he had. raised LAZARUS from the deadr and likewise the

daughter of FAIRUS Ruler of the SYNAGOGUE, and then the Son of

the Vl idow of  NAIN. He has made the dumb and speechless to SPEAK,

the Deaf to Hear,  and the Bl ind to See; whj .ch indeed are al l

Supernatural thi-ngs, and wonderful works of God : As also his
Concept ion,  Resurrect ion,  Descension to HeI l ,  and Ascension to

Heaven; which are too high and abstruse for Nature, and tre to be

attained rrnto only by faith.

Anongst Supernatural things are l ikewise to be counted EIIAS,

and EN0CHIS Ascension into Heaven. The Rapture of Saint Paul,

who was taken up into the Third Heaven in the Spirit. Further-

more' there are many Supernatural things performed by imaginati-on,
dreams, and visions r a's very often many Mj.rac1es are wrought by
imaginat ionr 4s the speckled and spotted sheep were conceived by

the speckled st icks la id in the water.  The wise men from the
East were wanred by God i.n a dream, not to return again to Herod.
Their  Three Persons l ikewise, and their  Three Gif ts and Presents
have a peculiar and mystical sense; as also the Supernatural Star.
And the Dream of PILATIS wife, who fa1s1y condemned Jesus Christ
our lord and saviour, has not been Natural. Neither can the
vis ion of  the Holy Angels,  who appeared to the shepheards at  the
Nativity of christ, and to the woman, who came to the sepulcher
of  Chr ist ,  to see where his body was la id,  b€ accounted Natural .

Moreover, there have been often wrought many Supernatural things
by the Prophesies of  the Saints and Prophets.  Thus was the voice
of the Ass that spoke to Brr,EAM, not agreeable to conmon Nature;
and interpretation of Dreams by JOSEPH was likewise Supernatural.
God preserves us many t imes by his Holy Angels,  f rom great and
sad aecidents,  and del ivers us f rom per i ls  and dangers,  which
otherwise naturalJ-y would be impossible.

A1l"  th is,  and what else there may be, does belong to Div in i ty
and Heavenly things, and are to be regarded by the sou1. There
are besi-des these other Superreatr.ral things of the visible Creat-
ures of  God, as we do f ind,  see, and discern in the f i rmament
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planets,  and. stars,  together wi th the Elements,  which indeed are

beyond our reason, their  course only being observed by the spec-

ulations of Arithmetic. This now belongs to Astronomy, a.Ird is

a visi.bIe, nevertheless incomprehensible being, perfor:ning its

operation magnetically, wherein l ikewise many miracles are dis-

covered and for.rnd, which are altogether Supernatural. For you

are to understand, that Heaven works upon Earth, and the Earth

keeps correspondency with Heaven: For the Earth has l ikewise

Seven Planets in it, which are brought forth and wrought upon by

the Seven Heavenly Planets, only by a Spiritual impressi-on and

infusion; and in this manner all the Minerals are vrrought by the

Stars. This now is done Spiritually beyond our apprehension, and

therefore to be accounted not Natural ,  in the manner of  two, that

are enamoured. The men are v is ib le,  the love is invis ib le,  which

they bear one to another.  The body of  man is Spir i tual  and nat-
ural . ;  but  the love is invis ib le,  Spir i tual ,  incomprehensibler and
Supernatural, comparable to nothing e1s.e than to a Magneti cal
at t ract ion.  For the invis ib le love, which out of  af fect ion is
Spiritually attracted by imagination, is perfected by consummat-

i .on.

In l i.ke marlner, when Heaven bears love to the Earth, and the
Earth has love, i -nc1i"nat ion,  and af fect ion for  manr 8s the great
world for  the l i t t Ie one, because the l i t t l -e wonld is taken out
of the great, and when the Earth through the desire of an invisible
imaginati.on does attract such love of the Heavens, then is there
a conjunct ion made of  the Super ior  wi th the Infer iorr  l ike unto
a Husband and his wife, which are accounted one body: And after
such a conjr.mction the Earth becomes impregnated by such infusion
of the superior Heaven, and begins to bear a birth, accord.ing
to the infusion, which bir th is r ipened, af ter  i ts concept ion,
by the Elements,  and is di .gested to a perfect  matur i ty.  This is
l ikewise nr.unbered and accounted. amongst Superreatural things , viz.,
how the Supernatr:ral essence does perforrn its operation upon the
Natural.
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There are furthermore numbered amongst Supernatural things, all

Magical  and Cabal l is t ical  th ings,  being subject  thereunto,  whieh

do spring from the l ight of true lceowledge; not such as have their

or ig inal  f rom Superst i t ionr or unlawful  conjurat ion used by those

that conjure the Devi l .  This Magick is here not understood by

mei but such as was pract5-sed by those wise men or Magi,  which

came from the East, who gave their judgement of things by the

inspirat ion of  God, according to the t rue and r . rnforbidden Art '

which l ikewise was used by the Ancients, the EGYPTIAI'{S and ARA-

BIAI{S, who before wr i t ing was invented, did notep observe, and

remember their things by Signs and Characters.

Nei ther is the use of  such blessings forbidden, which Chr ist

the Son of  God himsel f  d id make use of ,  as the Scr ipture does

tel l  us:  And he took the Chi ldren, la id his hands upon them, and

blessed them. But those that are against  God, and his word'  are
just ly to be rejected, and not to be per:ni t ted,  for  they are not

Divine, but Devi l l ish;  but  such Supernatural  th ings,  which are

not contrary to God, nor his HoIy l t iord,  they belong to Magick,

which is no way hurt fu l  to the Soul .

Concerning Vis ions, Appar i t ions,  and the 1ike,  for  they have

oftent imes happened rrnto Holy Men, they are l ikewise deservedly

cor.mted amongst not Natural th.ings. For whatsoever a Man may
apprehend by speculat ion and reasoning, that  is  Supernatural ;  on

the contrary,  whatsoever he may handle,  see, and feel ,  that  is

Natural. -

Thirdly, the third part of things Natural and Supernatural,

does consist  in the Medici-ne or Physic,  ar is ing out of  every ones

hidden power and vir tue;  which Medicine made of  anythi .g,  must

be expel led out of  a v is ib le,  palpable,  and Natural  body; and be

reduced into a Spir i tual ,  Exal ted,  and Supernatural  operat ion:

That so the Spirit, whi-ch in the beginning was infused into, and
granted to that  body for i ts 1i fe,  i lay be unlocked, and rendered
penetrant to workr a.s a Spir i tual  Essence and f i re,  to which
there are lef t  i ts  Vent-holes to burn,  and so f inds no obstacl-e
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that  might choak, suppress,  or hinder the burning l i fe:  Otherwise

where the separation of the Soul and Spirit from the body does

not go before, there can no operation of any efficacy or advantage

fol low, according aS necessi ty requires:  For whatsoever is v is-

ib1e, palpable, and r-mseparated bodily, is Natural and corporeal' '

but  as soon as the separat ion is made, that  which is quick leaves

the deadr r€covers i ts perfect  operat ion,  and, because the Natural

body is separated the Spir i tual  Essence is loosened and freed to

penetrate, and is become a Spiritual Superrnatural Medicine.

To sum up al.l, all things, nothing excepted, that may be handled

and felt are Natural, but they must be made a Medicine be prepared

out of them. For the Supernatural alone has in it a l ively and

qui"ck virtue to work, but the Natural has but a dead palpable

fom. For when ADAM was Created, he was d.ead., and had no l ife

of any virtue; but as soon as the operatS-ng, quickning Spirit

entered j.nto him, he showed his l ively virtue and power by Super-

natural admirati.on.

In everything therefore, both Natural and Supernatural are

copulated as one, and jo ined together in their  habi tat ion,  that

every thing may be perfect. For of all things created in the

whole worId, some are Supernaturalr BS concerning only things

Spiritual and of the Soul-: But some are Natural and Supernatural
togetherr a's concerning the Elements and the firrnament; and such

are the Minerals,  Vegetables,  and Animals:  Which is discerned
and forrnd so to b€, when these are separated one from the other,
that the Soul goes out of the body, and the Spirit forsakes its
Soul, and leaving the body an empty habltation.

You are furthermore to r-mderstand and to observe, that both the
great and the l itt le world are made, formed, and Created out of one
and the sarne first matter, by an infinite and omnipotent essence,
in the beginning at that t ime, when the spirit of God moved upon
the water, who had been from eternity wi.thout begiming. The
great world., that is, Heaven and Earth, was made first; and then
the l itt le world, which is Man, was mad.e and fonned out of the
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great, arrd the water separated from the Earth. The water was
the Matter '  upon which the ever last ing Spir i t  of  God noved: Out
of  the noblest  Earthr a 's i ts quintessence, was formed. the aquosi ty,
which as yet was with the Earth, and all this was only Natural;
but after the inspiration of the warm Divine breath, there came
presently the Supernatural to it, that so Natural arrd Supernatural
were united and copulated. The great world is transitory, though
there shalI be a new Earth or world; but the l itt le world is ever-
last ing.  The great t ransi tory created world wi l l  be reduced into
nothingr 4s i t  has been made out of  nothing: But the l i t t le wor ld
wi l l  be c lar i . f ied by the Spir i t  of  God.,  because he has the possess-
i-on of itr and wil l make out of the first terrestrial water, an
heavenly clarif ied water. Then wil l follow, that the first matter
has been changed into the last ,  and the last  matter is made the
f i rst  again.  The reason why the great wor ld is t ransi tory,  is ,
because the Spir i t  of  God does not keep his seat and habi tat ion
i .n the great,  but  in the l i t t le wor ld:  For the.Man is the femple
of the Holy Ghost,  except he mal ic iously do def i le himsel f  to
Hel l - f i re;  that  so there might be a di f ference and that spir i t
remain in the l ittte worId, which he has formed after his own
i.mage , and made it a Holy Temple, Besid.es this , there are all things
in the Iitt le world, which are f or-md. in the great , viz. , Heaven
and Earth,  together wi th the Elenents,  and what belongs to them
of the firmament.

we do l lkewise find, that in the first creation, which was out
of  nothing, there did ar ise three thingsi  arr  essence l ike to the
Sou1, and a Spir i tual ,  and a v is ib le one, which d. id.  present a Mer-
cur ia l  Water,  a Sulphureous stream of br imstone, and a terrestr ia l
Salt. These three gave a complete and perfect, palpable and formal-
body to all things, wherein especially are fotmd all the four
Elenents perfect. But of this r have arread.y made mention in
my wrlt ings, but more particularly in a book of mine DE MICROSOSME.

But to speak something more of Natural and Supernatural and
corporeal we do find, that the Woman of CAI{MN was cured. of her
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bloody fIux, which had lasted twelve years, bV a touchi.ng only,

having only touched the Gannent of the Son of God; which distemper

of hers was Natural, but the Medicine was Supernatural, because

she had obtained this remedy of Christ the Lord by her faith.

