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Preface

The Archangel Raziel’s purpose is to transmit Secret Knowledge to mankind. In
Hebrew, Ragiel, literally means ‘Secrets (Raz-) of God (-iel)’. The predominant
vehicle for communication is this book, the Book of Razgiel. It is also known as “Sefer
Raziel’ in Hebrew and ‘Liber Raziel in Latin. Another manner of transmitting God’s
secrets performed by Raziel was to shout them whilst standing on the peak of
Mount Horeb! However, this practice may have been dysfunctional as the creation
of the Book of Raziel is attributed to following these public affirmations.

Many legends surround this text. The book was given to Adam by angels as
a departing gift or survival guide for life outside of Eden. Dispute between angels
occurred as to whether Adam should have the book resulting in it being
periodically stolen from him, cast into the ocean and later recovered. Noah was
reported to have received it as reading material for his sea voyage.

The main body of this text has been transposed from the medieval version
that itself was conveyed from Hebrew and Aramaic manuscripts through Latin
copies to Middle English folios. The earliest mention of the text is by Petrus
Alfonsus (1062-1110) in Secretum Secretornm. The oldest existing manuscript was
transcribed from an older Latin text by Juan d’Aspa to Castilian at the request of
King Alfonso X of Castile (1221-1284). It has undoubtedly been influenced by
medieval copyists at a time of excitement for the ‘grimoire or ‘magical book’.
Magical abilities are described in the text purely from the ownership of this work.
The text re-emerged in the 16™ Century as Liber Solomonis, attributed to Solomon
reflecting the Solomonic tradition influence of the time. Credibility of the text’s
magical value is substantiated by a copy attributed to being in the private library of
the Elizabethan luminary, Dr. John Dee (1527-1609).

Many publications have been made available reflecting the evolution of the
text from the Hebrew original and traversing the many translations and copyists
influences. This text is credited as the second most printed Hebrew magical tome.
Only the Book of Yetzirah is thought to have more editions. The informational
content of the text is at times cloudy or lost. A comparison to a Hebrew edition is
recommended though the Sefer Razie/ and Liber Solomonis do diverge in content.

The mission of this 2014 edition is to make the text as readable as possible.
The constant ‘and’ that survives from a direct translation from Hebrew has been
removed, the Middle English has be translated into modern English, Latin has
been reduced, names for planets, stones, animals & etc. have been standardized
and modernised or symbols used within the text and a graphic layout with clear
book divisions has endeavoured to present the text in an approachable format.
This edition has re-edited the Restorers of Alchemical Manuscripts Society’s 1983
edition of Liber Ragie/ with the guidance of other transcripts from the British
Library Sloane MS. 3826. Many improvements have been achieved in text
corrections and clarity making this new edition, I hope, virtuous and worthwhile.

I begin this book, Sefer Ragie/, with all his appurtenance in which are seven
complete treatises. These are the seven books: The Book of Keys, The Book of
Wings, & etc.

Solomon said, “Glory and praising with much honour be to God of all
creatures, he that is singular; made all things at one time. He alone is one God very
mighty; that is, was, & evermore shall be. And had never an even or any like him,
neither is to have. He is singular without end or corruption. He is holy, clean, meek
and great. Seeing all things, hearing all things and all wise, and of all things mighty.

I begin this book to put an example that whoever that has it blame it not till
he has read and heard all or somewhat of it. Then praise God, maker of all things.”

The nine precepts
Here begins the Precepts.

1. Undeniably true, not to be more or many, but one singular alone. Open all
things which have none like him. Love him truly. Dread, honour with all
trust, with good stable will, with might and with all your clean heart.

2. Undoubtedly live not without Law and Rule and you shall be loved of God
your Creator and folks.

3. Unquestionably do not to another man that you would not that another
man did to you. Love your own and strangers the same.

4. Indubitably be not a liar to the Lord nor to your friend. Say such so you use
for your profit and not harm.

5. Undeniably love not neither fellowship more with unwise men then wise
men. Evermore love many wisdoms and good sayings, and all your will and
your life be them.

6. Undoubtedly speak not unless you have thoughts before. Consider in your
heart before you do.

7. Neither discover not your privity to the feeble minded, neither to a child, a
fool, nor to a drunken man.

8. Undeniably prove not a Medicine or venom, neither using it, or in another.

9. Undoubtedly blame not a book, neither prophecy, neither a wise man till
you have proved him.

If you hold these nine precepts evermore you shall profit more and more. After
that wit, knowledge, might and will overcome all things with good wit and good
dissention.

Therefore I will expound or make plain and open this Book which is of a great
power and great virtue. I, Solomon, put a knowledge, distinction, and explanation:
this book entiches men that read or need it.
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Know where and when it came.
Know that after I, Solomon, had 30 years with an half in the 5 day of the

month of Hebrews, which was their sixth final day in the © in the Sign of &. In
Babylon in that day was sent to me by some Prince that was greater and more
worth then all men of his time, this Book Sefer Ragie/, which contains seven Books.

The time Solomon got the book and how and whom it came.

This book is of great virtue and great privity. The name of the Prince that
lent it to me was Sametan. One of the two wise men that brought it to me was
Karmazail and the other Zarzont. The name of this, The Great Angel of the Secret
Creator. In Hebrew, Sefer Raziel, that is the book of fulfilling. It was the first book
after Adam written in the Chaldean Language and afterward translated into
Hebrew.

Know each man that reads it, that in it is all Semiforas, containing the
complete great names with all names whole and with virtues and sacraments. I
found in it seven treatises. Know that I found the first and last full dark, and the
five middle more plain. Although, I found them dark; I expounded them as much
as I could and might.

The seven treatises of this book.
The 1% is The Book of Keys, in it is determined Astronomy, and the Stars, for
without them, we may do nothing.
The 2™ is The Book of Wings, in it is determined the virtues of some Herbs,
Stones, Beasts and Figures.
The 3™ is Thymiamata, there is determined in it fumigations, allocations and
divisions.
The 4™ is the Treatise of Times of the years and the day and the night, it is
determined in it when everything ought to be done by this book.
The 5" is the Treatise of Cleanness for then is abstinence determined.
The 6™ is Samaim, it comprises all the heavens, her Angels and the workings.
The 7" is the Book of Virtues determining virtues and miracles. It contains the
properties of the Art of Magick with figure and ordinance.

Then I began to copy all these treatises into a new, single volume without
sufficing either the body or the work; therefore I made a whole book of the seven
treatises. Therefore Solomon bade to his writer Clarifaton that he should write it.
“Because he knew well the Language of Chaldean, Indian, Hebrew and Syrian and
his right explanation,” said Solomon.

After Clarifaton had written it said, “It be bettetr” and ordained in it the
better manner. Clarifaton, the writer of Solomon, said, “This book is of great
privity and full great honour”. It was lent to Solomon for a great price and love.
Each seven treatises were written, for none should suffice without another. It is
necessary they are together; wherefore Solomon ordered, “All were one book”. It
ought to be read, wrought and be ordained much better than previously. It taught
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how a man ought to do his work by it. He put each treatise by itself, and every
chapter by itself, ordained all till the end of the book. And added in this book
Semoforas, that is the Book of 17 virtues. Ordaining how it should be written; with
which ink, parchment and pen; and what manner, time, day, night and hour. After
that Solomon expounded how it ought to be kept cleanly and with great honour.

Solomon said,
“Who that sees and knows not
is as he that is born blind and knows not colouts.
Who that hears and understands not
is such as a deaf man.
Who that speaks and cannot explain the reason
is as 2 dumb man.
Who that considers and knows not the consideration
is such as a drunken man.

Who that reads plain books, and understands not

is as he that dreams.”

These proverbs Solomon said, “A man beware well this book.”

Solomon said, “In this book is what Raziel, the Angel, said to Adam, who
was the first man in this World. After that Moses said to other prophets, and we
also.”
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The Book of 17 Virtues

Of the Parchment or Vellum
The Angel said to Solomon, “All your workings, petitions and wills be
tulfilled and all shall be made that you covet, that it shall be in your might. It
behoves that when you have this book or another example that those write it in
such manner in virgin parchment, and that it be not filthy, neither of dead beast or
vellum, or parchment of silk, satin, clean cloths, parchment of a lamb or a virgin
kid or a virgin fawn and this is better than any of the other.

Of the Ink

The ink which you shall write be of clean galls and be made with good white
wine, (hoof or soot?), gum, vitriol, mastic, thuris and croco. The third day when it
shall have received one, and be cleansed put there a little Algaba and Almen
[Almea, Alinza]. Put then good musk (must), more than these three. Put then
Ambram, balsome [balsamum]| mirth [myrram, myrrh| and lingum aloes. When the
ink shall be made be it bettered with Mastick, thuris, Aloeswood, somewhat of
Thymiamate and muculazarat. Then cleanse it well with a clean thin cloth folded in
three. Afterward put there mustum (muske), ambram (amber), aloneam [almeam,
almenus], algabe [algalia, algana], balsam and mirram (Myrrhas). Grind all well and
tully meddle with the ink. Then stand the ink for three days covered, in a sure
place.

Know that with this ink you shall write all the holy names of God, his
Angels, his Saints, all things in which his holy great name is mentioned or written,
and all things that you will work truly to be fulfilled with your will pleasing or with
your service. Whatever you put in the ink be new, bright, pure and good.

Of the pen
The pen which you shall write the holy name be a green reed gathered early

before the © rise. He that shall gather it be clean, washed in running water or in a
quick well and be clothed with clean clothes. The waxing € be with Caput

Draconis, or with L4, for that they be true and very. When you gather it, look
toward the East and say,
“Help me to fulfil my will with this Reed.”