In l ike manner do we see an excellent, high Supernatural mi.racle

in those three Men, SA-DRACH, MESACH, ?nd ABEDNEGO, who being cast

into the fiery fur':race, by the commandment of King NEBUCHADNEZffi,

were miraculously without any hr,rrt delivered by Gods mighty power,

Dart .  3.
Thus l ikewise the confusion of Tongues, and infusion of several

languages, which happened at the foolish building of the Tower of

BABEI, which should reach Heaven, has been reputed a Superreatural

wonder and miracle. Furthermore, it was a Supernatural sign,

that those ISRAEIITES, whj-ch should fight against the Army of the
MIDIAI{ITES, according to Gods command, must 1ap of the water with
their  Tongues as a dog 1aps. And the sending abroad of  the Dove
out of the Ark of NOAII, wh5.ch brought with her a green Olive-leaf ,
as a token of mercy, was a Divi-ne and Supernati.rral message. That
the Holy Man of  God MOSES did str ike wi th his staf f  the hard rock,
and the waters gushed out of  i t  at  th is stroak does transcend

humane reason. And i t  is  no less supernatural ,  that  the sal t -
water must beeome a sweet water f it to be drr:nk. And li.kewise
the dry passage of the rsrali-tes through the Red-sea, and that
AARENS staff did blossom are al.l Supernatural things.

lo sum up all, that Christ the Eterrral Son of God did raise
hi.mself out of the sepulcher through the sealed stone: That he
appeared to the two Di-sciples that went to EMAUS: And that he
mani. fested hi .msel f  to his Disciples,  the d.oors being fast  and
shut, these are things Divine and Supernatural. I could. a]-]-edge
more examples out of the Holy scriptures, but r sha1l pass them
over for  brevi tyes sake.

Amongst Supernatural things are likewise numbered a]-l- such signs
as happen in mines,of  bodi ly Appar i t i -ons of  Spir i ts,  Images,
Fari.es, and D,,rarfs, which in several kinds visibly do appear, a4d.
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do prognost i .cate ei ther good or bad success, ruin or r iches: As

also al l  the f igures of  Metals,  and other shapes which are for . rnd

in the Earth,  of  Men, Fj .shes ,  and other Beasts,  f ramed and formed

through the imaginat ion of  the three pr inciples,  but  d igested and
ni*anaA rarr  *he Earth and other Elements.  Wherer.mto do belong!  

- ! rvrrvs 
vJ v l r

l ikewise the Monsters of  the Eartho and such l ike th ings as are

for:nd in the Earth at some certaj.n times, of a wonderful form

and shape, af ter  the e:cpirat ion of  which t imes they are not to

be found, and yet on ar:.other time they do appear again.

To these we may refer al l  such shapes as are seen by means of

water,  looking-glasses, which yet are of  a di f ferent nature.  For

some are Natural  only,  and yet y ie ld Supernatural  shapes; But

other some are produced by conjurat ion,  which are nei ther Natural

nor Supernatural ,  but  devi l ish;  and therefore they belong to Witch-

craf t ,  and pious Chr is i ians are prohibi ted to pract ice them: As

l ikewise al l  such meansr 3s are'contrary to the l io ly Scr i -pture,

Gods word and Commandments,  are just ly rejected and refuted by

the true natural  Cabal ists.  I  do speak this,  that  you may make

a due di f ference, and 4 certain order of  Natural ,  Supernatural ,

and not Natural thi-ngs.
0f  the number of  Suoernatural  th ings are l ikewise al l  water

Spirits r 4s SYRENS , SUCCUBI, and other water Nynrphts , and what
belongs to them.

As also the Spir i ts that  are inhabi tants of  the Earth,  and those

of the Fire,  which are heard,  seen, and perceived; which br ing
sometime t id ings of  death,  or  some other mischance; arrd somet imes

do show, in certain places, r iches and treasure,  by appar i t ion.  To
which you may add the Spir i ts of  Fire,  which do appear in the
shape of f ire r or form of a burning candle; whi-ch indeed are all
Spir i ts,  and have impalpable bodies;  but they are not such Spir i ts

as those Spir i ts of  Hel1,  which do hunt af ter  mens Souls,  &s the

most precious jewelr  4s hel l ish luci fer ,  the Devi l  and his com-
pl ices do; which have been cast out wi th him: But they are such
Spir i ts,  which above Nature are the objects of 'Mens ad.mirat ion,
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and live only by the Elements, and are sustained and fed by them'

and with the dissolut ion of  th is Terrestr ia l  Wor1d, wi l l  be anni-

hi lated and vanish away, because there is no redeemed SouI in

them.

I shalJ. not insist longer upon this, but leave a further declar'-

at ion of  these circr .urstances for another occasion, when I  shal l

give you a singular account of Visi.ons, and Shap€s, and Spiritual

Appar i t ions,  which by the greater part  of  the wor ld are aceounted

to be not Natural, and yet are truely Natural, but they are for-md

Supernatural in their operation and wonderful quality.

For the further confi-rmation of my purpose, I do s4y, that there

are mary things to be fowrd in Medicine, which do show forth and

perforrn their operation Supernaturally, after a magnetical manner,

working only by an at t ract ive Spir i tual  power,  which is at t racted

through the Air ;  because the Air  is  the MEDIUM betwixt  the Med-

ic ine,  and the disease or distemper.

Like as the Loadstone always longs for,  and turns i tsel f  to i ts

Star, though this Star be marr.y thousand of miLes distant from

it ,  yet  is  the Spir i tual  operat ion and af fect ion so powerful  be-

twixt these two, that they are drawn together by that MEDIUM, the

Air ,  at  so great and vast a distance, but because this at t ract ive
power is general ly aclceowledged by al l  men, i t  is  grown a meer
CUSTOM, and so i t  is  held,  and nothing more of  abstruseness obser-
ved, what the or ig inal  is  of  th is operat ing power.

In l ike manner may distempers and- sores be cured and healed,
though the patient and the Physieian be far enough distant one
from the other,  not  by Benedi-ct ions or Conjurat ions,  and other
unlawful  prohibi ted means, which are contrary to God and Nature;
but by such means, wherein there is a magnet ical  at t ract ive power
to perforrn such things. As when a patient goes away, and leaves
the weapon wherewith he has been woundedr or some of the blood
which issued forth from the wound, with the Physici.an; if he do
proceed order ly using the r ight  meansr ?s one uses in binding up
and dressing of  a wound, he wi l l  certainly recover his former



health.  Thj .s is no Witchcraf t ,  but  th is heal ing is performed by

the at t ract ive power of  the Medicine, whieh by means of  the Air

is conveyed to the wound, and thereby cleansed, for  the performing

of th is Spir i tual  operat ion.
These expressions wil l- seem hard to many, and impossible to

Nature, and many wil l say this relation is against Nature, where-

by they wi1.l be moved to dispute and to argue this question,

whether i t  be Natural ,  or  no? Whether i t  be possible or no? 0r

whether this cure be not Witchcraft?

I  shal l  compose the di f ference thus: That th is cure is Natural ,

but the operation of the cure is Supernatural, because it is per-

formed only in arL attractive incomprehensible manner, And that

this manner of curing or healing is no Wi-tchcraft, I do demon-

strate thus,  because i t  is  not  mixed with any Witchcraf t  r  r ror

any other means, which are either unnatural, or contrary to God

the Creator, and his HoIy saving word; but being only Natural,

out of their Supernatural, invisi.ble , incomprehensj.ble, Spiritual,

and attractive power, which has its original from the Stars, and
perfor:ns i ts operat ion through the Elements.

Last ly,  that  th is cure is no Witchcraf t ,  I  do prove thus; be-
cause the Devi l -  takes rather a del ight  and pleasure in the sad
mischances of mankind, then that he should administer any help
for the wel fare of  Men: Which besides he cannot possibly perfornr

without Gods providence and gracious perrnission.
Much more might be written of this magneti-cal forrn, but to pre-

vent di .vers errors,  I  wi l l  let  i t  a lone, t i l - l  I  come to speak
somethi.ng DE MIRACULIS NATURALIBUSr or Natural Miracles of the

World.

Those gross and si l1y head-pieces, which nevertheless accowrt

themselves to be very wise Masters o f  Phi losophy, and al l  such

as have not the perfect  use of  their  senses, car:not f ind any
differnece in these things. But he that is wise and r.mderstand.ing,
lceows to distinguish the Natural from the Supernatural. For do
but observe and consider th is s imi l i tude, to demonstrate the t ruth
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of this thing by a rude example, that there are for.rnd. many beasts,
whieh die in the winter,  and l ie deadr so that there i -s no l i fe
to be discerned in them: But as soon as the warm Summer d.oes draw

nigh, the natural  heat gives them a new l i fe,  that  the reputed
carcase is fu1ly revived in the same substance, it has had in its'
l iving motion. Like an Herb, which dies in Winter, and does appear
new and fresh again in the spring. Now the dying of such things

is to be cor.mted Natural ,  but  the restor ing them to a new l i fe is
in its lcrowledge Supernatural. But because men are used to these
things, therefore the least part of them does regard that which
deserves a further enquiry, and give over the thoughts of things
both Natural and Supernatural.

Moreover' the greatest part of Men do pass by inbred and natural
disposi t ions,  which are l ikewise Supernatural i  as also abort ions,
and such as bring some tokens with them into the world, which
indeed are Natural, but through the occasioned imagi.nation show
themselves Supernatr,ral, whi-ch Superrratural forrn, and Supernatural
impressions have been produced by the Mother of the child through
thoughts ar is ing,  which unawares, and as i t  were by accident have
happened unto her. As we do see and find many a time, that many
men have naturally inbred gestures, which they are never abre to
leave, though they endeavour it never so nuch.

This inbred thing is Natural, but the conception in the Mothers
womb, caused by the imagination of such a thi-ng, is Supernatural,
and subject  to that  which is made by the impression of  Heaven.

Fina11y, if you wil l say that it is not true, that any one can
d'efend that which is Supernatural, with certain gror.rnd.s and rea-
sons, except he has learned the Natura!, which has its ori-ginaI
and for:n from the Supernaturalr yet he wil l (after he has studied.
it) by a certain invented experi 'nent be capable to demonstrate
that he is a conquerour of these that wil l not beli.eve that which
is Supernatural, and confute those that do presume to dispute of
Natural things, and because they are ignorant of the for.md.ation,
do nothing but talk id.eIy, and quarrel r.rrprofitably.
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CHAPTER II.

0F THE FIRST TINCTURE, THE R00T 0F METAI.