When this is said you shall cut one reed or twenty or as many as you will with one
stroke. As Moses said, “The knife be it well plain and sharp, as though we should
cut off a neck with it. Then take the Reed with your clean hands and make then of

it gobbets. When you cut the pen, cut it before the © rise or when it arises. With
the pen and with this Ink you shall write all the names of God holy severally.
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Of the scribe

As often as you write the name of the Creator be clean, solemn, severed
[scoured] and in a clean place. You shall first bathe before you write by three days.
You shall be rather clean by nine days and do with clean clothes. Ordain to you an
house or a clean place made clean well with balsomes [broom], washed, watered
and fumed. When you write, hold your face toward the East.

Write morning to midday till you eat. After you have eaten or drank you
shall not write anything. The even numbers of the { send strength if you write
then, and most in the day or morning of the {, §, b or 9. Beware of f and O
upon all.

Solomon said, “If you put into the ink the blood of an otter, a tortoise, a
white gander the ink shall be much the better, and with more virtue. Also I say that
if there were Sapphire powdered or Emerald, Jamunia and Topaz the ink shall be
complete and fulfilled. With this ink and pen ought to be written all the names of
Semiforas.

Know that he that shall write this book ought to be clean, fasting, bathed
and suffused with precious aromatics that are well-smelling spices. It shall be a
great profit to you that makes or writes it. Each man that has written this book or
has held it in his house evermore holds in mind God and his holy Angels. For he
who has made it be evermore is suffused with the Glory of God. Put your mind in
which time of the year, month, day with night, or hour. Evermore put your mind
to these four times which they ought to find in the book of the prophets.

On Astronomy
and the Stars, Planets,
their houses, natures, radius and virtues.
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Solomon said, “As though there were a strong Castle and his great height
enhanced on each side with walls. The strong, stable and firm gates in one place
closed with keys. Therefore it behoves whom that open the gates of that close and
homely environ would enter into without travail of gift and without his body
bruising. It is necessary to have the same Keys and none others of this Castle,
Gates and Closings.

Thus I say, know the Stars, their names, their figures and their Natures and

when they should be good and when evil.
Then I say of the six and the seven erratics. Nevertheless consider you evermore
the nature of the 12 Signs circle. Therefore it behoves that each man that has this
book hold it cleanly, keep with great reverence and great honour. Who that has it
and read it, undoubtedly read it not, if he were before not clean of body and with
great wit. I make every man to know or write that he ought not to work by this
book in vain, neither without wit, and neither without law or reason. This is when
every man do the contrary or when any reptiles or wild beasts should fret you or
do harm to you. Know that although you have might and trust to work by this
book, and great trust in this, you shall not work but with great right or law and
with most reason. Understand all your contraries, if you work otherwise not by
this book than you should, that is if you work without reason and if you were
unclean or evil in yourself, there might much fretting.

The Key of this book is to know and write the places of the seven bodies
above and their natures, schema, dogmas, and all their virtues as it appears from
the earth. Each figure ought to be formed with true examples. Therefore I put the
tigure of the Key in this book that no man profit without reason. I put in a figure
the key shaft to the similitude or likeness that there is but one Solemn Lord and
God which never had neither shall have any equal or like to him. In the quadrature,
that is 4 cornered, there be four Elements, and no more.

In this key is one triangle, which signifies knowing might and will, for
without these there no man may do anything in this world, neither attains to any
profit. Solomon said that the Key Shaft is as Raziel said to Adam, “unite,” or one
head.

The quadrate is as four virtues that are in herbs, words and beasts. They be
the similitude of Elements which opens and does all. The seven words be seven
Angels which have might in the seven heavens and the seven week days. The
triangle signifies man in body, soul and spirit. These above comprehend together
all the world as it was compounded in highness and lowness.

It behoves us to say the Key of the seven brethren. These seven brethren
have among themselves 12 realms to divide. In each realm have 30 Cities. In every
City be 60 Castles, and in every Castle 60 Caldee or wild towns. This example
Solomon found and made distinction and said, ““There is one father and has seven
Sons. These seven sons are germaine for after that they are of the same germaine
tather. The elder is heavier among all other. The middle is more ordinate than all.
The lighter be in the balance in fellowship, be it evermore. So those between be
not much severed from them.
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These seven brethren, said Solomon, are:

He is in
the 8" realm from the first.

The fair @ has two realms of which one has the halvendle of Taurus, .
That is from the highness of the head with his horns till or to the Navel. Another
is the 7™ from the first that is Libra, £. Otherwhile € is above in the north and
beneath in the South, so has inherited two parties.

The Painter and writer § has two realms of which one has two men
embraced, Gemini, IL. The other Virgo, M) a fair virgin winged and nevermore
would be divided or departed from women for those images be such. He
displeases going from the South into the North.

{ goes evermore in one realm and for not much gladdens her house. Her
sign is Cancer, 99, which has many feet and signifies by this he many travels for
that this lustre alone is under other brethren.

The middle Brother © is the Lord of all others. He commands all and is
more adorned. Therefore he has one realm strong in heat. His sign is the Lion,
Leo, & showing him lord upon all beasts. He is stronger and more Lordship upon
all his brethren.

There remain two brethren of the party of the South. The Elder R took two
realms one next to another for he should never be overcome in the Signs dividing
the South. He is one beast with one horn in his front, Capticorn, Y. The sign of
that other realm is as a man that holds out many waters, Aquarius, 23. The other
brother X for heritage on his right side the sign of half a man and half an horse,
Sagittarius, X' and on the left side, Pisces, .

Know here the natures of Signs.
Solomon said, “9Y? is a sign very hot, dry and choleric and so is & and X*.

Now we have said of the natures, signs and their complexions.

The nature and Complexions of germaine and what they signify.

The first higher is . The nature of which is cold and dry, for it is much strait and
melancholic. It signifies fetters, wrath and discord in lands.

The 2™ is %. He is temperate for he is between f and J". & is hot and moist,
sanguine in sweet flavour. It draws a good air. It signifies good, honour and virtue.

The 3 is the tighter J". He is hot, dry, evil, liar, blasphemer and ravisher.

The 4™ is ©. Middle among other whole, mighty, and worthy. All the other
brethren shame and dread him. He is much faster and strong.

The 5" is the fair €, cold and moist, glad, Phlegmatic, fat, fleshy and well serving in
all his members and parts; he signifies good signs. He is much glad among women.

The 6" is the writer and first speaker §. This holds himself with all and serves to all
and signifies writers, sayings and voices. It is that with everyone he holds he is it.

The 7" brother is € and it is malx, cold and moist. It signifies brethren and it bears
each month the monuments of brethren to brethren. After that it is severed from
them.

Why the seven brethren are judged the world key and not excused.

Those were formed as four brethren, which are the four Elements. They
have after signification wit, discretion, complete might, honest, strength and every
which may in his hemisphere that is Empire. As an Emperor in his Empire, or as a
prince in his lordship, they have might in the seven parties which we assign
Climates. Know that these bear mightily upon all formed beasts.

Solomon said, “Prophets gives these brethren seven quick and holy spirits.
Wise men say that they were seven Lamps or candlesticks of light and life. All
prophets give seven heavenly bodies which are seven planets. The wise said seven
Stars.

Seven brethren are kept by four beasts, the heavenly parts, East, West,
South and North. The beasts are full of eyes before and behind. They have might
in their four world places, in four times, in four natures with her complexions and
in the four Elements. They together move all moveable things by the
Commandment of God that put them in place.

Solomon said, “As states above without corruption; know that there is now
and evermore, the bodies above that are clean, good and made without corruption.
The other bodies are unclean, evil threatened and broken and each day they fall
and are corrupted. This corruption rests not, neither is made weary. We understand
that nether bodies ought not excuse the bodies above. All things which we sense
beneath had beginning from things above. For things above be with life and
without pain. Things beneath by the contrary have death with pain. Things above
have doings without corruption. Things beneath each day lay in waste, are
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corrupted and diminish. All prophets say, “If those lacked anything in their bodies,
can be found in those bodies above, between those that we see and the ones that
we see not.

Know that a great precipitation, destruction and confusion in land, Sea and
in the four Elements if any of the bodies above were broken or evil treated. If one
of the seven brethren failed the earth should come again to his first state, when all
the Elements were confused. If any of them bodily had received corruption that all
things that receives souls or life are destroyed. Know as the four Elements be
turned downward they be not turned without some reason of the seven above.

The philosophers said, “When the © is destroyed each life and soul is
destroyed. When the { is destroyed the ligatures or hinges of the Sea be destroyed.
Know that, f is earthly and holds all the earth in a balance that it is not
moved, & holds A, G the [1 , O the day and men, Q the fair parts of the world,

Know that every one that shall be in his exaltation ordained and grounded
with the Sol’s reasons. Words and speeches should be good between men.

Hermes said, “This reason upon the heads of beasts. i has the right ear, @

These seven holes have in power above upon the man’s head.

Solomon said, “A man is a measured with hands, said palms, which bear all
the worldly virtues. The seven planets are only the man’s head. Wherefore every
man is likened to his Star and Elements.

Solomon said, “A spirit above retrograde, combust, or evil treated, has his
body beneath evil treated in like. He that knows his sign, planet, Star above and
signature might do good and evil to himself and other men. The nativities of beasts

you shall do with God’s help.

The 12 figures, planets and their radius.

Each Planet that were in ascendant and there is another in the same
Ascendant it is called Conjunction. How much the Latitude or breadth be less so
the conjunction is stronger. If there is more Latitude the conjunction is feebler and
so is the middle of heaven.

The Points of the 12 houses are the stronger places of all houses. This point
is the first degree of the house.
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Each Star that was less and has upon himself another of like is said to have
power and goes upon another from Star to Star.

Each star that diverges from another by 60 degrees before and after, is
called a Sextile aspect; that is the Sixth beholding.

Each planet that diverges 90 degrees before and behind, is said in Quarter
Aspect; that is in the 4 beholding.

Each Planet that diverges 120 degrees before and behind is said Trine
aspect, that is in the Third beholding.

Each planet that diverges by 180 degrees is in Opposition that is the
contrary place.

These are the seven beholdings, and no more: two in the Third, two in the
Fourth, two in the Sixth and one contrary.