To return to my pur?ose and r.rndertaking, which is to discourse

by Gods permission, and to give an account of  the f i rst  Ti .ncture,

the Root and Bir th of  Metals and Minerals;  i t  is  to be observed,

that the Tincture,  whi-ch is the Root of  a l l  Metals,  is  l ikewise

a Supernatural f lying fiery Spirit, having its sustenance in the

and looking naturally for its habitation in the Earth and Water,

where it may rest and work. And this Spirit is for.md in all

Metals,  and more abr-rndant in other Metals then Gold:  For the Gold
is very c1ose, sol id,  and compact,  bV reason of  i ts  wel l  d igested,
r ipened, and f ixed body; therefore i t  can no more enter into the
body'  than the body does need. But other Metals have not such a
f ixed body, but their  pores are open and dispersed, therefore
ean the t inging Spir i t  abundant ly more penetrate and possess them;
but because the bodies of  other Metal-s are r , rnf ixed, the Tincture
l ikewise cannot stay wi th these r .mf ixed bodies,  but must go out
of them. And being the Ti.nctr.re of Gold d.oes i-n no other Metal-
abound more than in iron and copperr ds Husband. and Wife, their
bodies are destroyed, and the t inging Spir i t  f rom thence erpel led,
which breeds much blood in the opened. prepared. Gordr 3s by its
feeding does make i t  volat i le.  Therefore when the volat i le Gold
is f i l Ied by i ts meat and dr ink,  i t  takes up i ts own blood, d.oes
dry it up through its own internal f ire, with help and addition
of a moist  f i re,  and is again a conquest,  whieh d.oes f ix,  f la y,
produces the highest f ixedrress,  so that the Gold becomes a high
fixed Medicine, and cannot make a body again, by the reason of
the superabundant blood, except there be ad.d.ed to it a superfluous
body'  into which the abr:nd.ant f ixed bIood d.oes disperse i tsel f  ,
which jo ined metal l ic  bod.y is penetrated by the exceeding great
heat of  the f ixed blood of  the Lion, l ike f i re c leanrsed. f rom al l



impurity, and immed.iately ripened to a perfect maturity and fixed-

ness: That thus the servent enr iches f i rst  h is Lord and Master,

because the Lord cannot spare of his cloth to give away, bV reason

that Nature has granted him but one only Suit of Honour; and the

King can distribute again the i.nheritance, and Court-cloths of hi-s

Kingdom to his servents, after he has first taken and gathered

the Tr ibute of  h is subjeets;  that  so the Master and servent may

stay and cont inue together.  Nor need you to wonder at  th is,  that

the King must borrow of  h is servents,  because their  bodies are not

fixed and perma.nent, for they take up much, and can keep but small

credi t .  But i f  the King can part ic ipate of  i t ,  he can better

overcome heat and frost ,  than the leprous Metals.  And thus he

becomes by th is part ic ipat ion a Regent and Conquerour,  part icular ly

of  a l l  others,  wi th a great v ictory and tr iumph of  r iches and

heal th to a long I i fe.
T hnna ar^11 have r.mderstood atad learned enough for the beginningr rv} /v J v 4

of this d.j.scourse of Natural and Supernatural things and the first
Ti-ncture,  the Root of  Metals and Minerals,  whereupon the Corrrer-

stone is placed, and the true rock in general  is  founded, wherein

Nature has placed, and coneealed, or bur ied her abstruse and deep

hidden gi f t ,  v i .z. ,  in the f iery and t inged Spir i ts,  which Tincture
they got f rom the Starry Heaven, by the operat ion of  the Elemer: ts,
and are made able further to tinge and to fix, that which had no
tinctr-rre, and was unfixed before: Because that LUNA wants the
Suit  of  the golden Crown, together wi th the f ixedness, as also
SATIIRN, JUPIIER, and MER.CIIRY. And though MARS and VENUS do not
want this clothing, but may communicate the same to the other
fiver yet do I say, that they can do nothing for the gaining of
r iches without the Lion, because they are not for  their  need,
provided with the f ixedness of  their  Mercury,  and the f lexibleness

of their  Sal t ;  except the Li-on has overcome them in the f ight ,
and they are notably mended and bettered which meli.oration lyes
hidden in the Signate Starr  or  their  Load-stone, f rom which al l  the
Metals have received their  g i - f ts.
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I  do proceed, and in specie pass to the bir th and to the generat-

ion,  how the ARCHEUS does show and pour for th i ts power,  and dis-

plays i t ,  by which al l -  the Metal l ic  and Mineral  forrns are exposed

to the v iew, and are made formal,  palpable,  and corporeal ,  through

the Mi-neral, incomprehensible flying, f iery Spirits. Furthermore''

you are to lcrow, and with all dil i-gence to observer I ' Iot to pass

by with obl iv ion that which is of  great concernment,  nor to look

over that  which is most advantageous, and on the contrary to note

al l  a long the meer wr i t ing,  not  regarding the dr i f t  and scope:

For of  that  I  do wr i te here,  the highest wi l l  be rrndoubtedly

accor.mted. aJ-Id esteemed by many the lowest,  and the sl ightest

the highest mystery.

First  of  a l l  you are to hrow, that  a l l  the Metals and Minerals

of  the Earth have one only matter,  and one only Mother,  bV which

they in general  a l together have reieived their  concept ion and

perfect  bodi ly bir th.  And this matter,  which comes from the

Center,  does div ide i tsel f  in the beginning into three parts,  to

produce Some corporeal  th ing,  and a certain for :n of  every Metal .

These three parts are fed and nour i .shed by the Elements in the

Earth out of  i ts  body, t i l l  they become perfect .  But the matter '

which has i ts or ig inal  f rom the Centre,  is  f ramed by the Stars,

wrought by the Elements,  formed by that which is Terrestr ia l ,  and

is a lcrown matter, and the trtre Mother of Metals and Minerals :

And is such a matter and Mother,out of  which Man himsel f  has been

concei .ved, born,  nor.r ished and made corporeal :  And may be al- to-

gether compared to the mi-ddle world; for whatsoever is in the

great wor ld,  that  is  l ikewise in the l i t t Ie,  and whatsoever is in

the l i t t le wor ld,  that  is  l ikewise in the great:  And thus what is

in the great arrd l i t t le wor ld together,  that  is  f  owrd l ikewise
in the middle worId,  which jo ins the great and l i t t le wor ld,  and

is a Soul ,  which does r-rni te arrd copulate the Spir i t  wi th the body.
This SouI is compared to Water,  and is indeed a r ight  t rue Water,
yet  does not wet l ike other Water,  but  i t  is  an heavenly Water,

found dry in a Metal l ic  l iquid substance, and a Soul-  l ike Water,



which loves al-l Spirits, and does r.mite them with their bodies 
'

and br ings them to a perfect  l i fe.  Therefore i t  is  certain '  that

the Water is a Mother of  a l l  Meta1s, which being heated by a warm

Aereal f irer 4s is the Spirit of Sulphur, brings l ife into the

terrestrial body through its ripening, wherein the Salt is appar-'

ently for,md, whi.ch does preserve from putrefaction, that nothing

may be consumed by coruption. In the begS-nning, and in the birth

is wrought f i rst  of  a l l  the Quick-si lver,  which yet l ies open

with a subt i l  coagulat ion,  because there is but l i t t Ie of  the

Salt cornmunicated to it; whereby it shows more a Spiritual, thart

a corporea1 body. Other Metals,  which are der ived from i ts Ess-

ence, and have more Sal t ,  which makes them eorporeal ,  do fo l low

after th is.  I  begin wi th the Spir i t  of  Mercury.

]HAPTER III.

OF TI{E SPIRIT OF MERCIIRY .

Although I do use a peculiar style i-n my writ ings, which wil l

seem strange to many, Vet there is suf f ic ient  cause for i - t .  I t

is  suf f ic i .ent ,  I  say,  to insist  upon my erper ience, and not to

regard other mens idl.e speeches, because I have attained to the

lmowledge of these th5.ngs, and seeing goes always before heari-ng;
and that which has its for.ndation is preferred before that, which

has no ground at  a l l .  Therefore,  I  say,  that  aIL v is ib le,  and
palpabJ-e th5.ngs are made out of the Spirit of Mercury, which is
beyond al.l the terrestrial things of the whole world, and aJ-J-
things are made out of it, and have their original from j-t. For
therein is all to be for"md, that can do all, what the Artist does
desi . re to enquire into.  I t  is  the pr inciple to work MetaLs, being
nade a Spiritual Essence, which is a meer Ai.r, and flys to and
fro wlthout wings, and is a movi.ng wind, whi-ch after its erpul-
sion out of its habitation by VULCAN, is d.ri.ven i-nto its CHAOS,
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into which i t  entrets again,  and does resolve i tsel f  i tno the

Elements,  where.  i t  is  at t racted by the Stars,  af ter  a magnet ical
manner r out of love, from whence it went forth, and was vrought

out before,  b€cause i t  d.esired to be r . ln i ted again wi th i ts l ike.

But when the Spirit of Mercr.rry can be taken, and made corporeal,
i t  does then resolve i tsel f  into a bod,y,  and becomes a c lear,
faj.r, and transparent Water, which is true Spiritual Water, and

the f i rst  Mercur ia l  Root of  MineraLs and Meta1s, Spir i tual ,  un-
perceiveable, incombustible, without any commixition of the terr-
estrial aquosity. ft is that heavenly Water, of which much has

been written, for by this Spirit of Mercury all Metals may be, if
need requires,  d i .ssolved, opened, and without any corrosive reduced

or resolved i .nto their  f i rst  Matter.  This Spir i t  renews both
Man and Beastr l ike the EAGT,Ei consumes whatsoever is bad, and

produces a great Age to a long l i fe.  Thi-s Spir i t  of  Mercury is
the chief Key of all my other Keys, of which r have written in
the beginning. Therefore wi l l  I  cal l ;  Come ye blessed of  the
Lordr be ye anointed with 0i1,  and refreshed with Water:  Embalme
your bodies,  that  they may not putr i f ie,  Set a bad scent and st ink:
For the heavenly water is the beginning, and the oi1 a medium,
which does not br.rn, because it i-s made out of a Spiritual Sulphur;
and the balsom of salt is corporeal, which is r:nited with the
water by means of the oiI; whereof r shall give you hereafter a
more ample accor:nt ,  where I  do intend. to speak and to wr i te,  some-
thing more concerning these things.

And to declare fr,rrther the Essence, matter and for:n of thj-s
spir i t  of  Mercrrry;  r  must te l l  your that  i ts Essence is soul  l ike,
its matter sp5.ritua1, and its for:n terrestrial, which yet must
be wrderstood by some incomprehensible thing. These are ind.eed.
hard words and expressions, and there are ma.ny that will think,
that these are vain and idi-e repetit ions, and strange sayings,
which do produce nothing else but strange thoughts. rs is t:rre,
r  confess,  they are strange, and do require strange people that
wil l r,mderstand the meani.ng of them. rt is not a thing written
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for country-men, how they must grease their'wagons: Nor is it a
speech for those, whi .ch have not got the lcrowledge of  th is kt ,
though they imagine themselves to be never so wj.se. But this
man alone r do repute to be learnedrwhich besides the word. of
God, does make enquiry by a tnre }ceowledge into terrestrial thi.ngs,
which come wrder the judgenent of reason, and learns to lmow the
darlcress out of l ight, ar:,d to choose the seeming bad before the
good.

Touching the begirTning of this Spirit of Mercury, this is need-
less to larow, because it is of no benefit, nor can it do you any
good. But observe, that its beginning is superrraturally from
Heaven r the Stars , and ELements , granted in the beginning of the
first Creatj.on, to enter f i.rther into a terrestrial being. And
because thi .s is needless,  as I  have told Vour leave that which is
Heavenly to the souI, and apprehend it by faith; that which is of
the stars,  ret  l ikewi.se a1one, because such j .mpressi .ons of  the
Stars are invisible and incomprehensible; the Elements have alreadw
brought forth this spirit perfect into the world, through the
nour ishment of  i t ,  therefore d.o not meddle wi th them nei ther;  for
no marl cart make any Element but the Creator alone, a4d. insist
upon thy spirit already produced., whi.ch is both formal and not
forrnalr comprehensible and incomprehensible, and yet does appear
visibly, and you have the first mateerr out of which are grown
all Metals and Minerals, and is one onJ.y thing, and such a matter,
which does r.rni.te itself with the Sulphtr of the nert following
chapter, and is coagulated with the salt of the Fifth chapter,
so that i t  becomes one body and a perfect  Medieine of  a l l  Metals,
not only to generate in the begir:ning in the Earthr ?s in the
great wor ld,  but  a lso,  wi th help of  a moist  f i re,  to change and
transmute together with the augmentation in the little world.. Let
this not seem strange to vour because the most high has thus per-
mitted it, and Nature has wrought it.