The conjunction is complete when they be in one degree.

Double conjunction of two good or temperate serves double good, as two
evil by the contrary shows much evil.

The sextiles beholding her ascendant avails one good if Trine.

Two trine aspects beholding the ascendant avails one good fortune in the
ascendant.

Two quarter beholding the ascendant avails one grievous or heavy if there
were evil Stars.

Two oppositions avail one unfortunate in the ascendant or in the
opposition.

Two quarter avails as much as a Star falling, combust or retrograde.

In the ascendant, one fortune or two in the ascendant, another sextile, and
another of trine beholding the ascendant shows much good.

Two evils in the Ascendant, or one with another in opposition or falling
show a grievous and long impediment. If they be falling it shall be worse. One
fortunate in ascendant beholding two trines shows much good.

How many witnesses upon the figure you enquire or work so much it shall
be the better. If three planets behold the ascendant, one good and two evil, the
good is overcome by the evil and so of others. One unfortunate in the ascendant
beholding two quarters shows much grief.

The dragon’s head is much better than his tail. Each Planet in his head of

the same degree, that is two degrees in Latitude to the O way, has more Lordship
in the figure and profits in going toward the North. Each planet in his dragon tail
is diminishing of his work that goes toward the South.

The 10" house has 11 virtues, the 11" house has 10 virtues, the 7" 9, the 4"
8, the 5 7, the 9™ 6, the 3™ 5, the 2™ 4, the 8" 3, the 12" 2 and the 6™ one virtue.
Evermore consider you in all things that you shall do upon the planets how
it shall be in the 12 houses, and you shall profit if you choose well.
Solomon said, “Each man that works by this book it behoves that he know
all these things that is reasons. I will not expound here, that you know in which
time you were born, of the four times of the year and in which € month. Begin

from the Lunation of the  month wherever first € was.
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All Secrets or privity are yet fixed in f.

All deepness, honour and substance are asked upon L.
All Strife, battle and hastening of .

All cleanness and Lordship of ©.

All fairness, delectations or Loves and fullnesses of 9.
All reasons, wits and subtleties of §.

All changing and fortune of €.

These seven you shall after evermore counsel when you find them in their houses
and Signs. They should show to you deem upon them in all good and evil.

Now we have fulfilled here with the God’s help,
the treatise that is said, the Book of the Key.
Here ends the first Book and begins the Second Book.

The Second Book
The Book of Wings

In it is determined the virtues of
24 stones,
24 herbs,
24 beasts
divided into the four Elements with six beasts in each
and 22 figures
held in four parts or Wings.
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Solomon said, “The wings of fowls or birds be members that leads to the
place where they desire to be. So by virtue of stones, herbs and beasts, that live to
fly, swim, go and creep, you might attain your will if you choose their natures,
properties and virtues. Therefore we call this book, Wings. For without wings
neither fowls nor fishes can move themselves. So as wings serves bodies to fly
upwards, to fundaments downwards and into Longitude and Latitude, that is to
length and breadth, so by the virtues of Stones and herbs with grace and with
much might of Semiforas, know that you might attain that you covet to do, as to
heal, make sick, stand or go.

Solomon said, “As stones be cleaner and fairer than gold and in four worldly
virtues as be stones, herbs, words and beasts. In the beginning of this book Raziel
was crowned with seven stones of great power. He put them in his book.

The first is Red Carbunculus,
The second Emerald,
The third Sapphire,

The fourth Beryl,

The ftifth Topaz,

The sixth Jamuncia,

The seventh Adama.

The stones virtues Raziel has spoken. He said, “They were crowned by seven
Angels, who have might on the seven Heavens and the seven week days.”

Raziel said, “Know each man that has this book, that in this book are more
worldly virtues.

The first virtue of this book of four Wings is the Stone virtues. Wherefore
know that by Stones alone you might do wonderful things, if you have known well
as with all other images, you keep them cleanly and reverently.
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The First Wing.

Solomon said, “Know that in the first Wing be 24 precious and great stones,
of great power to signify the 24 hours in the day and night. I will say of his colour,
his power, his virtue, his seals and his figure that ought to be in it. I shall say in all
stones. Each stone signifies durability or lastingness without end.

Solomon began and said, “The first stone Red Carbunculus. It is brighter,
clearer, fairer and more price above all other stones. The Red colour is as the
colour of fire sparkling. His power is that he shines by night as a Star, or as a fire
sparkling flame. The virtue is that it makes good colour of men that bear it
reverently. It increases his good of this world among other men. The image which
you ought to put in it ought to be a dragon well fair with dread.

The second stone is Topaz which the colour is golden citrine. His power is
that if it be put in a cauldron with fervent hot or boiling water, it withholds the
water that it may not boil, while its far greater power is making cold. The virtue of
it is that it makes a man chaste that bears it with him, and it gives benevolence or
well wishes of great Lords. His figure is a Falcon.

The third stone is Emerald, this stone is green and fair upon all greenness.
It is not as heavy as other. His power is to keep the light, and it heals the face. It
does many wonderful things. His virtue is to increase riches. Who that bears it in
gold sees things to come. The figure is Scarab beetle.

The fourth stone is Jamunica, the colour of red or the grains of an apple.
Some are well coloured, some little and some in the middle manner. His power: he
that bears it is not fretted with alien infirmity. His virtue: he gives health, honour
and keeps the bearer whole in ways or journeys. His figure: a Lion &) well figured.

The fifth stone is Chrysoprase, the colour is green and within it has a
similitude to golden drops. His power: to defend a man from the podagrie. His
virtue: make prophecy things to come if it were in the hand clean and chaste. His
figure is an Ass.

The 6™ stone is Sapphire, the colour is full leady and fair as the colour of
the pure clean heaven. His power: he heals all infirmities that so excel in a man
inflammed or grievance of the eyes. It much cleanses them. If in this stone be
graven the a bearded man’s head it delivers a man from prison and from all
pressure. This stone accords to the power of great lords and kings. If this stone be
kept cleanly, reverently, chastely and that it be good on oriental, with it a man
might attain great honour and the profit of it that he seeks and courts. So men put
there the Y sign, a wether.

The 7™ stone is Beryl. The colour is the eye or Sea water. Some of them be
round and some five cornered. This Stone ought to be clear within and clean. His
power is to chauf the bearet’s closed hand. If it be set in gold it gives great
triendship between two men if you touch them with it. His figure is a frog. It is of
great power for making peace, concord and love.

The 8™ Stone is Onyx, this stone is full black. His power is to give the beaer
many dreadful dreams and dreads. He that beholds himself in it has power upon all
devils in constraining them together in a Mirror Tablet conjuring as it behoves. His
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figure is a Camel’s head or two heads between two Myrtle twigs.

The 9™ stone is Sardius, the colour is red and fair. His power: to make
other stones fairer. His virtue: to give good colour to him that bears it in gold. If
graven in it is an Hagle it gives great honour.

The 10® stone is Chrysolite. It is a golden colour and sparkling as fire. His
power is to gather together devils and winds. His virtue is to defend the place
where it is from evil spirits and dead men that they do not there any evil. Devils
obey you there. His figure is a Vulture.

The 11™ stone is Heliotrope. It is a stone of great power the colour of
green, fair, shining and clean with drops like red blood well within. This Stone is
the stone of wise men, Prophets and Philosophers. This is honoured for two
things; for the colour like to Emerald in greenness, and in redness to Rubieo. The
price, virtues and properties of this stone overcomes the others. The stone’s power

is if it is put in any broad vessel full of water to the © it resolves the water into
vapour. It makes the water raise till its forms Rain downward. His virtue is that if
the bearer puts it in his closed mouth or hand he may not be seen by any man.
With this stone a man may have power upon all devils and make such incantation
or enchantment that he will. In this stone ought to be graven a bat.

The 12" stone is Crystal; the colour is of water congealed by cold. His
power is that he put abstrain fire from him. His virtue is to increase to nourish
much good milk. You may take in it what virtue you will. After that the many
images are seen easily. Know that it has many virtues. His figure is a griffon. That
is a fowl and a beast that has four feet and two wings. He is a great beast.

The 13™ stone is Carmelian. It is likened to water in which is blood, as the
Lotion or washing of blood. His power: to snatch blood from the nostrils. If there
be graven in it a man well clothed holding a yard rod in hand. It gives honour to
him that bears it.

The 14™ stone is Jasper. It is thick dark green and red. There are some
green and clear that are better than others. There be some red thick and dropped.
His power is the bearer is not fretted with venom neither with serpents, spiders or
scorpions. It defends a man from a fever if in it be graven &}, Y? or X,

The 15™ stone is called Iris agate. It is likened to Crystal. It has corners and

if any man put it in an house so © beams pass through it the Rainbow colours
appear. For this cause it is called Iris, the Rainbow. This is his might for he has six
corners. The virtue of it is to keep a place in health and honesty. There ought to be
graven in it 2 man that is armed with a bow and an arrow, X*.

The 16™ stone is Coral. It waxes in riches of the Sea as an overturned tree.
It has three palm branches as a tree and no more. When it is drawn up it is green
and tender. When it dries in the air it is more red and hard as other Stone. Others
are found white. Know the red is better. This stone keeps the house, vineyard or
place from tempest, pestilence and torment. It keeps the place in health. It defends
a man from evil and all evil enchantments. His image is a man that holds a Sword

in his hand.
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The 17* stone is Epidote. It is a green colour, thick and fair. It gives grace
to his ministry. ¥, a bull, ought to be graven in it.

The 18™ stone is Catel. It is a great power in deeds and virtue. The colour
like Beryl, but darker, although within are full clear and clean beams or streaks.
Some are found with six corners and some five. His power is to entrap devils and
to speak with them. His virtue is, if you make in the bank of water, bring the Appii
root and the Stone hanging to the neck in an Ass skin fumed with mastic, thuris
and croco. There call what known dead man you will. Know that alone he shall
appear and be with you in the same time. Grave in it a Lapwing and before
dragancia which is a middle herb called Colubrina.