There are many in the world which wil l not believe this, and do
think i t  impossible,  that  v i l i f ie and d.espise these myster ies,
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which they in no wise r,rnderstand. Those rnay conti.nue in their
folly l ike asses and bloclcheads, t i l l  they are i l l-uminated, which
does not happen without the wil l of God, but comes by his provid-
ence. But wi-se and experienced men, which have wrought in the

sweat of thei.r brows, wil l bear me witness, and confirm the truth';

and likewi.se avouch, that they rea1ly believe and think, that
whatsoever I do write here, is nothing but truth, as true as Hea-
ven and HeJ.I is made and ordained for the elect and damned, for
a reward of good and evil. I do not write with my hands only,
but my heart acld Soul does compell and lrge me to do it, because
that many coneeited, i l luminated, reputed skil-Iful worldrings
do hate,  en\ry;  d isparag€, rai l  4t ,  and persecute th is mystery
to the outmost skin, or to the i.nmost kernal, whi-ch has its orig-
inal from the centre. But I am sure, that t ime wirl come, when my
marrow is vanished, and these bones of  mine is dr ied up, that
some people wil l si.ncerely take my part, though r am in my grave,
and would be wi-l l ing to f etch my from the dead, if God would
perrnit it '  but that wil l be a thing impossible. Therefore I have
left thern in writ ing, whereby their faith and confidence wi]l have
a seal  of  certainty a:rd t ruth,  to bear wi tness of  me, what has
been my last  wi l l  and testament,  which r  have lef t  to the poor,
and to alL the adnirers of  myster ies.  Thougn i t  d id not become
me to write so many things, vet could r not, without doing hr.rt
to my soul do otherwise, then to drive a glance and brightness
through the clouds, that the day may appear, and the obscure night,
together with the cloudy and dark tempests may be dispersed.

But how the ARCHAEUS works further by the spirit of Mercury
in the Earthr or in the veins of the Earth, you are to und.erstand.,
that after the spiritual seed. i.s framed. fbom above by the impre-
ssion of the stars, and fed and nourished. t lrrough the Elements r
th is seed is changed into,  and is become a Mercur ia l  water:  As
in the beginning the great world l ikewise was made of nothing;
for the spir i t  moved. upon the water,  and thus was this cold,
waterish, and terrestrial Creatrrre revived to l ife by an heavenly
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warmth. rt was in the great world the Power of God, and the
operat ion of  the l ight  of  Heaven; in the l i t t le wor ld l ikewise
the Power of God, and the operation by his dj-vine and holy breath
to work in the Earth. Frrrthermore, the Almighty did grant and

ord.ain means, f or the performing of the same, that the Creature

rnight get power to work upon another creature, and one might help

and promote the other, for the perforrning and perfecting of al. l
the works of the Lord. Thus was granted to the Earth an influence
to generate by the luminaries of Heaven, and likewise an internal
heat to warm & to ripen that which was too cold for the Earth,
by reason of its aquosi ty, and thus every creature a peculi.ar
Genius according to its kind; that so there is raised a subtile
sulphureous steam by the starry Heaven; not a conmon, but another
clar i f iedr c lean, artd pure steam, separated from others,  whi .ch do
unite itself with the t{ereurial substance; by which warm property
in a long time the humidity is dried. up by Iitt le and litt le, and
then the soul  l ike property being jo ined with i t ,  which gives the
body and balsom of maintenance, and works before too upon the
Earth by a spiritual and starry influence. Thus happens then a
generat ion of  Metals,  according to the commixt ion of  the three
pr inciples,  and according.as they take in more or less of  these
three, so the body is for :ned. r f  so be the spir i t  of  Mercury is
directed. and forsed from above upon Animals, then is there prod.uced
an Animal being; but if i t seizes upon vegetables, a vegetable
work is brought iorth. And if i t fa1ls upon Mi.nerars, by reason
of its infused nature, there wil.J. spring thence Minerals and Meta1s.
Nevertheless, every one is differently wrought: The Animals by
artother forrn by themselves, the vegetables after a manner proper
to.  themselves, and the Minerals l ikewise in another fashion, every
one after a singular way: t{thereof in specie much more might be
written, and a Eore ful1 and exact relation might be mad.e.

Here may be justly demandedr how this spirit of Mercury may be
had and obtainedr or how it is to be made, and which w?vr and
after what manner it may be prepared, that it may cure distempers,
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and change and alter a1-l Metals of the ignobler kindr 4s they are
generated in the l itt le worId, by a transmutation and augmentat-
ion of  their  seed? Many wi l l  expect ar l  answer to th is quest ion,

which I shal-J. not keep back from them, but faithfully discover,

as much as I have leave by Gods command and judgement, in the

marrner as follows.

Take in the name of the Lord red mineral quicksiLver, whi.ch

looks l j.ke Cinnabar, and the best mineral Gold that can be gotten;

take an equal  quant i ty of  them both,  and gr ind them together,

before they have been in any fire r portr upon them an 0i1 of Mer-

cury made by itself, out of the conmon putrif ied and sublimed

Quicksilveri digest them for a month, and you wil l have arr ex-

traction, whi-ch is more heavenly than terrestrial. Disti l l  gently

this extraction in BALr\EO MARIE r and the phlegrn comes over, and
the ponderous 0i1 remains in the bottom, which takes up r .mto i t -
self all Meta1s in a moment. Add to this three times the quantity
of  Spir i t  of  wine, c i rculate i t  in a pel ican t i l l  i t  becomes
blood red, and has iecovered an i .ncomparable sweetness. Pour
of f  the Spir i t  of  wine, and add to i t  f resh Spir i t  of  wjne. Repeat
this so long'  t i I1 the whole matter be dissolved. into an exceed-
ingly sweet and Ruby coloured transparent l iquor, which mingle
afterwards together. Pour it upon white calcined Tartar, and
disti l l  i t with a strong fire in ashes, and the spirit of wi-ne
remaj.ns behind with the Tartarr but the Spirit of Mercury comes
over. This Spirit of Mercurlr being mixed with the Spirit of Sul-
phur sol isr  together wi th i ts sal t ,  whosoever sha1l  br ing them
over thus joined and rrnited together, that they may not be sep-
arated in INFINITUM, he wi]. l have such a work (if so be it d.oes
receive its ferment in a due measrtre and prefixed. term, with Gold
by a solution, and is brought in its perfect maturity to a plus-
quam perfection) to which nothing may be compared, for the pre-
venting of diseases and poverty, and. for a rich and superfluous
recreat ion of  the body as wel_l  as of  good.s.

This is the way to obtain the spirit of Mercury, which r have
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discovered so farras the Highest Emperior has given me leave to
d.o. I hope you wil l use wisely and discreetly my Manual Operati.ons
required to this work, and laid open by me, that you may not
suffer in HelJ. fire for my faithful warrrings; because the door

which gives entrance to the l.Jngs Court, is r.mlocked. and opened

by one Key alone, which cures al l  d istempers,  as the hopsie,
Consr.unpt ion,  the Gout,  The Stone, The Fal l ing-sic lcress,  Apoplery,

Leprosie,  and of  what na^rne soever they be in general .  This is l ike-
wise a remedy for al-l sorts of French-pox, and all other old
last ing sores,  as the WoIf ,  Tetters,  Wor:ns,  Fistules,  Cancer,
Spreading and fretting Ulcers and Holes, as I have di.scovered too,
and hidden nothing from you.

r l ina' l ' l r r  ^hserve this,  that  you wi l l  make lceown only th is,  and-+3re5J t  vv

no more, that, b€cause any Art has its beginning and original
from the Spirit of Mercury, which is quickened and revived by the
spiritual sulphi.rr, that an heavenly thing does rise from them
together, and with, and by the salt they become corporeal and
fotmal;  but  the pr incipal  of  the sou1, the spir i t ,  and. the body,
you wi. l l  let  i t  be and cont inue a Load-stone r  3s rear ly i t  is ,
and connot be accotmted to be any other thing. But the finat sum
is this, that without the spirit of Mercury, which is the only
Key to make the corporeal  Gold Potable,  the Phi losophers Stone can
never be made nor prepared. Do not object  againstr  r ror  contrad. i -ct
th is sentence, but keep si lence: For r  wi l l  g ive over speaking,
because sj . lence is i rnposed upon you and me by the competent judge,
and begin the execution yourself , leavi:eg fr.rrther enquiry to
anbther,  which has not as yet  p leaded his cause.



C}IAPTER IV.

OF THE SPIRIT OF COPPER.

The Star named. \ENUS is hard. and very d"iff icult to be reckoned,

as all the Mathematieians and Astronomers must bear me wi-tness;

for her course d.oes much differ from the other Six Planets, there-

fore her Nat j -v i ty is l ikewise of  another nature;  because the bir th

of \ENUS does possess the first table after MERCURY.

As concerning the generation of Metals, MERCIIRY makes effect-

uaI,  but  VENUS does inci te,  and gives lust  and desi . re,  together

with beaut i fu lness, which d.oes occasion i t .  Though I  do not esteem

myself ,  nor take upon me to be an Astronomer,  to whom the account

of the heavenly motion is lceown, because I ought to spend my time

in prayers in the House of  God: Nevertheless,  that  the remainder

of  the t ime, af ter  Div ine service is performed, may not pass

idley away, I  have resolved to spend the rest  of  my t ime in en-
qui.reing into natural things. Thus it i"s a hard matter to find

out what is produced and brought forth by VENUS r or whence VENUS

has taken her beginning and original, because she is clothed to
excess 

'  
wi . th that  she has no need of  ;  and on the other s ide must

want r that she stands i.n need of , as touchi-ng her fi.xedness.
But you are to lcrow, that 1ENUS is clothed with an heavenly

sulphr.rr, which does far exceed the splend.our of the sun, because
there is forrnd much more sulphr.rr in her, than in Gold. But that
you may learn what the matter is of the said Sulphur of Gold, which
dwells and reigns abr.rndantly in vENUs, and of which r have spoke
so much, lcrow then, that it is l ikewi-se a flying and very hot
spirit, which can search and penetr-'ate all, and also digest,
ripen, and. bring to matr.rrity, vjz., the imperfect Metal i-nto
perfect ,  which the r . rnexper ienced d.oes not bel ieve. r f  you ask,
how the Spir i t  of  Copper can r ipen, and br ing to perfect ion other
imperfect  Metals,  i t  being i tsel f  ,  in i . ts body imperfect ,  and
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not fixed.? I arrswer r ds I have told alread.y, that this Spirit

cannot have or hold in Copper a f ixed body for an habi tat ion;
therefore the habi tat ion being burned by f i re,  the guest goes

out of  i t  l ikewise, and must leave his habi tat ion wi th impat ience,
for he dwells therei-n l ike a hireling. But in the fixed body

of Gold he has a protect ion,  that  nothing can dr ive him out wi th-

out the sentence of  a pecul i .ar  judge, because he has taken possess-

ion of  h is habi tat ion l ike an heir ,  and has taken root in that
f ixed bodyr that  cannot be cast out so easi ly.  The Tincture,  which
\ENUS has obtained, is l ikewise to be for.md in MARS, y€4, much more
powerful ,  h igher,  and more excel lent ;  for  MARS is the Husband,
VENUS the Wife; whereof I have spoken more at large in those
writings of mj-ne concerning them. This Tincture is l ikewise
fowrd in Verdi-grease and Vi t r io l ,  as in a Mineral ,  of  which a
whoLe volume might be written: And in all these thi-ngs there i s
found a sulphr,rr, which does burn, and yet another sulphur, whi.ch
does not burrr ,  which is a wonderful  work.  The one is whi te,  the
other red in the operating birth: But the right and true sulphur
is incombust ib le:  For i t  is  a meer and tnre spir i t ,  out  of  which
is prepared art  incombust ib le OiI ,  and is indeed the Sulphur out
of  which the Sulphur of  Gold,  out  of  one and the same root,  is  mad.e
and prepared. I  do discover many.secretsr-  which ought not to be
done; but f .do not heow how to help i t .  To conceal  ar1,  is  l ike-
wise a th ing unanswerable,  vet  i t  is  good not to do over:nuch; as
r have desired in that  protestat ion of  miner not to forget my
request.