The 19" stone is Celonites. It is green as an herb. His power is that it waxes

and decreases as the Q. His power is to make peace and concord between two if in
it were the figure of a Swallow.

The 20" stone is Chalcedony. It is white, thick and bright between Crystal
and Beryl. His power: to overcome enemies. His virtue: to hold a whole man in an
alien land. His image is a man holding his right hand straight forth to heaven.

The 21° stone is Cerannius. This stone has diverse colours after diverse
climates and diverse lands; otherwise, white, brown, green and red. Elsewhere it is
likened to iron and somewhere to copper and sulphur. It has as roundletts painted
and little drops. His power is to defend a place from thunder and lightning. His
virtue is to defend from all enemies. Write in it on one side, “Raphael, Michael,
Gabriel”; on the other side, “Pantaseron, Miracon, Sandalphon”. The bearer has it
in his power to overcome all enemies and adversaries.

The 22" stone is Amethyst. It has the colour of wine, a white cloth, a rose
or violet. This has might to chase away fiends. His virtue is to defend from
drunkenness. His figure is a bear.

The 23" stone is Magnetite. It is of great weight and like to iron bruniso.
His power is that he draws dead iron as nails, knifes and swords. His virtue is that
with it you might enter in what house you wish, do what you will with men and
with things of the house fuming it. With this men make enchantments. Graven it

with a man armed when { where in ¥ or 1|, enjoined with &' and © beholding
them in trine aspect. Know that the manner of the images graven in this stone
such enchantments you might attain. Wear it and you shall profit.

The 24™ stone is Adamas. It is of middle colour and the better has
somewhat greenness. His power is that with it other stones be graven and
therefore we have put it more strange, and more virtue. His power or virtue is to
keep a man’s members safe and whole. This stone more and better it is, set at a
price you may send whatever fantasy you will in enchantments and incantations of
winds, spirits and devils. His figure is five corners.

Know each man who that bears with him a precious stone, be he pure and
clean when he does anything with them. Keep himself from uncleanness and keep
it reverently in a quiet or clean place.

Raziel said, “In the hour you will do secrets (or this Art) bear the three

stones above and you shall profit”.
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The Second Wing

Solomon said, “The body of a Fowl with one wing may not fly, neither go
where he covets, so by one Science alone we cannot fulfil what we desire”. For this
we put the second wing in this Book. We sign it the second, for that it makes the
second opening. As this wotld is closed with four Elements, so this book is closed
with four sciences and four virtues.

Now we have said of Stones, now Herbs. Know that in herbs is most
virtues that may be. Naturals both live and have reason. Some fly, swim, go and
creep. Know that some trees and herbs live much, some middle and some little,
that is to the similitude of beasts. Know that among herbs, there are some which
do good and evil, as to hold or make sick. So understand that shall be said.

Adam said, “By a tree of sinning came wretchedness into the world.”

Raziel said, “An Herb shall be your Life.”

Solomon said, “A tree shall be and wax. The leaves shall not fall. It shall be
Medicine of Men”.

The Second Wing has the Similitude of 24 hours and 24 Stones.

The first herb is Rosemary. This herb has a middle tree, good odour, and
little leaves. His power is to chafe and comfort the brain. If an house be fumigated
with it, it chases away devils. The same does Pionia.

The second herb is Artemisia. This is mother and equal first. But we have
first put rosemary, the King’s Crown. In all things you do you shall put it. The leaf
is middle green on one side and white on the other. It grows mildly. With this you
shall call winds and all spirits that you will, and profit.

The third herb is Cannabis. It has a long shaft and clothes be made of it.
The juice’s virtue of it mixed with one juiced wick of Artemisia is to anoint
yourself with it. Then before a steel mirror you may call spirits. You shall see them,
and have might of binding and loosening devils and other things.

The fourth herb is Fennel. It has small leaves and a long shaft. It is an holy
and worshipful herb. It is an eye medicine and gives good light. It chases away evil
spirits in the place where it is. The root chases away evil things and helps the sight.

The fifth herb is Cardamom. It is hot and of good complexion. It is of
middle highness and it gives gladness to him that uses it and gathers together
spirits. Hat and make fume of this when you make invocation.

The sixth herb is Anise. It is a clean herb of chastity joined to camphor.
You shall see that spirits dread you. It makes you see secret and privy things. This
fume ascends much.

The seventh herb is Coriander. This withholds a man’s Spirit much with
other, and it makes a man fall asleep. This gathers together the spirits, wherefore
evermore they stand with it. It is said that this with Apis and nisgrono make
fumigations compounded with much Lazarar Ceicula alone it gathers together
Spirits and therefore it is called a Spirit Herb.

The eighth herb is Parsley. It has great might to chase away the roche
spirits. His virtue is to break the stone in the bladder.
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The ninth herb is St. John’s Wort. It is a middle herb, though it’s juice
seems like blood. This is of great power for its juice with croco, Artemisia and with
fume of Valerian root if it be written upon what friendship you will of a Prince of

A\ Spirits and devils and winds. Know alone it shall do that you court.

The tenth herb is called Apeni. This is of great power upon winds, devils,
and Invocations, and it is shaded and touched to shade and the clouds abstruse for
in it be winds and devils and this alone makes white strong. Vazabelil and
martagon lily are much contrary for one is kept with heavenly angels and another
with devils apen. A woman with child uses it not, for it annoys the child. It gathers
together devils when fumigation is made with it mosqurmo and Artemisia Apno
fumed by seven nights with fagax almeit and gathered cleanly. The roots of it put
dried and then tempered with water stone, fume your environ, when you will and
you shall see fantasies and devils of diverse manners.

The 11™ herb is Coriander. The same kind makes much to sleep. If you
make fumigation of it, croco, msgurmo, apio and prepice nigro ground together
evenly and tempered with suuo cicute and with musks. Then fume the place where

you will hide treasure when  was joined to © in the earth corner. Know that this
treasure shall never be found. Who that will take it away shall be made fools. If in
the hour of deposition of the gold or silver of the stones or images you fume with
thuris, musk, succo, Aloeswood, costo; evermore devils keeps that place and evil
winds. Know that it might never be dissolved or found; one without Sem or an
image made by a star point.

The 12" herb is Satureia. This is of great virtue and good odour. Who that

bears it with arricla muris in the @ day, gives grace of goods. It takes away from the
place winds and evil fantasies.

The 13™ herb is Sta. This is middle in height and has little leaves. This ought
to be worshipfully held in holy places as in churches for it defends the place from
evil things. With this prophet make dead men to speak, that were dead by as many
as five days or fewer. In any evil dwelling place he has not might if he that bears it
calls them not. It gives to him might upon things which he would. This herb put
upon the place where devils be closed, constrains and binds them lest they might
move themselves.

Solomon said, “I found in the Book of Hermes that who that takes water in
the 4™ night hour and goes upon a dead man’s tomb with the spirit he wills have
speech. Cast with herb hyssop water upon the tomb. The water be fumed with
costo, Succo & musto and say:

“Rise, Rise, Rise, and come and speak to me.”
Do this for three nights and in the third he shall come to you and speak with you
of what thing you will.

The 14™ herb is Psyllium. It is of great virtue; for it shows or makes open
in the air, that other ought not to do. It makes to see spirits in the heavenly clouds.
This with cicorca, garmone, the water plant called Arbor cancri, matie with rose
Bradii, and the tree that shows by night, said herba Luceus, the shining herb. Make
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with these an ointment with a whelp’s eye and fatness of the heart. You might go
surely where you will in one hour.

The 15" herb is Marjoram. This keeps an house by itself and defends from
evil infirmity. Hermes said, “Guiciana, valerian and marjoram avails much upon
great honour of princes and great men”.

The 16™ herb is Dragumia. This is of great power and the highness of it’s
root joined with a snake’s tongue which is left quick. The herb be gathered when
O is in the first degree of 6 and € beholds ¥ or is in the s house, or joined
with him. Know that who touches his Closures or Locks shall be opened to him
alone. Hermes said, “It gathers together winds and spirits if mandrake and capillus
de Zoara are with it”.

The 17" herb is Nepila. Gather this with marjoram, Athanasia, trifolio,
Sabus, permuca, edera, Artemisia and hyssop together in the waxing of the

crescent { in the morrow of the & day when the © waxes from the first degree of
Y till the first of 6. When you gather him be clean, worshipfully washed and
stand facing toward the East. Know that the house and the place is amended
where these nine herbs were put upon your house gate joined together, and you
shall profit. Joined these nine herbs are like rubine.

The 18" herb is Linum. Fumigation of its seed with Serepsiclii
Azarlochona, viole root and apii makes to see things to come in the air and to say
many prophecies.

The 19™ herb is Salvia. This is of great virtue and the long and sharp leaf of
as Lingua Agni. This breaks or disperses evil shades and evil spirits from the place
where it is. It is good to bear for it holds a man whole; but a sick man hold it not.

The 20™ herb is Samina. Some men say that it is a tree. This is a tree of love
and delectation, which that can chose it. If in a gold ring this with croco, ligna
colubris and pnica surely go before the King or before whom else you will. Put
with it Topaz or if you will Beryl. This ring is much the better made when  is
joined to 4 in trine from ©. It is said the © ring, is of health, against infirmities
and it is of grace, virtue and honour.

The 21° herb is Nasturain. This holds the members whole and more where
with it Sol riganu, Pulegin and arzolla. Born together you eat them; you shall be
whole within and without. If you anoint yourself with them and were fumed with
marrubio, albo or reubbaro and herba thasis it shall defend many infirmities.