This Sulphur may very well be called and christened the Sulphur
of  the wi .se,  because in i t  is  for :nd al l  wisd.om, i f  you accept
the Mercur ia l -  spir i t ,  which is to be preferred, and with i t ,
together with the Salt of MARS must be r.rni.ted through a Spiritual
copulat ion,  that  three may be brought to a correspondency, and
be exal ted into one operat ion.

This Spiritual Sulphur does l ikewise and in the salne manner
der ive i ts spi .o ine]  f r  nm the Upper Region, as the Spir i t  of
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Mercury does, but with another forrn and fashion, whereby the Stars

do show a separation in fixed and r.mfixed., in t inged and not t inged

things. The Tincture does consist  only in the Spir i t  of  Coppert

and chief ly of  i ts  consort ,  and is a meer steam, st inking and of

a very iII scent in the beginning: And this mist must be resolved'

in a l iquid manner, that the stinking incombustible Oil may be

prepared out of  i t ,  which yet must have i ts or ig inal  f rom MARS.

This 0i1 is easily joined with the Spirit of Mercury, and do soon

take up al I  metal l ine bodies,  bei-ng f i rst  prepared according to

the accor.mt given by me in my Keys.
I do not keep here any order of the Planets, and that justly,

not wi thout some reason; for  I  do fo l low their  generat ion,  that

is, the order and rank which I do follow because IENUS has much
Sulphur, she has been together with MARS, digested and ripened
sooner than any other Metals;  but  because they have had but l i t t le

help from the inconstant Mercury, being he had no room left him
to work harder, by reason of the superabr-mdant Sulphur, they could
not receive or obtain a mel iorat ion of  their  r :nf ixed bodies.  Now
will I discover a mystery to you, that GOLD, \ENUS and MARS, have
in them one and the sarne Sulphur r or:€ f incture , and the same Matter
of  their  Tincture,  which Matter of  the Tincture is a Spir i t ,  a
Mist ,  and Frme, as has be€n said before,  whi-ch has penetrated.,
and d.oes penetrate al-l bodies: If you can bring it into captivity,
and do actuate it with the spirit, which is for.md in the saLt of
MARS, artd then do jo in wi th the same the Spir i t  of  Mercury,  accord-
ing to their weight, and do separate them from aJ-J. impurity, that
they become sweet,  and sweet-smel1ing, wi thout any corrosive,  vou
have then a Medicine, to which nothing in the worrd. may be com-
pared; if you ferrnent this Medicine with the shining Sun, you have
made an ingress, which is penetrant to work and" to transmute all
Metals.

0 Eternal wisdom, what thanks must be rend.ered r,mto thee, for
these great myster ies,  which yet the chi ldren of  men do not regard
at all, and do scorre to enquire, and to learn what thou hast hidden
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j .n Nature. They see it with their eyes, and do not }ceow it; they

hold it in their hands, and do not comprehend it; they touch and

handle it, and do not larow what they have r or what they make,

because the inward part is concealed from them.

I wil l lastIy real.J-yr out of love to God, discover yet this r.mto

your that the root of the Philosophical Sulphr.r, which is an

heavenly Spirit, together with the root of the Spiritual Super-

natr.ral Mercury, and the principle of the Supernatr.ral SaIt, is
j-n one, and i.s for-md in one matter, out of which the Stone has

been before me, is made, and not in many things; although the

Mercury be d.rawn by itself by alJ- the Philosophers, and the Su1-

phur by itself, besides the SaJ-t apart. That so Mercury is found

in one, and the Sulphur in one, and the Salt in one. Notwith-
standing all this, I do teII Vour that this is to be r,mderstood

of their superfluity, which is fowrd most in every one, a-nd par-

tieulary i.n many ways may be used profitably, and prepared to a
Medicine and transmutation of Metals. But the Universal, 4s the
greatest treasure of terrestrial lcrowledge and wisdom, and of al. l
the three princioles, is one on1y thing, and is for.rnd in one only
thing, and drawn out of it, whieh can reduce all Metals into one
only thing, and i-s the true Spirit of Mercury, and the Soul of
Sulphur joined together with the Spiritual Salt, i-nclosed. wrdeir
one heaven, and dwelJ.ing in one body, and is the Dragon and the
Eagle, it is the King and the l ion, it is the Spirit and the body,
which must t inge the body of  Gold to be a Medicine, whereby i t  gets
abundant power to tinge others its consorts.

0 Blessed Med.ici-ne, granted by God thy Creator! 0 heavenly
Loadstone of that great attractive love! 0 bor-rntiful substance
of Metals, how great is thy powerr how wrsearehable i-s thy vi-rtue,
how stout is thy eonstancy? He is blessed upon Earth, that has
got a real krowledge of thy l ight, which the world takes no notice
of. He shaIl not suffer poverityr rro distemper shal1 touch him,
no disease shal1 do him any hurt, t i l l  to the prefixed time of
death, and to his last hour, which the King of Heaven has set
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and. pref ixed. I t  is  impossible for  a l l  the tongues of  Men to ex-

press and to declare the wisdom, which is la id in the t reasure of

this for.rrtain. A11 the Oratours must become dumb, and be brought

to confusion, nay be astonished and made uncapable of  speaking

anything, if they should behold and }crow the Supernatural Majesty'.

And I an arnazed myself, when I do think and consi.der, that I have

reveal-ed so many things; but I hope with my prayers to prevail

wi th God, that  he may not lay th is to my charge as a mortal  s in,

because I  have begun this work in his fear,  have obtained i t  by

his mercy,  and have revealed i t  to his glory and prai-se.

0 most Holy and ever last ing Tr in i ty,  I  do give unto thee both

with my heart  and mouth,  praise,  honour,  and glory,  for  that  thou

has revealed to me the great wisdom of the terrestr ia l  wor ld,  b€-

sides thy Div ine Word, whereby I  have got the lcrowl-edge of  thy

Almighty power, and SupernaturaL miracles, which men wil-l not

aclaeowledge. I  do most humbly beseech thee to grant unto me fur-

ther prudence and ]arowledge, to rnake use of their power and virtue

with perpetual  thanksgiv ing to thee, to the benef i t  of  my neigh-

bour,  and to my own welfare as wel l  Spir i tual  as Corporal .  That

so thy name may be praised, magnif ied,  and glor i f ied,  for  a l l  thy

creatures both in Heaven and on Earth, and my enemies may aclcrow-

ledge that thou art  a Lord fu l l  of  inf in i te wonders,  that  they

l ikewise once may repent and be converted, and not per ish in the

dar lceess of  fa lsehood. So help me and us al l -  God the Father,

O Seraphin, 0 Ch'erubin, how great
are thy wonders and works, look in mercy upon thy Servent, and

turn thy th ine anger f rom him, because he has revealed these things.
Concerning the generat i .on of  Copper,  the reader is moreover to

which has and does yield abr,mdance of gumr 4s is the Pine and

Fir- t ree'  wi th other sorts of  t rees more, which gum is the Sulphur

of  the t ree, whieh dr ives out somet imes this gum at the s i -des of
it r by reason of its too great abundance, and because it cannot
harbour it alJ-. Such a tree now, that is t inged wi-th so much
fatness by Nature, and the ripening of the Elements, burrls and
takes fire inmediately; neither is it heaqy, and is never so dur-
abl-e as oak, and the l ike hardwood, which i-s solid and compact,
and has not i is  pores so openr zs that  sort  of  r ight  wood, that
the Brimstone might abr.mdantly reign in it. But therefore has
the 0ak-wood more Mercury, and a better saIt, than the pine or
Fir- t ree.

And such wood is never so much apt to swim upon the waterr a.s the
Fir- t ree is,  because i t  is  c1ose, sol id,  Errrd compact,  that  the
Air in it cannot bear it up. The same is to be r-md.erstood. of
Metals,  but  especial ly of  Gold,  which,  by reason of  i ts  much f ixed.
and wel l  r ipened qu5.ck-si Iver,  has a most sol id,  compact,  c lose,
f ixed, and invincible body, to which nei ther f i re or water,  nei- ther
air, nor any putrifaction of the Earth can do any hurt, because
i ts pores are elosed up, and the corrupt ing power of  the Elements
cannot in jure i . t .  which f ixednessrand sol id,  and compacr con-
junct ion do demonstrate i ts natural  ponderosi ty,  which is not to
be for.rnd or proved in other Metal"s, which may be di-scerned not
only by weighing it in a pair of scalesr but you wil l f ind" it
l ikewise, if you put but a scrtrpel of pure gold upon a hundred.
pound weight of quicksilver, it wilJ- falJ- presently to the bottom,
whereas all other ponderous Metals, 1aid. upon quick-silver swim
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upon it, and do not sink to the bottom, because their pores are
more largely extended, that the air or wind may pass through them
to bear them up.

tr\rrthermore, concerning the Spirit of \ENUS or Copper in Physic,
you are in fine to observe, that it is for.md very necessary and
wholesome in its virtue and efficacyc not only that Spirit which

Outwardly i t  does pur i f ie,  and searches for the certain kernel ,
where the cure artd working Medicine may fasten, and have its beg-
inn5.ng. But inwardly it searches and penetrates throughlyrand
finds out any malignity in the body of Man. ft is l ike to the
noblest wound-drink; there is no imposthume, but it is cured by

To sum up all, I do s"yr if you trave a special care of this
spirit of copper, it wil l work such wonders both inwardly and
outwardly, as wj-l1 be accounted of all incred.ible and Supernatural.
And thus much of the Spirit of Copper.