The 22" herb is Canna Ferula. This is full dreadful, grievous and strong
working. If you take its juice and the juice of cicute, ensqiem, Japsibarbat and
Sandalu ruben and prepared nigrio with this confection made fume what you will.
You see devils, things and strange figures. If Apen were with this from each place
fumed devils should fly. If you will you might destroy evil spirits. This fumigation
is full evil and dreadful, for its fume and the work overcomes in malice and works
most evil; More strongly if € were with i or in opposition with G

The 23" herb is Calaentie. It is likened to nite and it is of great virtue in
good fumigations. If there is with it neta and palma xpc 2 pionia. These be held
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takes away evil winds and spirits from the place. Evermore it is against fantasies.

The 24™ herb is Chicory. This is full good in all exorcisims and if it be
joined with erigo, pentafilon, ypericon, vesica and verbena and all be together and
be borne at the neck and under the feet and be there the herb of seven knots and
of seven leaves. Martagon lilin domesticon and Silurstre, that is tame and wild and
herba angelica, whoever has these under the feet or sits above and puts the other
herbs to the neck and has seven rings of seven metals in the figures, he shall have
might in binding and loosening, and in enchanting and un-enchanting. For to do
good and evil in each place that you will making fumigations of these nine things.
Thuris, albo thymiamale, mastic, musco, Aloeswood, cassia, cinnamon. If you
fume yourself with the things above said in environ and says these names:

“Raphacel, Gabriel, Michael, Chernbim, Seraphin,
Aveislim, Pantaserom, Micraton, Sandalphon.
Fulfil my petition and mry will’.

They should fulfil it to you. These are the nine Angels names. Know and keep
them. Solomon says, “They are the nine Angels orders.”

Here ends the Second Wing of the 24 reasons upon the herbs virtues. These
experiments were now written in part is Raziel although Solomon put two or three
of the Sayings of Hermes. The herbs are put in the book of Raziel for with them
we may be excused and work with herbs as with fasting and in good and evil
words.
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The Third Wing
No man joins himself to Semiforas until he knows the first and second

Wing. Thus all things are necessary with God’s help.

Solomon said, “The Third Wing as the O body is more appearing and
mighty, brighter, fairer and cleaner upon all other bodies. So the virtues of sensible
beasts which fly, sends out voice and speak. Beasts of the third Wing have power
upon the two first wings of stones and herbs.

Raziel put therefore in this 24 distinct beasts with their names, virtues and
states. Upon each element are six distinct beasts and every each of his kind. The

] is the high Lord and distinct from the four Elements, so the less of them all are
purer and cleaner among them. Therefore I begin with the [J beasts. For as each
of the four elements have beasts beneath. So the [I has his above pure and clean

without corruption. This [] that is above is not expounded of wax, wood or oil,
neither with other composition, but it is simple.

The six beasts of Fire, [
The first beast that lives in it be the Angels. Clean, clear and bright like to

the © beams, Star, the fire’s flame, a sparkling of the fire, or a flame or the Colour

of Quicksilver or pure gold. This similitude is natural in the [J beasts. Their
Figures be seen as lightning in similitude and deed. For as an Orison is a
Messenger to the Creator, so they are ready alone to good and evil. Like things of
prophets, they are assigned upon the four elements be heavens with their beasts.

The second spirit is much clean, but darker than the first. It is likened to
the wind. His figure that he will take is after the four Elements to which he is
joined. He forms himself in this manner either by water, cloud or by some dark
moistness or thickness. He takes form receiving a body as some kind of fume by
talling in it either by voice or shape of an elemental beast.

The third beasts which wise men sign is that evermore he fellowships Spirit
and most corpulent and thick of the spirit. Therefore his figure is found by night
on places of dread and it is oftentimes heard and seen. Its colour is like the nature
of who before it was made to the similitude of the departed body. Wherefore some
men say they are the church-yard bodies Souls. “These Souls,” said the wise
Hermes and the prophet, “that go out and have might were but a man or woman.
Upon such manner wise men call them Spiritual and Heavenly Souls; Spiritual for
goodness and heavenly for simpleness.

The fourth beast is the Wind. Each day we hear it, but we do not see it,
although we see others, and not hear them. The wind’s work is seen to the eye
after the part from which it comes. His nature is that if he is Oriental or
Meridional, that is East or South he is hot and if he is Occidental or Septentrional,
that is West or North, he is cold. This we see has great power for it bears clouds,
waters, tempests and hails. It stirs the Sea, troubles the Sea, breaks trees, and this is
said quick Air, as the fire above is said quick and simple Fire. Therefore the
Elements are said double or two-fold, that is fixed and moveable. Moveable it is
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that it dwells in the corners of the earth although it descends from above. For the
seven above binds and loosens it. For of them it descends and it was formed of
them. This is a great Secret in Sea, Air, and Land as it comes temperate.

The fifth beast or Vision is a fantasy that is a shade to the similitude of
diverse colours or manners compounded together. This form is made in a deft
place or in a corrupt air. Otherwise it descends from hills to the similitude or
likeness of Knights and they be said an Old Army. Otherwise upon waters the
similitude of fair, well clothed women, or in meadows some say that they are faces.
Otherwise these demoniac befall in a corrupt or malice man’s complexions or
humours. It ascends the head and falls upon the eyes. Many fantasies are seen from
such corruption.

The sixth beast is said Demon. This descends in highness to lowness. He
was formed without corruption of pure matter. Although he has taken dark
thickness of the Earth’s lowness he does not fail but shall evermore endure. He is
pure in matter and strong in body. The wise men say, “He knows all things.” By
him Philosophers have answers and wise men all things, of which they will know
the truth. He dwells evermore in darkness and obscurity and is never severed from
them. The Prophets say, “He has power of taking form or shape which he would
in the Earth after the will of the Creator.” He is a bright, mighty and fair angel as
the form of the ©, { and star or an angel, cloud, fowl, fish, man, beast or a
creeping reptile or any other form.

All these above said are impalpable, or unable to be felt. They may not be
taken with hands or touched with feet for they are spirits or winds. Know that
each of the above when befalls in any Element takes a body of them although the
life is of LI . Their dwelling is in [] . Their deeds are fiery, for they are fiery.

Raziel said, “Upon these six, invocation of them, appearing, constraining,
binding & loosing and good or evil done by them, are made with cleanness. He is
clean with Orison, fasting, fumigation, and praising of God, that would call or have
the service of them.”

The six beasts of Air, A

The A Beasts of the third wing are called Souls, for they fly. There are four

meanings: Running, flying, swimming and going or creeping. Now we say of flying.

The first is an Eagle, for that he is a fowl flying much in height. He has
Lordship upon all other fowls. The Eagle has a nature that he takes his sons or
birds when they are little, and ascends into a place when © is high. Then he faces
them to ©. If they behold strongly the O he deems them to be his good sons. 1f
they not behold O, he deems them not his and evil and lets them fall to their
death. His feather frets another feather. He sees a little beast far by one league or

mile. A great beast sees nine leagues or a day’s journey. His eye and heart have
great virtue and grace, for they give grace in his realm to a King or landed Lord.
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The second fowl is a Vulture. All his members have great virtue. His head
helps against all dreams and against Magick craft. His feet help against injury. If an
house be fumed with nine of his feathers puts out evil spirits. His gall helps the
eyes better than anything in the world. His eyes put in a Serpent skin, and his
tongue in a silk red cloth wrapped with them, helps in the cause you covet to
overcome or to win the love of another Lord. His wings put upon a bed defend a
sleeping man from evil winds, all grievance and evil spirits. Neither any fantasy has
power or other things may be let in all the house.

The third fowl is a Falcon of whom the virtue is that of great Lords he is
set at much price. The boon of the highness of the right wing overcomes places;
both in ravishing and in taking away alien things. The highness of the left Wing
takes away evil fevers. But we ought not to slay vulture fowls, neither hounds
although they have many virtues. Know that how many members be in every beast,
towls, fish or reptile, so many virtues distinct have every member by himself.

The fourth fowl is a Hortus, simple and good. Nevertheless take the male
and the female together and burn them in a new pot. Upon creco, pnica and
cicorea, gathered together, cast the powder that alone they shall be joined together.
It gives great love to him that bears the powders with them.

The fifth fowl is said Hoopoe, that is a lapwing having a feather crest in the
head as a Cock. He has many virtues. This has one bone in his wings and it gathers

together devils and A\ spirits. His property is that whoever takes his heart and
wraps it in honey, as soon as he may swallow it, and drinks the milk of a white, red
or black cow, know that it makes a man to say things to come. He has another
virtue, for who that cuts off the neck where a cock crows not neither may be
heard, neither an hound voice, neither wheat is sown there and when he cuts off
his neck pray the devils and then bear with him the half of the blood. Of that other
half anoint himself evermore shall go with him the devils whom he can pray which
shall say many things to him.

The sixth fowl is said Stork that is an Havsule. Who that slays him in the
day, takes the heart blood, anoints himself with it and eats the flesh with Seire
fennel, cardamom and gaeiotilo before he eats it fume himself with good odours as
thuris, mastic, cinnamon and other such; know that he shall have grace of

enchanting which he will and of conjuring and constraining the A spirits and
other spirits that go upon waters and wells.

These six fowls above be an example upon all others. When you will know
the virtue of any fowls, do after the precepts of this book, Raziel, upon the book
of Angel’s visions; upon the beginning of times in the 12 months.

Say we of the Sea fishes and other upon us of them that is to wit of the more and
middle that I should show their virtues.
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The six beasts of Water, \/

The first fish is a Whale, the fatness of which made liquid kept by seven
years or more; for how much it is older so much it is better. It heals a man from
gout and evil wind if he anoints himself with it. If he anoints the head with whale’s
blood it helps him much and yields him strong and more whole. It makes to see
true visions. His Sperm is said Ambergris. If you fume tombs with this it gathers
the spirits above downward. Of each petition or asking it makes to give answer.
Hermes said, “There is not such fumigation for to pray to spirits as Ambergris and
Aloeswood, costen, mastus, crocus and Lapwing blood with thymymate. These are

meat, drink and gladness to A\ spirits. These gathers them together strongly and
Faultless. Wise men say, “The Whale’s sperm, blood and heart be principals that
makes fumigations to command winds and spirits.”