Lastly, and to conclude all, you are to }arow, that the spirit of
copper is a hot spirit, penetrant and searching, consrrming all
the bad hunours and phlegm, both i.n Men and Metals, and may be
justry aceounted the crown of Physic. rt is very fiery and pi_erc-
itg' incombusti-ble, Vet Spiritual- and without forrn; and therefore
is capable l ike a Spirit to further in particular the ignition,
digestion, and ripening of things wi-thout form.
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And if you are a trLre enquirer into Natures ARCAT{Arlet this Spirit

be recommended unto your it wiJ-l never forsake you in any nec-

cessi t ies,  or  wants ei- ther of  heal th or r iches, i f  you do exact ly

observe, and just ly administer i t .  I  am in hopes my requests

and d.esires wiJ.l once find place with, and be heard of many whieh'

make enqui.ry into Nature, and are very desirous to search after

and to learn i ts secrets.  Therefore they wi l l  whet their  senses'

open their eyes, and give leave to their ears, that such thi-ngs

may be learned out of thj-s relation of mine, that never were ob-

servedr ror rightly rrnderstood before, which are for-rnd in this

Spirit of Copper both inwardly and outwardly. He that wil l not

give heed to nor observe and r,rnderstand these writ ings of mine,

has not found out many mysteries, nor enquired with constartcy

and truth without me, neither learned or got any profitable lmow-

Iedge.

out of  one First  Matter,  and. generated and born out of  one seed,
yet is there a manifold di f ference of  their  opinions, because t t re
operat i .on of  the stars has occasi .oned this,  arrd not wi thout a
cause; for  the inf luence of  the great wor ld works the other,  (narnely
the di f ference of  opinions) af ter  i tsel f  in the l i t t le wor ld. ;
because al l -  the opinions, Nature and thoughts together,  wi th the
whole complexion of Man, do derive their original only from the
inf luence of  the Stars of  Heaven, and do show themselves according
to the Planets and Stars, where nothing can withstand., nor obstruct
such an inf luence, because the generat ion of  their  perfect ion is
already perfor:ned and brought to a period or f inished. Eor exam-
ple, a man j.s naturally inclined to study, one has a mind for
Div in i ty,  another for  the study of  the Law, the th i rd for  physic,

the fourth wi l l  be a Phi losopher.  Besides al I  th is,  there are

innumerable.

As we do f ind,  i f  a man has once taken

up a resolution in his mi-nd.r and laid a foundati-on upon it, that

no man is able to bring or keep him from it, that he should not

So obst inately stand upon i t ,  death only excepted, whi .ch at  last

c loses up al l .  The same is to be rrnderstood of  Chemists and A1-

chemi-sts,  which having got once into the Secrets of  Nature,  do

not intend to give them over so easi ly,  except they have more

exactly searched, Nature, and wholly absolved'.and finished the

stud.y thereof,  which yet is no easie matter.  Thus you are l ike-

wi-se to r-rnderstald of Metals, that accordi.ng as the infusion and

i-rnagination happens from above r so happens the fotm li-kewise;

although Metals are altogether called Metals, artd are indeed
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Metals, Vet as you have r-mderstood by the di-vers opinS.ons of men,

which are altogether men out of one matter, there may be manifold

and divers Metals, of which one has got an hot and dry, another

a cold and moist, another a mixed complexion and nature. There-

fore,  b€cause the Metal  of  MARS has before others been ordered

by a gross Salt in the greatest quantity in its degree, its body

is the hardest,  most inf1exi .b1e, strongest,  and coursest,  whi-ch

Nature has thus granted and appropriated to it.

It contains the least part of Mercury, a l itt le more it has of

Sulphur, but the greatest part of SaIt: And from this mixture is

sprung its corporeal being, and is thus born into the world, with

the help of  the Elements.  I ts Spir i t  is  in operat ion equal  to

other Spirits: But if the true and right Spirit of Iron can be

di.scerned, I do reaIly, and not r.mwisely tell yollr that one grain

of its Spirit or qui.ntessence, taken and admini-stered in Spirit

of  wine, comforts and strengthens a mans heart ,  mind, and courage,
so that no fear of  any of  h is enemies may be perceived: I t  st i rs

up a l ion l ike heart within him, and does inflame to begin and
consummate a fight with IENUS. If the conjr:nction of MARS and
vENUs does rightly happen i-n a certain constell-ation, they have
success, v ictory,  and conquest,  both in love and sorrow, in f ights
artd peace, and wiJ-l continue of one mind, though the whol-e world
should bear a spleen and enrnity against them.. But because I arn
an Ecclesj .ast ical  manr I  have subjected mysel f  to Spi . r i tual i ty,
and have reconmended my Soul to God, without enticing of humane
eoncupisence, and al}.rrements of the lust of the flesh, whi.ch
being unper:nitted, prepare a way to HeIl; but Gods eommand , f ear,
and perrni.sslon of the wil l of men, l icenced by his command, make
the way ready for Heaven, if they do perservere i-n the true worship
of, and the tnre l ively faith in the Throne of Grace, the Med.iator
and Intereessor Jesus christ orlr savior.rr, This spirit cures,
dispells and heal-s wonderfully all Martial di.stempers, as the
Dysentery or Bloody-f1ux, the courses of  women, whi te and red,
any loosness and open sores in the Iegs, bones, and whole body,



together with aJ-J- such di.stempers both inward and outward, by what

name soever they may be ealledr 4s are occasioned by bloody-IVIARS,
the names whereof I  sha1l  forbear to reci te,  because these dis-
tempers and d.iseases, which are sub ject to MARS and rrnder his
jurisd.ictionr are confessed by and lceown to experieneed and ski.l l-:

ful physicans. This Spirit of Iron being rightly discerned and

lmown, has a secret affinity wi.th the Spirit of Copper, that they

may be so joined together, that there rises one onJ.y matter from

them, of  one and the saJne operat ion,  form, substance, and being,

whi.ch wiJ-l cure and relieve the same distempers, and transmute

the particularj-t ies of Metals with profi-t and honour. But Iron
together with its virtue ought properly to be considered in the
marlner following, that it has a terrestrial body only in its cor-
poreal  form, which body rnay be used to a great many things, to al ter
the bIood, to outward wounds, to a graduation of Silver, and in-
wardly to the constipation of the body; which yet is not always
beneficial to use, neither i-n a mans body inwardly and outwardly,
nor yet as concerni.ng Meta1s. Because there i-s no great advantage
to be made PER SE without the ]orown right means, which do belong
to Natures Secret  I teowledge.

I must remember one thing more, that the Lodestone and the true
Iron are al:nost of one and the same use in bodily distempers, and.'
are almost of one and the same Natrrre, even as it is accord.ing to
a Divi.ne, spiritual, and Elementi.al sense, betwirt the body, its
Sou1, and the Chaos r out of which the Sou]- and Spirit are gone,
the body is fbamed last of al-l out of that composition. What shall
we do nowr the ignorant and rude wilJ- not apprehend it, those as
understand something wil l take notice of my wri.t ings, and those
Nature surpassing wits wilJ- find fault.

Here r d.o want some advice, for r would fain find. out a way , ..
that all these nighty wise men might continue my fri-ends: Vlhich
r shal1 declare to you thus, that, because the argr-unent itself
does declare and pronounce the sentence and conclusion, there the
resolution remains open, and cannot come fr,rther lmder any judge-
nent of  the mi.nd, but must be declared.,  resolved, retained, and
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Finally, obsetrue this in this Chapter, that no House-keeping carr

be rightly and Constantly performed betwixt a rnarried couple, where

one party wil l turn and drive the Chariot towards the East, the

other toward.s the West r For they possible cannot draw after this

fashion, the sai-d Char iot  in an equal  poise,  whence there ar ises

a great dissension and hinderance to obtain that which they imag-

ined. But if such married persons do intend to govern their house

we1J-, they nust be of one Spiritr orr€ opini.onr otr€ mind, and vir-

tue to perform and to act aIlr that is in their hearts and minds

to work one with the other,  i f  so be their  love and fai thfulness

is perfect .  For want of  one of  these parts,  the three pr i -nciples

are not r ight ly together.  For Mercury is fuI l  of  cowardise,  and

too l i t t ler  4s concerning constancy and f ixedness. Sulphur is

too l i t t1e,  i t  cannot heat the body of  love, i t  being too much
quinched. And the SaJ-t has not its due, f it, and natural kind

nei ther,  but  is  too hard,  and too much, and therefore is the cause

of a hard coagulat ion,  is  sharp and fret t ing,  and does not show

itsel f  by f idel i ty and constancy. This is the course of  th is
world,  and the wor ld is big of  th is v ice,  for  there is but l i t t le
constancy, sma1l 1ove, and less f idel i ty.  Thj-s Phi losophical
example,  I  hope, wi l l  not  be misconst:rred, because SYRACH extol l -s

and dispraises the faithfullness and malice of a false woman,
and both i-n a different manner. With this I bid MARS farewell,

My heart  is  seized upon by sorrow,

and my Spirit within itself becomes astonished, to manifest and

to bring to light such things r a's have not been di-scovered and

conmonly laid open before me, and to reveal that which has been

bur ied in the depth wi th the very great secrecy.  Notwithstanding,

i f  I  do go into mysel f ,  and examine my conscience, I  could not
find any other alteration to turn my mind, and to bring i-t upon
some other design, which might obstruct my former resolutionr but
I shal1 speak with d.iscretion, and write with prudence, that no
eviJ- may be occasi.oned by it, but rather some grateful good ob-
tained' which I have deli.vered in the same mannerr a's other Philo-
sophers have done before ne. Observe we11, and having fixed your
thoughts, put aside all these strange things, which are not ser-
v iceable to your speculat ion of  Phi losophyr but rather do d.estroy
that advantage, which you have so earnestly sought for. Iteow

then, that if you do earr:estly long for, and hearti ly desi.re to
get this golden Load-stone, your prayers first of all must be
r ight ly made to God, in t rue lcrowledge, contr i t ion,  sorrow, and
true hunil ity, for to ]crow and to learn the three different worlds,
wherein the immortal  SouJ- keeps i ts seat and residence, besid.es
its f irst original, and is by Gods ereation the first moving
sensibi l i ty ,  or  the f i rst  moving sensible Sou1, which of  a super-
natural being has wrought a natural l i fet and this Soul, and this
Spirit, is the root, and the first for.rntain, and. the first creature
existing in the l ife of anything, and the pRTMUM MoBrrE, which
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has been controverted so much by learned and very wise i l l€n.

Furthermore, observe l ikewise the second Celest ia l -  Wor1d, and take
very good not ice of  i t ,  for  therei-n do reign the Planets,  and al- I

heavenly Stars have their course, virtue, and power in this heaven,

and do perform therein their service by their Spirit, both Mineral-s

and Metals.