The second fish is a Dolphin. He is the Sea Knight. As the Eagle has might
among fowls, and the Lion among beasts, in this manner the Dolphin has in the
Sea. Who that anoints his blood or casts dry blood on two friends’ clothes makes
them enemies. Who that bears his heart makes him hardy.

The third fish is Cancer this has 6 feet, take and burn him in panno livido
and with the powder froth your teeth so that it heals them and yields them fair and
cures the cancer in the mouth. If you cast it upon fire with somewhat of burnt
human excrement it gathers together spirits.

The fourth fish is Cuttlefish. Bright as an horn between paleness and
whiteness. Enchanters and prophets know well that this fish has many properties
with which they made their Enchantments and transfigurations. When they would
an house seem full of water, or a river enter by the gate, they take this fish and with
thymyamate and Aloeswood and roses and they fumigated an house. Then they
cast there of the Sea water. It then seemed that the house was filled with water. If
he cast blood it seemed blood and so if he cast Snow. When they would that the
earth should seem to quake they cast there of the Earth from a plough. They made
there diverse similitudes in all things after the thing which they put in the
fumigation. Know that it arises as much as the fumigation in the house. With his
gall also they made many enchantments; for that this beast is quite unlike others.

The fifth fish is an Eel and he is freckled. His virtue is that enchanters bears
with them eel powder for making enchantments.

The sixth fish is green Frog. If you touch it upon what woman to do good
and evil you will and names the Angels names of your birth Month which be
written in Book of Visions. Know that if these fishes and all other you may know
the virtues and properties all by the Book of Visions of Months. Also understand
that there are like things in all other things.
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The six beasts of Earth, ¥V

The first beast is a Lion. This beast is full strong in the breast and in the
cheeks and he is of strong beholding or looking. So that when other beasts see him
they be moved together with dread. Lion’s Skin is of such virtue that if it is put
with other Skins it destroys them and makes them bare. Who that takes his biting
tooth that is called a fang and puts it in gold it is good to take away things and alien
things. The same does wolves tooth. If you make a purse of the Lion’s heart full of
blood, museo, almea and Aloeswood and thymysamate, and it is given and put
upon whom you will and you make love. Know that in that house he shall love you
much and do your bidding. If you pray with the goat’s blood the devils prince shall
be ready alone to do your commandment. So more kings or he for whom you do.
The same I say of great women.

The second beast is an Elephant. He is full great and when he is risen of
where he lies and when he falls of where he rises for that hereto he has not known
disposed well. The teeth bone is called Ivory. If it is put in electuaries it comforts
the heart’s feebleness as much as Margarita or more. His blood and Liver comforts
much fasting.

The third beast is a Deer that is an Hart which lives much, for that he

renews as the € or an Eagle. Who that makes fumigations of his horns chases away
Serpents and by itself it chases away devils.

The fourth beast is a Cat. He sees better by night then by day. Who that
takes of him, an urchin and a bat and makes of them alcosol and also swallow his
eye will see well by night and by day. If you put there an Ass eye you might see
whether the Air spirits and devils go in.

The fifth beast is a Weasel. This brings forth her monthly issue after the
sayings of Poets not Philosophers. This helps much when he is burnt and his skin
is written to cause love between two.

The sixth beast is a Mole. He dwells under the earth and is likened to a
mouse. With this beast if you put him naked and overturned upon the Earth you
may make tempests, pestilence, hail and lightning and thunderstorms and many
evil things. With this you may make discord and concord with whom you will, for
he is a cursed beast. He heals a man’s burnt flesh when his powder is cast on it.

When you will know the virtue of other beasts do as is said in the Book of
Visions, ask to know from the Lord of Vision a beast which you will appear to
you. This beast sees not neither has eyes. Know you that the vision of months is
upon all things that you asks or would know. God shall be with you if it is right
you ask.

Know that here is fulfilled the third Wing.
Now begin we the Fourth which will complete and fulfil all the Elements.
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The Forth Wing

Solomon said, “As a quick, middle or great body is not moved with three
teet, neither any fowl less than with two wings, neither the world is governed with
less than four Elements. So this book may not be less than four Wings which is
said four virtues.

Wherefore Raziel said, “Who that shall be filled with this book shall be as
one of the prophets. He shall understand all virtues and powers of things. If he
understands well he shall be a quick spirit. If he withholds and works he shall be as
an Angel.

Therefore he put in this book 22 Elements of great virtue that is 22 letters or
tigures which the Sons of Adam ought not excuse.

The 1% is Aleph, N, that is A. This Tre is three cornered and signifies life, power,
lightness and the principle or beginnings in all things. These put all things in the
tigures and in the principles.

The 2™ is Bet, 1, that is B. It is full good in things which we desire in battle and in
peace. Evermore shows goodness and profit.

The 3™ is Gimel, A, that is C/G. It shows evil, grief and impediment in things.
The 4™ Dalet, T, is D. This shows turbation, death of some man and harm in him.
The 5", He, N, H/E. It shows peace, honour & gladness. In all things is full good.
The 6™ is Vau, |, is V. It shows death, pain and travail.

The 7" is Zayin, T, is Z. It shows coins and riches.

The 8" is Het, N, is H. It signifies long life and health.

The 9" is Teth, O, is T. It signifies wrath, wounds and grief.

The 10", Yod, ', is Y, I, or J. It signifies good life, gladness and all good beginning.
The 11" is Caph, I, is K. It shows in very gladness and travail without profit.

The 12" is Lamed, I?, is L. It shows gladness, honour and profit.

The 13" is Mem, 1, is M. It shows grief and otherwise pain.

The 14", Nun, 1, is N. It signifies restoring of a friend, visitation of him and profit.
The 15" is Samelch, O, that is S. [Text missing].

The 16™ is ayn, Y, is O. It shows occasion or evil of a woman.

The 17" is pe, 9, is P. It shows health.

The 18" is Fee, 1), is F. It shows bloodshed of good men and high.

The 19™ is Sadayy, ¥, it shows health.

The 20™ is Qof, 17, is Q, it shows his life.

The 21°"is Res, N, is R and it shows a man that is fallen and is risen.

The 22™ is Tav, 1N, is T/S, it shows grief and diminuation.
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Now we have said of the 4 wings upon the 22 letters that be upon the laws
of the tract written. Know that there be no more but only 22 letters which be the
root of Semiforas, for with them it is formed, caused and made. Without them it
may not be.

Some men say that Camalio found them, but it is not so. The Angel Raziel
gave them written to Adam in his book that is said Liber Ignis. With them all the
book of Semiforas are written. Know each man that reads this book that the
Creator said to Raziel the names of Semiforas wherefore if you canst transpose
these 22 letters as it be seems you shall attain the great Creator name. With it you
might do what you will ever more with names, cleanness and with the Creator’s
help.

Now we have fulfilled this book of the wing like the angels, Panthaseron,
Micracon and Sandalphon, each of these has four wings. By commandment of the
benign Angel, the Creator sent to me this book that were better compounded and
well ordained.

The Book of Fumigations

Concerning communication with the A Spirits and
Fumigations of days, times, the 12 Signs and Elements.
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The Angel said to Adam, “Make incense. Incense are confections of good
odours which you shall fume and you shall please the Creator. By this you shall
attain to what you will. They are made be precious things of good odour, good
nature and clean things. When you do it be clean without any filth.”

Then the Angel rested in that hour. Adam remained and did that he might.

This Solomon expounded and said, “I unveil why this is in the book of
Moses, for the Creator said to Moses make you incense and fume it in the hills
when you will to speak with me.”

Wherefore Solomon said, “Fumigation, sacrifice and unction makes open
the gates of the Air, Fire and all other heaven’s gates. By fumigation a man may see
heavenly things and privities of the Creator. Know that they rule the earth, Water
and the lowness.

Solomon said, “As there are seven heavens, seven Stars and seven days in
the week of which each are distinct and not likened another. So know that seven

fumigations hold the virtues of the seven Stars and make glad the A spirits,
heaven’s Angels and devils and angels of the world. Therefore a man yields to
them that are theirs. They are pleased for your gift you given when you fume
incense and for your pray words or to hear their names or the Creator’s names
which you say when you pray and when you wash. If you do strongly about you
and whom you do, these things make the spiritual and invisible earthly appear that
neither evil men nor beasts ought to see.

Incense is made of many things, principally upon the seven week days. First
incense of the Saturday, for his Star is higher and his Angel is mighty in the Earth.

Saturday’s incense ought to be of all good things and well smelling roots as
are Costus and Thuris. That is good incense. So I shall show of all other good
incense. Other incense I shall say in another place.

Sunday’s incense is thuris, mastix, masens and other such. All other good
gums and of good odour is all good. By the contrary is evil.

Monday’s incense is folies, mirth, lauri and good odour leaves. So
understand in his contrary.

Tuesday’s incense is red, black or white alus, and all such trees and each
tree of aloes and cypress. So understand each tree.

Wednesday’s incense is made of all rinds as Cinnamon, cassia lignea, artices
Lauri and nuiss. So understand the others.

Thursday’s incense is nutmeg, gariosili, citruli and the rinds of dry and
pounded oranges; and all other fruits of good odours.

Friday’s incense is mavs rose viole, crocus and all other good odour
tlowers.

In the contrary to the contrary, put all stinking incense. Know that each
incense of good odours gathers together his spirits, nature, colour and strength.
Thus I say for good, good; for better, better.

Hermes said of incense, “@ incense is cinnamon, Aloeswood, mastic, crocus,
costus, mavs and mirtus.”
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We put this that each of the Planets have a part in it and all this may be @,
good and well fortunate by good Spices and sharp.

Solomon made distinction upon the days and planets of the Spices with
which a man ought to make incense. He said,

“h is each good root is good, evil is evil, ) all fruit, @ each tree, © each gum,
Q cach flower, 8 each rind and { each leaf”.

Thus understand you in all other and such odours herbs of .

Raziel bade to Adam, “Make good incense.”