Out of  these two worlds ar ises another di f ferent wor ld,  wherei-n

is found and comprehended, what the other two worlds have vrrought

and produced, out of  the f i rst  Supercelest ia l  World is der ived

the for-mtain of  l i fe,  and of  the Soul :  From the second Celest ia l

World does spr ing the l ight  of  the Spir i t ;  fna f rom the third,

the Elemental  Worldr com€s the invincible,  heavenly,  yet  sensi-bl-e

f i re,  by which is digested and is r ipened that which is compre-

hended. These three matters ared substances do generate and br ing

forth the forrn of  Metals,  anongst which Gold has the pre-eminency,

because the Siderial and Elemental- operation has melLowed and

ripeqed the Mercurity in this Metal the more substantially, to a

suffici-ent and perfeet maturity. And as the seeds of a man does

the Powers, when its heat in the inward parts of the Earth, as in
the womb is perceived: For by the war:ning property of the Stars

above, the Eaftfr is unlocked and opened, that the infused Spirit

of the sane may yield food and nourishment, and be enabled to
generate something, as Metals,  Herbs,  Trees, and Beasts,  where
every one particularly brJ-ngs with it i ts seed for a further mu1-

tiplication and augmentation. And as the conception of a man is
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Spiritual and heavenly, whose Soul aha Spirit by nourishment of

the Earth in the mothers womb' are forrnally brought up to a per-

fect ion:  So l ikewise i t  is  to be observed. ald r .mderstood in every

particular of Metals and Minerals. But this is the true Secret of

Gold, vi-l., to instnrct and. teach you by an exarnple and sil i l i tudd'

whereby the possibi l i ty  of  Nature,  and i ts mystery is to be found

in the marrner following. It is probably true, that the heavenly

light of the Sun is of a fiery property, artd of a fiery bej-ng,

which the nost high God, as Creator of Heaven and Earth has granted

to it, through an heavenly, constant, and fixed Sulphureous Spiritt

for  the preservat ion of  i ts  substance, form, artd body; which creat-

ure by reason of  i ts  swif t  mot ion and course, through i ts swif tness

is inflanred, and set on fire by the air; which inflamation wil l

never be ext inguishedr BS long as the mot ion does 1ast,  and the

whole created vis ib le wor ld does cont inue and endure,  nor in the

least diminj-shed in i ts power:  Because there is no combust ib le

matter exstant, wh5.ch might be given to it, whose consumpti.on
mi-ght cause the d.ecay of that great l ight of Heaven. So is Gold
by the super i ,or  of  i ts  Essence thus digested and r ipened, and j -s

become of such a f ixed invincible nature,  that  nothing at  a l l  can
hurt  i t ;  because the upper f ixed Stars have penetrated. the lower,
that the lower fixed stars, by reason of the i-nfusion and grant
of  the upper,  need not to gi .ve place to their  equal ;  because the
lower has received and obtained such a constant f ixedness from the
upper. This now is very well to be noted and observed.r 8s con-
cerreing the first matter of Go1d.

f must alledge yet another simil itude accord.ing to the manner of
Phi losophersr of  the great l ight  of  Heaven, and of  that  smal1 f i re,
whi-ch being terrestrial is here ki.ndled every day, and. is mad.e to
burn before our eyes. Because that great l ight has a magnetical
l ikeness, and an attractive loving power with that smarl f ire
here upon earth, which yet is without form and imparpable, and
found only spir i tual ,  invis ib le,  insensible,  and. incomprehensible.

It is remarkable r BS it is proved and d.emonstrated. bv exneri Fn .-F
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that that great light of heaven has a great love for, and. bears an
affection and incli.nation to the 1itt le f ire, which is terrestrial,
by reason of the spiritual Air, whereby both are agi.tated., and
presenred from their utter ruin and destrrrction. For d.o but con-
sider r ?s soon as the Air, through great moistr.re or hurnidity , .

which it has attraeted and taken in, conceives any corrtrption,
that so through mists, and further coagulati.on and conjr.rrction,
clouds are generated, the beams of the Sun are hj.ndered and ob-
structedr that the Stm cannot obtain its reflexion, nor have its
due penetrating and searching powerc So likewise this l i tt le terr-
estrial f ire d.oes never burn so clear in dark, cloudy, and rainy
weatherr  nei ther does i t  show i tsel f  wi th that  g ladness in i ts
operation, as when the aj-r j-s fair, pure , clear , and unmixed, and

heavenly.
The cause is th is,  for  through the obstacle of  the moist  a i r ,

the love is hindered and obstructed, that the attractive power
growing sad, cannot exercise i ts perfect  love and operat ion,  as

i t  ought to do, for  the contrary element,  the aquosi ty,  causes
this obstruction. As now the Sun, that heavenly great l ightr has

a special commrrnj-on and love with the small terrestrial f ire, to

attract after a magneti-cal man-ner: So likewise has the Sun and

generation, and. their powerr &s touching health. Moreover the

coagulation and fixation of Metals, together with the operation
to cure alJ.  d iseases. Take a special  care of  th is Key, for  i t  is
heavenly, Sideral, and elemental, out of which the terrestrial
is generated. It is Supernatural and Natural together, and is born
out of the Spirit of Mercury, heavenly; out of the Spirit of Sul-
phur, Spiritual; but out of the Spirit of Salt, corporeal. This
is the whole way, and the whole substance, the beginning, and
the end..

Put them together, artd. draw off the Spirit of wine from thence '

Dissolve the matter, which remains dry behind, in the Spirit of

Mercurnr, in a due proportion or weight. circulate and coagulate it '

When it becomes eonstant and fixed without rising any moreI Vou

have then, if you ferment it with prepared Gold, a Medicine to

t inge both Men and Metals.

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CHAPTER, VII.

OF THE TINCTURE OF SILVER.

The Tincture and Spir i t  of  Si . l -ver is of  a sky-colour,  otherwise
i t  is  a water i .sh spir i t ,  cold and moist ,  and not so hot in d.egree ,
as the spir i t  which is for :nd in Gold,  r ronr or copper;  therefore
is Si lver more phlegmatic than f iery,  a l though i t  has been reduced
by f i re out of  i ts  water ish substance unto coagulat ion.  In what
marlner Metals do obtain their t inging Spirits and coagulation; in
the same manner have the stones l ikewise received their  hardness,
f ixedness, and r incture r  4S by one and the same inf luence. rn a
Diamond is found a f ixed and coagulated Mercury,  therefore th is
stone is harder and more f ixed than other stones, and is not to
be broken as they are.  fn a Ruby is found the Tincture of  l ron,
or the Sulphur of  f ron.  In an Emeral-d the Tincture of  Copper,

in a Granate the Soul  of  Lead. In Pew-ter the Tincture which is
found in the stone cal led Topaz. Crystal  is  at t r ibuted to conmon
Mercury. And in a Saphire is found the Tincture and Sulphur of
Si lvert  yet  everythi-ng in part icular,  according to i ts nature
and. kind; a:rd in Metals l ikewise according to their form and kind.
And when the blue colour is separated and taken away from the

Saphire,  then is i ts garment gone, artd i ts body is whi te l ike a

Diamond. Thus when GoId has lost  i ts  Soul ,  i t  y ie lds then a whi te

body, and a f ixed white body of  Gold,  which is cal led LUNA FIXA

by the searehj-ng students artd novices of this Art.

What has been said concerni-ng the stone cal led Saphire,  for

your instruction, you may apply to the better lmowledge of the

n&ture of Metals.

Even as the Spir i t  of  Gold,  and of  Mercury,  can radi .cal ly,  cure
the Consr.mpt ion,  so thai  even the center i tsel f  of  the said dis-
temper may not be fowrd.

But that  Si lver is not so provided in i ts degree with a hot
substartce and qual i ty,  in the veins of  the Earth,  but  is subjected
to a water ish k ind; th is faul t  is  to be la id upon the great r ight
of  heaven, which by reason of  i ts  water ish inf luence has pJ-anted
this qual i ty into the second creature and into the secono planet
of  the Earthr 4s r :nto Si lver.  And though Si lver does carry wi th
i t  a f ixed Mereuryr or f ixed Qui.ck-si1ver,  which is born in i - t :
Nevertheless it wants the hot f ixel Sulphur, which might have
exactly dryed up and consumed the phlegm, which is the cause it
has not obtained a compact body, except it be done afterwards by
Art  of  the lesser wor ld.

Therefore I  wi l l  propose r .mto
you an example, and instmct you by a corrntry rul-e, what you are
to apprehend and to consider from childrens pIay, to things of
great concernment, that you may advantagiously enquire into , and

meditate upon them, vLz. ,  a common countr l rman sows l inseed upon a,

wel l  dunged.,  and wel l  t i l led gfound, which l inseed comes forth

out of  the earth af ter  i ts putrefaet ion,  by the operat ion and

furtherance of  the Elements,  and lays before our eyes a matter

of  f lax together wi th i ts seed, which i t  br ings increased with i t ,

which f lax is plucked of f  and separated from i ts seed. This f lax

canrtot be used, nor prepared with any profit for any work, except

i t  be f l rst  of  a l l  putref ied through water,  by whi-ch putrefact ion

the body unlocks i tsel f ,  and gains an ingress of  i ts  usefulness.
After th is putrefact ion and unlocking is performed, the f lax is
dried again by the air and the sun, and through the coagulation
reduced and brought again to a formal being, that it may further

serve for work.  This prepared f lax is washed, beaten, broken,
and swinged, last of all heckled, that the PURUIVI AB IMPURO, the
cleart from the r,melea-n, the gross from that whieh is subti l may
be separated, which otherwise is impossible to be done and per-
formed'  except the aforesaid preparat ion go before.  Af terwards
they spin th is f1ax,  and i t  becomes yarn.  This yarn is boi led
in water upon the f i rer  or  la id into lees and placed by the f i re,
whereby a new pr,rif ication happens, that so the impurity and super-
fluous uncleanness may be further severed and separated. After
the yarn is r ight ly washed and cleansed, i t  is  dr ied,  and carr ied.
to a weaver,  and cloth made of  i t ;  whi-ch c loth by of ten wett ing
with water is c lar i f ied and whitened, cut  in pieces by Taylors,
and other people,  and used according to every house-keepers nec-
essi . ty.  And af ter  such l inen cloth is torre and worn to pieces,
and as i t  were redueed to nothing, then are the old rags picked,
and gathered, a4d carr j .ed to a paper-mi l I ,  where the Master makes
paper out of thenr which may likewise be used for several thi.ngs.
This paper being la id upon some Metal  or  G1ass, and then l ighted



and burnt ,  the vegetable Mercury goes then out of  the paper into
the Air ,  and f lys away. The sart  remains in the ashes, and the
burning sulphur, that which is not so quickly consumed in the burn-
i tg,  is  resolved into an Oir ,  which is an excel lent  Medicine for
dark and bad eyes. This resolved 0i1 has in it an extraordinary
fatness, which the matter of  the paper has carr ied wi th i t  f rom
the beginning of  i ts  f i rst  seed of  f lax:  And thus the 1ast matter
of  f laxr ds paper,  is  again resolved into the f i rst  matterr  4s
the fat  sulphureous oleosi ty of  the Linseed, together wi th a sep-
arat i .on of  i ts  Mercury and sal t ;  that  so out of  the last ,  the
f i rst  as the foundat ion,  is  made mani. fest ,  and out of  the f i rst
the virtue and operation is lcrown a'd. learned.

Though this argument be rude and. gross, yet wil l you rearn by
i t  th ings secret  and subt i l .

I wil l stick to the things I have experience of, and which are
praetised by ny fellow physicians; thus shal1 I continue r.mdeciev-

ed, and I do assured.ly lcrowr that I need not take arry pains for tb
learn novel t ies.  He that is of  such a resolut ion,  wi l l  certainly

abide with his Drcks,  and never deserve roasted Geese, to learn
the Secrets of  Nature.

But I do sincerly eonfess, and call the most High Trinity to
witness, wrder the loss of  the noblest  Spir i tual  Jewe1, that  what-
soever I have written, and shaIl yet write here, is truth, and
will be for.rnd to be nothing else but the trrrth.