Therefore Hermes understood that each incense is made of all good things,
As of root, tree, rinds, leaf, flower, fruit and gum. Yet seeds be put in it, as bacre,
cardamom and wax and put you in it all good things and precious.

Solomon said, “Incense is completed. There are some Greek Incense by

which heathen men fume idols. Yet today churches and altars be fumed with 4’s
incense. Who use these incenses be clean and chaste. You shall profit of all good
will to the Creator.

Solomon said, “Upon the Hermes fumigations which are beneath, are seven
manners with which Sacrifices are made. Some are made:

The 1% gives fasting and tithes to the creator. Therefore they trust that they attain
their desire and it is so.

The 2™ is they wash and cleanse themselves and dwell clean. Therefore they attain
their petition and it is so.

The 3" is they do alms for God and for his holy Angels.

The 4™ is they separate and cast the blood in the fire.

The 5" is they separate and burn all.

The 6™ is they pray much as seven times in the day and three in the night.

The 7™ is to make fumigation with good things and well smelling.

Every which of these did thus that he might attain that he asked is so and he
attained it by the Creator’s commandment. Know that fumigation overcomes in
all. Truthfully, they who fume better to the eye pleases and with this the wise man
excuses all other. You that can know well the fumigations natures might approach
stalking spirits which he would pray after the Spirit’s nature and fumigation. The
Spirit is constrained by their contrary and comforted by like things. Wherefore it is
as the wise seeks in giving a medicine to a sick man removes the sickness and
introduces health, so good fumigation removes the contrary from a place. With
Evil fumigations be removed good spirits and Evil spirits also dreads, for each
thing more loves health then sickness.

Therefore, Sulphur removes both good and evil spirits. This is probable and
proved after one way. There is another way for Aloeswood gathers together the
Aloeswood spirits and none other. Sulphur chases them away, and this is very
reason. Sulphur gathers together his proper spirits and none other. They be full
strong, penetrate, thick and are not severed or departed so soon from a place. But
if a place where fumed with Sulphur and then were washed with water and fumed
with Aloeswood, it does draw away Sulphur spirits and induces or invites his own.
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Know that the Azet spirit, that is quick-silver and the Thuris spirits be
contrary. Although spirits yet with all the devils enters and troubles rather than the
Thuris spirit, wherefore everwhich has full great might. If you will out draw the
spirits, yet fume with Thuris and they shall go out. So understand all other spirits
good and Evil.

Solomon said, “Know that as a physician puts in a man good, pure, clean
ointments, they penetrate the man’s body and health. So fumigations penetrates
the four Elements and makes to see and know heavenly things which were

evermore heavenly and descended from heavens as be Angels, A spirits, not souls
of dead men and devils of lowness and winds and Speluneks and of deepness and
tantasies of desert places. Wherefore know that all spirituals with right fumigations
shall obey you, shall come to you and they should do your commandment.

Hermes said, “All things that was, is or shall be known that the above nature
enjoined with the below by ordinance or time and hour makes one body.
Understand and know that creatures have to live and govern themselves thus.
Wherefore know that there are fumes that chase away, separate, constrain, call,
quicken, strengthen and gives might to Spirits. By the contrary some destroy and
takes away their might. This is the perfection of this; for an herb fume chases away
Spirits and Serpents. Anise [am~ce, amnecae] fumes, that is the fume of Oil faeces,
chases them away. Also, a fasting man’s spittle makes them flee. Therefore he said
that fumigation is fulfilling of air which has no body, nevertheless fume destroys
things that have body. So fumigation suffices to us in all things beneath.

Raziel said, “Know that As Water, V, washes all uncleanness, Fire, [] ,
makes liquid or melts all metal and makes clean and fine, Air, A, is the life of

living man and Farth, ¥/, sustains or bears each body and nourishes each plant, so
understand that good fumigation is fulfilling in the work of Spirit invocation and
other things. Confect or meddle incense well-proportioned, made in each hour
convenient or accordingly.

Solomon said, “For this I put the hour and the time in this work. For in all
hours in which a man will speak to a King or a Prince, he may not speak to them,
neither in each hour in which a Son asks anything of the father, he gives to him.
Therefore it is dark to you to choose the time and the hour upon those that you

ask. This is so. Some times of &, of @ in the @ day, of @ in the @' day and of f

in the f day. Others are done in spirits invocation and in all raising of Angels. The
pure and clean fumigation, know that it is a spiritual thing and living and
tellowshipping to heavenly things.

Now Veatha said, “Know that no man ought to make fumigation of
precious things unless he is clean, well washed with clean waters and anointed with
precious ointments. Ointments are made cleanly and with precious things as Cera
alba, balsomo, croco, and mosic, Abila tyneca, algal ammea, thuris, mirra, osro
alinarx. Keep well and warded ointments in a clean place. Also his clothes be clean
white, neither black, new, good and not broken.
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Then he worshipfully fumes himself. The manner of fuming himself ought
to be made in seven manners: toward the East, North, West, South, toward heaven
above and toward the Earth beneath and the 7% time all about. As oft as you do
this, evermore dress your mind into God and pray that he fulfil your will. In some
old books are found additional fumigations: Thuris, thymiama, graecum mastix,
sandalus, galbanum, maschalazaret, mirra and ambra. These are collectors and
appeasers of spirits.

Solomon said, “When you will gather together the A spirits do therein in
this manner. Cleanse yourself in the better manner that you can. Go to a pit well
known to you and fume it. Call or pray him by his own proper name for three
nights. If he appears send him to a certain place, an house, a crossroads, a yard or
garden. Fume you the pit towards seven parts, as above, in the place where you
talk. Then know that he shall come and shall appear to you that you.

Hermes said, “The spirits which appear in the world be these. Some say are
heavenly and the prophets call them Angels. They are bright and clear as flame or a
Star. Others are Airy or of the air and many colour green, bright, other such and of
many figures. Others are fiery. They are bright and red. Others are watery. They
are white, as bright fume burnished Iron or quicksilver. Others are that near to
man and are like a white cloud or a white cloth. Others are dark, dense and of
diverse forms which are said devils. Which are hidden with the wind, the deepness
of the Sea and of looseness of spirits that bring with them hails, tempests and
lightning. Wise men call these huge and strong Spirits. Now we have said of the
spirits nature. Put to your mind and you shall attain with God’s help.

Raziel said, “As in the pure clear, bright, Clean and peaceable air all things
gladden and joys of it. So know that for cleanness, fasting, washing of water,
prayers and orison of the Creator. For natural and clean fumigation and very faith
or trust you might please them.

Raziel said to Adam, “Know in all manners the Angels Life is holy and
clean. The fumigation is bread which spirits lives. Fasting, cleanness and charity,
Sacrifice with Orison be the houses of holy Souls and trust is the author of God.
Wherefore each man that has these in himself he shall attain or nigh and profit.

Solomon said, “Those be that befalls in fumigation. Of fumigation alone
shall come to us fume, then odours, the fume a cloud and of the cloud an high
cloud and wind. The wind ascends the cloud higher. The high wind cloud and the
wind ascend higher and is made a soul. This Spirit is made higher, and of the spirit
an heavenly Angel. Of angels light and these be caused by clean fumigations.
Know that fumigations be of seven manners. Some truly sharp and other
penetrating or piercings, other sweet smelling, other stinking, other simple, other
meek, other of grief, other truly of peace. Every which of those manners is after
his odour said and nature and complexion.

Wherefore Hermes said, “As coldness congeals cold water. As Sea Water is
congealed with great heat. As azertacona congeals the well water. Every one of
these congeals the water, one with coldness, another with hotness, another Art,
and another by nature. The matter is made one body and one gobbet. Know that
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good fumigation gathers together, constrains and makes spirits to appear in the air
and Secret or privy things. It makes them to take a body which our eyes see.
Solomon said, “As the Adament draws iron to himself, so know that

fumigation gathers together and draws the A spirits and makes them to come to
the place where you do it and would gather them together.

The wise men said, “Fumigation is like to the arzolle root, joins together
gobbets of flesh into one. So fumigations gathers together heavenly spirits or
heaven with the four Elements. They make that they take a body and spirits take
visible and palpable and palpable bodies. A body taken they fulfils that they be
asked of them. A mirror that is set before what figure you will a like appears
within. Thus fumigation made cleanly and invocation in the hour after the spirits
proportional. The spirits appear to us and new operations and workings with
tultilling the thing which you ask. Be never deceived in the fumigations knowledge.
Put your mind in them trust they be transposed, and you shall fulfil as were and
after that you do as he said.

Solomon said, “I will teach somewhat to you of the fumigations nature, who
that uses it much, it makes to see in sleep, or in truth green things and yellow and
diverse colours. Melancholious fumigation shows leady things. Sanguine
tfumigations show red things and purpure colour. Phlegmatic fumigation shows
white and fair things.

So understand the nature were, the appearing of spirits, their colours,
viscous and the work of them shall be after it’s sharpness. The goodness and
direction of fugii (fumigation?) is fulfilling of the thing after that the image were
formed and the orison of the thing mentioned. The trust for all is the intention of
the man and in the hour in which it is done. Now we have said how every of the
planets has his fumigations.