To conclude all, r wil l let you }ceow, that if you d.o extract
out of the benigne JUPITFR his SaJ-t and Sulphur, and. make Saturn
f low very wel l  together wi th them, saturn d.oes get a f ixed body,
is pur i f ied;  and becomes crear by them, and is a total  change,
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and real trartsmutation of Lead into good Pewber r 4s you wilJ. f ind

it upon a nost aceurate trial. And although this may seem to you

not to be tnre , Vet are you to u.nderstand, that by reason that

the SaJ-t of JUPITF,R j-s made more corporeal only by its Sulphur,

it l ikewise has received an efficacy and a power to penetrate

SATURNT a's the vilest and most vo1atile metal and to bring it to

its own substance by making it better r 4s you wi.I l really f ind it

to be So.

CI{APTER IX.

OF THE SPIRIT OF SATURN OR TINCTURE OF LEAD.

SATURN to generate his rnetal, which is Lead, is placed in the

upper Heaven above a1.J- Stars. But in the lower parts of the earth

he d.oes keep the lowest degree. As the upperrnost l ight  of  SATURN

is mowrted to the highest alt itude of all the l ights of Heaven;
so l ikewi.se in imitation of the same, has Nature given leave asrd
penni t tedr that  h is chi ldren of  the lower Region have ret i red
themselves by VIIICAI\ to those of their quality, aceording as
SATIIRN has been moved. For the upper l ight is the cause of it,
and has generated an r.rnfixed body of Lead, through which go and
are drawn open pores, that the air can have its passa€e through
this saturnine body, and bear it up. But the fire easily works
upon artd consumes it, because the body is not solid and compact
by reason of its r,rnfixedness. Thls j-s well to be observed by a
serious enquirer into al. l things; because there is a vast dj-ffer-
ence betwixt f i:ct and unfixt bodies, and then the fixedness and
unfixedness: And though SATURN is of a singular pond.erosity before
other metals; vet wil l you observe, that when they are poured. out
together, after their con jr-rnction in the melting of them, the
other netals wil l always fa1l to the bottom, as l i-kewise it happens
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with other metals, by pouring them through Antimony. whereby it
does appear' that other metals have a more solid and compact body,
then SATURN can raise;  because i t  must give place to other metals,
make room for them, and yield the v ictory3 For i t  vanishes away,
and is consu:ned together with those r.mconstant and r.rnfixed metals'.
For there a:re the three grossest qual i t ies of  the three pr inciples
in SATURN, and by reason that its SaIt is altogether fluid in
compari .s ion to other metals and planets,  therefore is I i -kewise
i ts body more f lu id,  inconstant,  r .mf ixed, and more volat i - le,  than
any metall ic body.

How SATIJRN does proceed towards his regenerat ion,  you are to
iiorow' that as conrmon water through natural col-d, by the alterat-
ion of the upper heaven is congealed, so that it becomes a coagulat-
ed ice:  so l ikewise i t  is  d.emonstrated, that  Lead is coagulated
artd made corporeal by reason of the great co1d, which is for,md in
i ts Sal t  before any other Sa1t.  The congealed ice is resolved
through warrnth, and so is the coagulated lead made fluid by fire.
I t  has most Mercury in i t ,  vet  inconstant and vol-at i le:  But less
of Sulphur; and therefore according to the small quantity of the
same, i ts cold body cannot be heated; and reast of  a lL of  sal t ,
but f lui-d: Otherwise the iron woul-d be more l iquid and mall-eable
than SATURN, if the SaIt alone could impart both the ma]-l-eableness
and fluidity, .because iron d.oes carcy with it more sart than any
other metaI. And being there is a d.ifference to be for.rnd in these
things, Vou must carefully observe how metals are to be d.istinguished .
A11 the Phi . losophers indeed, besid,es mysel f ,  have wri t ten,  that
the Sal t  causes the coagulat ion,  and the body of  every metal :  An6
this is t rue,  but r  shal1 let  you see by an example,  how this is
to be understood. AIUMEN PI,tiMOSttM is reputed and probably accor.rnt-
ed to be a meer. 'sal t r  af ld herein nay be compared to i ron,  which
Salt is the aforesaid AIUMEN PI,IJMOSUM is nevertheless fowrd to be
as a matter, and not l iquid l ike iron. 0h the contrary, vitriol
does show itself l i .ke salt in a smaIl quantity, yet l iquid and
opent and therefore its Salt cannot cause so hard a coagulation in
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i ts  appropr iated metalr  4s that  other Sal t  does. Al though al l  the

Salts of  Metals are gfown out of  one root,  and one seed, Vet is

there a di f ference of  their  three pr inciples to be observed: As

one herb differs from the other, and like wise i-n Men and other

Beasts a difference is for-rnd as concerrring the original of theii l

qual i t ies,  and their  three pr inciples,  where one herb has some-

thing more of this, another herb more of that kind; which is l ike-

wise to be r , rnderstood of  Men and Beasts.  The Sou]-  of  Lead is of

a sweet qualityr 3s also the SouI of JUPITffi '  and yet sweetert

so that as for sweetness there is hardly anybhing comparable to it '

being first purif ied by separation, that the pure being very well-

severed fron the inpure,  there may fol low a compleat perfect ion
j-n the operation. Otherwise the Spirit of Lead is naturally cold

and dry, therefore I do ad.vise both Men and Women not to make too

much use of  i t ,  for  i t  over-cools Humane Nature,  that  their  seed

cannot perfect  or  perforrn i ts natural  operat ion;  nor is i t  good

for the spleen and bladder, it does attract the phlegmatic quality,

which breeds melancholy in men. For SATURN is a Governour, and

such a melancholy one, whereby a man is upheld and strengthened

in his melancholy:  Therefore i f  i ts  Spir i t  be usedr or ' r .€ melancholy

Spir i t  does at t ract  the other,  whereby a mans body is f reed and

released from i ts infused melancholy.  0utwardly ' is  the SouJ- cf
SATIIRN very wholesome in al-1 sores and wowrds, whether they be

old or green, whether they happen by ttrrusting or cuttingr or
natlral.J-y by means incidentr so that hardly any other metal vriiJ.
do the l ike.  I t  is  a cool ing th ing in al l  hot  and swel led members;

but to eat away, and to Lay a forrndation for healing i-n all cor:rrpt
and putrif ied sores, wh5-ch have their issuing forth from within,
there the noble vTNUS has the pre-emenency; because copper i-s hot
in its Essence to exsiccate and dry up, but Lead on the contrary
is for ,md to be cold in i ts Essence.

That heavenly light of the Sr.rn is much hotter than the light
of  the Moon, because the Moon is much lesser than the Sun, which
d.oes comprehend the eighth part of magni-tude in the circle of
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measuring and dividing. And if the Moon should exceed the Sr-m in

this magnitude of the eighth partr zs the Srm does exceed the
Moon; then alJ. the fruit, and whatsoever grows upon the earth

would be spoiled, and there would be a continual winter, artd no

sunmer would be for,md. But the eternal Creator has herein wisely'

prescribed a certain order and 1aw to his Creatures, that the

Sun should give l ight by day, and the Moon by night, and thus be

serviceable to a].]- creatures,
Those children which are addicted to the influence of SATURN

are melancholy,  sur1y,  a lways mur:nur ing,  l ike old covet ious misers,

whi-ch do no good to their  own bodi .es ,  and are never sat isf ied;

they use their  bodies to hard labour,  vex and fret  themselves

with t roublesome thoughts,  and are very seldome so cheerful  as

to recreate themselves with other people,  nei ther do they care

much for natural love of handsome and beautiful women.

To sum up all, I do te1I your that SATIJRN is generated out of,

l i tt1e Sulphur, l i tt le Sa1t, and much immature and gross Mercury;

which Mercury is to be accounted l ike skum or froth, which swims
upon the water, in comparision to that Mercury which is for-:nd

in Gold,  being of  a much hotter degree. Hence i t  is ,  that  the
Mercury of SATURN has not so fresh and so nmning a l if e r 3s that

which is made out of  Gold,  because more heat is found in th is,
to which the rr.mning l ife owes its original, therefore it is

l ikewise to be observed in the infer iour wor ld of  the Li t t le
WLCAII r in the augmentation and transrnutation of metals , what
d.escription I have given you of these three prineiples of SATURN,
concerning their original, quality, and eomplexion. And everyone
is to hrow, that no transmutation of any metal can arise from
sATtlRN, bv reason of  i ts  great cold,  except the coagulat ion of
Mercury: Because the cold sulphur of tead can quench and take
away the hot rr.urning spirit of Quick-silver, if the process be
r ight ly perfonned; therefore i t  is  r ight ly to be observed, that
the method be so kept,  that  the throry may agree with the pract i -ce,
and concur in a certain measure and concord. Wherefore you must
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not al together reject  SATURN, nor v i l i fy  and d. isparage i t ;  for

its nature and virtue j.s not as yet lcrown but to few. For the

Stone of the Phllosophers has the first begirueing of its heavenly

resplendent tincture only from the metal, and by j.nfusion of this

planet,  is  the key of  f ixedness del ivered to i t  through putrefact : -

i .on;  because that out of  the yeI low there cannot come any red

thing, except there be first made out of the beginning of the

black a whi te one.

There are yet many things to be treated of, as of many miracl-es

of natlral arr.d supernatrral things; but because some other business

has hindered me from making a more ample and fuller relation of

them, I  shal l  here conclude this t reat ise of  mine; and the rest

concerni.ng the hidden secrets of Minerals, you shall have in other

wri t ings,  v iz. ,  in a pecul iar  book of  Ant imotrVr Vi t r io l ,  Sulphur,

Loadstone, and which more especial ly before others are endowed,

and do adhere to them, from which Gold and Silver derive thei.r

original, middle, and end; together with the true trartsmutation

in part icular,  which their  v i r tues,  powers,  and ef f icacies they

have received out of  one thing, wherein these, together wi th the

rest  of  Metals invis ib ly to be generated, are hidden, which matter
is c lear and plain enough before any mans eyes; but because, i ts

virtue, power, and efficacy, lyes buried very deep, and is unlceown
to the greater part, therefore is this matter l ikewise accor.mted and

esteemed, abject ,  v i1e,  and r . rnf i t ,  for  want of  f i r re lmowledge of

it, t i l-1 the Disciples of Christ travell ing toward EMAI{US, have
their eyes opened, that they discerre by the breaking of bread,
what wonderful roiracles the rich Creator has planted and put into
a contemptable creature: Its names is HERMES, and in its arms
there is a flying serpent, which is its wife, and is called APIIRO-
DITA' that can search al.l nens hearts; and yet i-s al. l one, and one
only thing, and one onJ-y being, which is conmon everlnr,rhere, and
Ioeown in al l  p laces; €ver looe does touch and handle i t ,  and does
use i t  to th ings base and vi1e. Man does highly esteem that which
is of  smal l  value, and rejects that  which is high. r t  !s nothing
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eLse but Fire and Water, out of which the Earth with assistartce

of the Air is generated., and by which it is as yet preserved. I

do give most hearty thanks to the nost High for his gifts. And

thus having d.iscovered. enough, aceord.5-ng to the resolution I had

taken in the Treatise of mine, I take my Ieave.