You shall not drink wine, nor neither shall
you eat fish or anything of which blood goes out. Join you not to a woman pollute,
neither menstruate, neither enter you into an house where is a dead man, neither
beside him that suffers gomorream. Eschew you or be you ware of night, least you
fall into pollutions. Keep yourself from all lechery and evil pride. Do then that you
be evermore clean and be you in Orison or prayer. Keep your tongue from saying
evil and from teasing. Fast cleanly and keep your body from doing evil and Sin.
Lighten your house to Orison. Pray to Angels and do them alms to needy men and
charity and be you not enjoined to evil men, neither to unclean and clothe you with
clean clothes, the longer that you might. Evermore trust you unto God. Rise eatly
and pray to the Creator that he dress you, wash you and fulfil your petition. Then
shall you attain that you ask with God.
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The first work of this book that is necessary or needful in all things that a
man would do. When you will know when it is good to do a thing which you will
do, or you will know when it is good to do; what things you will of this world and
you can’t not anything thereof understand that you accompt by seven days before

the first day of the month that is of the € month. In these seven days be not
polluted, neither eat a beast having blood, drink wine, touch unclean things neither
lye with a woman. Wash yourself with clean water running, all the seven days

before the O ascend and hold abstinence which we have said. Fume yourself when
you were bathed with: Aloeswood, ambra, croco, costo, camphora and mastice.
Then take two quick turtles and whole without damage in themselves, or if you will
a white calve if you might have none other. Cut off the necks fasting with a brazed
red knife, or gilt, on every which side cutting. Cut off one turtle neck, on that one
side and that other on that other side. Afterwards draw out the entrails, but with
hold the blood in a new glazed cup and cast into the fire. Wash then the entrails
with clean water. Then take three weights of musk, three of croci, thuris, albi
lucidi, cinamonii and 10 keys of gariofili and Aloeswood as much and then take 12
grains piperis nigri, old white wine, Sandalos, mustia, camphora and somewhat of
honey and join this with wine. Put all mixed in the Turtles entrails, fill them and
divide them into seven pieces or members. Cast one member upon the fire coals in

the morrow before the © rise and that is to understand the 11™ night hour and
when you burn the members, be you covered with white cloth and standing the
sort discalciate that is, unleashed and unshod.

Solomon said to the benign Angel Nathanael which has might in A. This
evermore was fellowshipped to Solomon; which be like seven bodies which are
seen above bright, fair, clean and clear which never ceases to go, neither their ways
are void and they never fail, but evermore endures going their ways. And if that
tarries more in going his way fulfils it in 30 years. Then they appear such as they
were before and which went before thus they saw. Thus it is said that they should
be how long God would. Thus I say of a 100 years and a 1000 that they never be
changed neither in quantity, colour, might nor in moving, but we have found them
as the prophets and other old men found them.

The Angel Nathanael said to Solomon, “The seven bright bodies which you
see above are put beneath. They in going upward holds balance or in rule the four
Elements beneath. Therefore their moving ceases not for such might the Creator
gave to them. Know that their matter is simple and pure without corruption and
evermore durable. Their state has likeness to the Lord that formed them, although
they obey to him in all things.

Nathanael said to Solomon, “Know that in the heavens of the seven bright
bodies be angels without number mighty in all things. Each of them has his proper
might, strength and virtue. They are unlike among themselves as men together or
other beasts. Each serves of his office to the Creator that formed or made them.

Solomon said to Nathanael, “Which is the life, might or the Service that
these angels do?”

Nathanael said, “Their life is of cleanness, Orison and trustiness. Their
might is of fumigations, burnt offerings and Sacrifices. Their service is that when
the Creator will they go from place to place when any clean man has prayed to the
Creator as it beseems. Then they do good or evil as the Creator will, for in them is
complete power, service and will.”

Solomon said, “Which be these seven bright bodies? How be they named?

Nathanael said, that same that Raziel said to Adam, “The higher of these
that goes slower is h All the Realms of his heaven are full of ice, snow, hail,
wrath, rains and coldness. All the Angels there are clothed with full darkness. Their
greatness be full high and full long and small and upon the Earths, devils, darkness,
coldness and dryness. This has power upon winds of this nature. They have power
of doing good and evil. The Angel is Boel, crowned upon all other.
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In the second heaven stands % and all the Realms of him, & etc.”

Solomon the King, the Son of David the King, King of Jerusalem of Surye,
Damaske of Egypt, Lord of Babylon, Prince of Sciences, covetous of Cleanness,
searcher of Privities, keeper of good true men, avoider of leasing of poor men, of
virtues desirer upon the letters, virtues and speediness of words, busily thinking
and most subtly in mind searching, said “I have enquired and known that in words
is power, virtue, effect, all the whole humour and health and there may be
sufficient fulfilling.

In this same book King David wrote all things whatever he might know of
Patriarchs and old wise men to the praising of the Creator. In so that I, King
Solomon, long studying in holy matters, words, which virtues and miracles I found
to be, while there is fulfilled in each working trust and will.

While I studied long, in the books I saw, found and knew Adam, Hermes,
Noah, Moses and many other most wise men. I know great privities and the virtues
of these books.

When so I understood old wise men to have made books how or with what
wit or with what art I might know the Sciences of all the fore-fathers. I enquired
and there answered some old men of good minds and understanding was called
Zebraymayl. The King said Adam had a maker and Master that is to wit the Lord
maker and Gabriel to Master. Furthermore Hermes the discrete and most wise
man and Moses had a Master that is to say to wit Creator. Aaron also had a prince,
of which so is made resistance that a wise man may not be without a Master; how
attests that they now be wise without a Master? But that you be wise, these I deem
to be necessary to you, a wise Master and discrete, long, and continual study of
many books of great wise men made oft.

Solomon said to the wise man, “Is not this possible to be done by a shorter
way then that you have said abover”

Zebraymayl answered, “O King by a lighter and shorter way than this, nay is
unknown, to you there is no more to be done.”

To whom Solomon replied, “How therefore?”

To whom the wise man replied, “Privily and fully open the Ark of the
Testament, that no man knowing or understanding. In which all secrets or privities
and old wisdoms and words of great power and of virtue you shall find. By which

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Solomon answered, “For this that you have answered to me I give thanks to
that high and blessed Creator which reigns without beginning and lives without
end which after that it pleased to him all things with word alone he formed or
made.

e Tables of the Laws and pieces of the first letters from which Moses in the
ground broke in his wrought for the people’s sin.

Truly, in the Ark I found some Golden Tables quadrate or four cornered in which
were 15 precious stones. 12 Tribes or lineages of Israel by Similitude likened, and in
each stone was written out drawn the holy high names of the Creator of the books
Semiforas.

I found some boxes of Marble having green colour as coloured Jasper. In
this box were seven figures and in each figure seven great and virtuous names of
the Creator told to Moses. Another seven which the Creator taught Adam in
paradise. This is a secret or privity which much learned and covered ought worthily
to be kept.

I found also about the extremities of the Ark 24 rings with names and
figures of the Creator written or figured in Semiforas with diverse colours. I,
Solomon, have mind to have had one of the like rings. I know to have found in
which such virtue when I said, “Make to rain”, it rained.

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Here begins the Semoforas that Moses had.
The Semoforas that the Lord gave to Moses is divided into seven chapters.

The first is when Moses ascended the hill and spoke with the flame that environed
the bush. The bush seemed to burn and nevertheless it burnt not.
The 2™ when he spoke with the Creator in the hill.
The 3" was when he divided the Red Sea and passed through it.
The 4™ when the yard (staff) was changed into a serpent and the Serpent devoured
the other.
The 5" contains the names that were written in the forehead of Aaron.
The 6" is when he made the brazen adder and destroyed the calf in brass with the
Egyptians plagues he smote.
The 7™ is when he rained Manna in the desert, drew out water of the Stone and led
out the Children of Israel, from captivity.

These names Moses said when he ascended the hill and spoke with the flame:
“Maya, Ast, Zye, Yaremye, Vue, Bace, Sare, Binae, Maa, Yasame, Ray, Lily, Lesy, Yy, Yre,
Cyloz, Zalye, Lee-prsee, Loace, Cadzloye, Ve, Meba, Ramechy, Ry, Hy, Fossa, 1.y, Ninij,
Sehye, Med, Yelo, Habenele, Hele, Ede, Quego, Ramyehabe.”

“Micraton, Roepl, Saconich, patonit, piston, yeymor, higaron, ygmron, tenigaron, mycon,
mycondasnos, castas, laceas, astas, yecon, cyna, tabliust, laba, nac, gacut.”’
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These foresaid names you shall name when you will fulfil your question or asking.

Chapter 5
These are the names that were written in the people of Aaron; when he
spoke with the Creator.

“Saday, Hayloce, 1 oez, Elacy, cilonij hagybaya, Y eyinmoyscy, Accidasharne, Huadoncnij, Cya,
Hyeba, V'ea, V'aha, Oyaha, Eye, Oye, Ha, Hya, Haya, Zahya, Hahyha, Eyey, Yaia, El,
Ebehel, Va, VVa, 1Va.”

Keep well those names for they be holy and virtuous. These you shall name that

you get that you ask of the Creator.

Chapter 6

These are the names that were written in the yard of Moses when he made
the brazen Serpent and destroyed the Golden Calf. When all that drank in the well
had a beard.

“Yana yana, Sya, Abibhu, V' anobya, Accenol, Syogas, Yena,
Eloyin, Ya, Veha, Yana, Hay, Ya, VVehu, Abyaemed.”

These names contain in themselves many virtues. For with them you shall destroy
evil and all enchantments. Presume you not to name them in the 7" work.

Chapter 7

These are the names that Moses said when manna rained in the desert, he
drew out water of the Rock and led out from captivity the Children of Israel.

“Saday, Samora, ebon, pheneton, eloy, enegoberrl, missijas, Jabe, yana or eolyen.”

When you will do any miracles, or if you were in any anguish. These names you
shall name and in all things you shall have their help and the virtues. When you
have done this rehearse you those words by which the names above said be
expounded.

“God that is quick, very great, strong, mighty, meek, holy, clean, full of all goodness,
blessed Lord, blessed be your Name you fullfiller fulfil onr question, you Maker, make us to come
to the end of the work you granter, grant us withall fulfilling of the work you holy and merciful
have mercy of us, your name Y eseraye be it blessed by worlds. Amen.”

In the name of the sovereign Almighty Creator I begin the explanation of
this name Yesaraye that is to say God without beginning and without end. Angilae is
the name of a property and propetly engraved in gold plate of living men.
Whoever bears it upon himself and how long he has it with him, he shall not dread
sudden death.

Here ends the Book of Raziel and the seven Treatises.
